tion of seed for nexp year:

Whiie our eorn ¢rop for this year is
gtill & long way from the harvest it
iz time to be thinking of secd for next
vear., In other words, let us be “pre-
pared.”

It may be possinie that the corn you
are growing is not entirely suited to
your =oil and ceonditions, but that ean
only be determined after the hHarvesc
So let us proceed as If It were. Begin
the nby going through the plot as soon
as the corn i5 well eared out and te
& strip of colored ¢loth arcund 200 of
the best stalks. Select only =talks that
have At least one good ear and those
that stand In a full hill., I a stalk
etands alone, It gets more light, water
and plant food. Therefore, it may
bear a =ood ear just becausae it bad a
better chance and not because it has
inherited high yielding capacity,

Hy marking these stalks plainly in
the ahove manner, they can be found
at husking time and the ears kept
separate. Some of them will not bear
rood ears, because it is impossible to
tell without husking. DBut out of the
20) there should be 100 good ears, and
these will have been properly selected,
