Howevev
the strict quarantine will be main-
tained and people should be on the
watch at all times.

Dr. Brophy said Sunday night that
people with children who desire to
travel in cities not infected may se-
cure permits from him by applying
at his Central avenue office between
1 and 2 p. m. or at his office in the
Shannon building between 2 and 3

wait until they are ready to leave a?

venience for the health officer.

No certificates will be issued to any
one who desires to travel in town:

PARK CONG. CHURCH

Rev. Charles Herr, D. D., Preaches a
Strong Sermon at Sunday Morning
Service.

Hp took for his text the twelfth
chapter of second Corinthians, the
i;inth verse: And he said unto me,
My grace is sufficient for three, formy strength is made perfect in weak-
ness. Most gladly therefore will I
rather glorv in my infirmities, that the
power of Christ may rest upon me.

This message was that of Jesus to
the sou! of Paul in his desperate ex-
tremity. Grace is tho condescending
love of God to man, the love of a king
for his subject. We speak of sover-
eign grace, that which is given by a
greater power to one of lesser degree.
Gracsr is more than a feeling, it is a
force. When our need is greatest then
it is granted to us most freely. The
more desperate our situation the more
grace is granted to us.

Grace In Suffering.
The all sufficient grace of our God

-- promised to us in time of suffering.
Tltis comes to us all, n n part of life,
sometimes mental, sometimes physi-
cal, often swift and soon passing
away, and again slow and of long du-
ration. Material loss and disease is
the common lot and is grace sufficient
for us then? Can it make us have
these things not only with fortitude
but with a willing spirit? Paul knew
tho meaning of physical ailment. lie
suffered stoning and imprisonment,
shipwreck and cold and hunger. These
were fleeting. But his thorn in the
flesh, some physical infirmity, was
permanent, and a constant, irritating
factor in his life. It became, however,
what he gloried in through God's
grace. He ceased, in time, to pray for
its removal and out of his weakness
came strength. The Keenest sufferer
may find alleviation for his sorrow in
God's grace. The Ifipprest people in
this life are not those who have suf-
fered least.

Shallow In Sense of Sin.
This age is often accused of being

shallow in its sense of sin. and prob-obl- y

this is true. Because of the stress
and hurry and rush of modern life we
do not stop to analize our own souls
an,i our spirit welfare as we should.
The emphasis of redemption by works
is such that we lose the senstitiveness
of our sense of sin. But it comes to
us sometime, perhaps in the call to
duty or heroism, the obligation of pa-
triotism. We may of course quench
this voice and therein lies often the
irreparable tragedy of life. Or we
may look upon Chrrist and find peace.
Deeper than our deepest sinfulness is
tho grace of God, which is able to re-
deem us and forgive everything. It
was sufficient for David in his sin; it
changed Peter from a vacillating man

Dr. Bond's tribute was as follows:
"As a public man he has exhibited a
character marked for consistency, hon-
esty and integrity. He has adopted his
principles and he stood firmly by them.
And however some might differ with
ijim on certain points of national poli-
cy, all will concede to him honesty of
purpose and high mindedness which
becomes a statesman.

"Despising the truckling policy of
the political intriguer, he adhered to
the principles of his adoption and from
a consciencious regard to what h con-
sidered to be the claims of God and
the interests of his country tried to
pursue openly and fearlessly a straight-
forward course and left the results
with Him in whose wisdom and provi-
dence he exercised implicit confi-
dence."
