It was because
such respect was not shown by Ger-
man submarines and because passen-
ger vessels were being sent to Davy
Jones' locker without any warning or
an opportunity being given to the
people aboard to get to places of safe-
ty that this nation was forced to pro-
test to Germany. Since that time
when Germany agreed to stop such
practices there has been a lull in such
operations, but with the resumption of
their activity improved conditions are
to be noted, as was indicated by the
recent report to the effect that one
submarine had halted six merchant-mie- n

at one time. If. however, Ger-
many is departing from the straight
and narrow path and proof exists it
needs to be called to strict account.

THE NEW SUBMARINE ACTIVITY
Once again claims are being made

that the Germans are resorting to
their old methods of submarine war-
fare.

Rev. Dr. Gulliver's circular, explain-th- e
objects of the proposed institu-

tion and appealing to the citizens for
aid and encouragement, was issued in
1853. The Academy was incorporated
in 1854, upon petition of Russell Hub-
bard, William P. Greene, William A.
Buckingham, William Williams and
other individuals, to the number of
thirty-si- x. who were the original sub-
scribers to the fund. The list of
donors was afterwards increased to
forty.

Referring to the completed building,
Miss Caulkins sa.ys: "The building
stands in a noble position, with the
park in front, and a picturesque range
of hills in the rear. It is in the
Norman style of architecture, with a
lofty tower, and is constructed of
rough brick covered with mastic, and
finished with free-sto- ne dressings.
Its cost was $25,000."

At the same time, the historian pays
a tribute to the architect, Evan 'Bur-dic- k

of Norwich. Ho was also the
architect of the Central (Broadway)
school-hous- e, of Broadway Congrega-
tional Church, the Wauregan House
and several other public buildings of
the city. Many elegant private resi-
dences were also erected under his
direction. At this distance from Evan
Burdick's time and works, it is a
pretty good tribute to hi3 originality
and skill and taste that such buildings
as those mentioned were of his design.

The site of the Free Academy, with
its ample surrounding area., about
seven acres in all, was the magnificent
gift of General William Williams, also
the generous donor of The 'Big Plain,
or Williams Park.

The library, with $a,0-0- funded for
its increase, was presented by Mrs.
Harriet Peck Williams, to be called the
Peck Library, as a memorial to her
father,' Capt. Bela Peck. As early as
Miss Caulkins day, tho books selected
for this library were those of lasting
value, as far as the purchases had
been made, she tells us "consisting of
the best English editions of the best
authors. It has the Bibliotheca
Classica, 113 volumes, and the Edin-bur- g

and Quarterly Reviews from their
beginning."

The apparatus was furnished by
Russell Hubard and John F. Slater,
and several handsome contributions
were made toward the foundation of a
scientific cabinet.

During IS"!), another important and
agreeable adition was made to the
facilities of the institution. Toy the
generous gift of a house and grounds
for tho use of the principal, by Mrs.
Willi-t- P. Greene. This was the
present residence of Dr. W. T. Browne.
The various donations to the Free
Academy from William P. Greene and
his wife, Mrs. Elizabeth Augusta
Greene amounted to over $40,000.

The Academy was dedicated with
notable exercises, October 21, 1856, so
that the coming October will mark the
sixtieth anniversary of that signifi-
cant event for the town of Norwich.

The first president of the board of
trustees was Russell Hubbard, who
continued in office until his death,
June 7. ISnT. The second president
was William P. Greene, who died
June IS, Ho was succeeded as
president by William Williams.

The first secretary and treasurer
was Ftbeneze-- r Learned, who retained
the combined offices until his death.

The raw school went into operation
une'er Eibridge Smith as principal.
He continued in office until the close
of the ninth year, July, 1865. His suc-
cessor was Rev. William Hutchinson.
Mr. Smith was a native of Wayland,
Mass.. a graduate of Brown University,
and had been principal of the high
school at Cambridge. Mass. Mr. 'Hut-
chinson was for a time a tutor at Yale,
then phincipal of Lawrence Academy,
at Groton. Mass. ' He was ordained as
a missionary in 1S5S, and went to
Constantinople with the expectation o?
establishing a mission in Turkey: but
the failing health of members of his
family obliged him to relinquish that
design, which was a fortunate fact for
the Norwich Free Academy and for the
hundreds of students whose lives he
influenced, broadened, made worthy, as
well as for the town which knew him
as an eminently useful citizen until
his death, and which must ever revere
his memory.

In the record of the history of edu-

cational progress in Norwich the name
of Rev. John P. Gulliver stands out
prominently. To his initiative, per-
suasion, perseverance and influence
upon the minds of his associates is
due that splendid institution known far
and wide as the Norwich Free Acad-
emy.

This rarely successful school was
founded, endowed, the building erected,
the library begun, and the apparatus
furnished by private generosity. Three
individuals of Norwich in the first
instance gave over $10,000 each toward
beginning tho school; and the entire
amount, about $100,000 was subscribeel
by forty persons. With wise fore-
thought, half of this eum was invested
for a permanent endowment.

Now, what we get easily, or what
we inherit, is apt to be taken as a
matter of course, and it is rarely that
we pause, in tbese busy times, to con-
sider to whom we are indebted for
many of the comforts and luxttries
and advantages which we find at hand,
generally without any particular ex-
ertion on our own part. For that rea-
son, it is timely just here to stop to
consider that, at the date when the
project of founding a free academy In
Norwich was conceived by the alert
and wise mind of Dr. Gulliver, the sum
of $10,000 meant much more than it
dees today. In that period it was a
comfortable little fortune it would not
be despised even now! That the town
of Norwich had forty citizens enter-
prising enough and generous enough
and sufficiently far-seei- to contrib-
ute the handsome sum of $100,000 for
a school which was to benefit not alone
their own age, but generations far into
the future, is a magnificent fact of
pubiio-spiritedne- ss which should never
be lost sight of.

To have been one of the original in-

corporators of the Norwich Free Acad-
emy is sufficient glory and honor for
almost any citizen of the old town.
Such broad-minde- d, liberal men gave
of their substance and of their fore-
thought with no possible expectation
of reward, beyond that benefit which
the institution visioned by them was
to confer upon unknown and unborn
thousands. A tribute to their sage
provision, beneficence and generosity j

cannot oe paia too orten nor too
fe rventlv.

The object which the founders, led
by Dr. Gulliver had in view, Miss
Caulkins explains to us, was not only
to secure a course of instruction in
the higher branches, so that young
people might here be prepared to enter
upon the diffeient callings of life, as
mechanics, merchants, navigators,
scholars, agriculturists, or professional
men. but, a3 the grand result, the
Academy was expected to become the
means and instrument of elevating the
standard of the common schools, and
of bringing them into a system of

fHE HIDDEN YEARS.

TVouM you choose to look beyond
the-- horizon, if that view were per-
mitted us mortals? Would you like
to see in advance what the years held
for you of bane or of Messing? There
are, doubtless, moods in which you
think you would; but, in wiser mo-
ments, you are glad that the future
is so mercifully hidden.

Whether the veil that is let down
before the coming years conceals ap-
proaching happiness or misery, or
merely a continuation of a fiat and
monotonous road, most of us will praise
it as a manifestation of divine benefi-
cence. It would profit no one to be
made aware of some personal calam-
ity that is on the way. That disclosure
would be to fill the present days with
bitterness and the nights with sleepless
sorrow. It w ould rob us of vitality with
which to meet the trial when it came.

On the other hand, good fortune
clearly seen beforehand might easily
steal from us the glow of hope and
enthusiasm with which we wait for
euch experiences. If anticipation be,
indeed, better than realization, as gen-
erations of men have assured it
were a pity to take from the race ut-
terly so sreat a boon. Our careers are
prosaic enough at best. Who would
wish to take from them that element
of poetry that springs from the hope of
better times coming?

As a matter of fact, it has seemed
best to tho Orclainer of life on the
planet that men's thoughts should not
center too much around the future.
They are given tasks in the present
great enough to occupy them fully.
They are warned against either anxious
thought cr impatient desires. They are
advised that unto the day"
is both the evil and the good thereof.

One is constrained to a profound
humilitv when lip reflects how near and
vet bow fibsoliitelv imuenetrahlo the!
horizon is. Man has peered into many-secret- s

of nature, but he has never
lifted by so much as an inch the
opaque curtain let down before his own
onward path. You who read these
lines and I who write them know not
what a single day or hour may bring
forth in our personal careers. It is
not curs to tell whether we shall sec
the light of a new day, or whether we
shall exchange worlds before the set-
ting of the sun.

Against a fact of life like this some
men set their own cleverness. The un-

certainty of our human lot they essay
to conquer by their skill and prudence
and pertinacity. They mark out a
plan which they determine to fullfill,
however capricious fate conspires
against them. They throw aside ob-

stacles and take no account of inter-
ruptions or defeats. They subdue events
to their will and trample rough shod
over everything and everybody stand-
ing in their way.

Did you ever think how many gallons
of igasoline the '500 automobiles lof
Norwich consume in a day. If they
only averaged one quart to a machine
it means nearly eight barrels a day,
or 400 hols, of gasoline a month, or
2,SS0 bbls. a. year. It is probable the
consumption is four times this on the
average, which would mean 11,520 bar-
rels in a year for a email city like this.
Some light machines make 20 miles
to the gallon and some heavy machines
only ten miles. Those who know say
it takes less gasoline to run an auto-
mobile in summer than in winter.
Some keep their carburetors adjusted
the same winter and summer; but a
test has shewn tho moving of the
carburetor over toward the air-sid- e by
increasing the amount of air decreases
the amount of fuel and tells markedly
for economy of fuel. This is a good
thing to know when the trend of the
price of gasoline is steadily upward.

I think I pity the person who in-

herits a 'arge fortune more than I envy
him. There is such a thing as being
suddenly embarrassed by even having
what is considered a good thing sud-
denly thrust upon you. How to use
and enjoy money is as much of an
accomplishment as to know how to get
along in comfort with only compara-
tively little of it. It brings cares and
responsibilities and worries which the
inexperienced know nothing about, and
which do not increase their comforts
in proportion to the increase of their
fears. They may lose it as suddenly
as they got it. Money is a good thing
to have if one knows how to spend it
like a prince instead of hoarding it
like a miser. In this, as in most other
things, the middle or conservative
course is best. 'But we all feel glad
when aged, deserving people come
suddenly into a tate cf affluence and
security.

No chain is stronger than the weak-
est link; no institution is better than
the institutor; no government can be
more honest than the men who com-
pose it; no church can be purer than
the people who constitute it. The wealt
link is a menace and a blight any-
where; and the weak link is to be dis-
covered everywhere. The will of the
few cannot overcome the lack of force
or foresight in the many.

make a fool of you. There are
patients in all the insane retreats in
the country who destroyed their ra-
tionality by sacrificing their self-contr-

to fears born of tho imagination
and magnified by tho mind. Do not
think of what may be and ,et nervous
about it think of what, is, and get
busy to make it right, if it is wrong.
Do not bear in mind things which bet-
ter be f oi gotten ; do not foresee re-
sults from the beginning which can
only be brought about by your own co-
operation. Work for good and the
overturning of evil effects.

"How nice 'twould b-- if knowledge
grew," writes a. rhynistcr, "on bushes
as the berries do " v'o doubt it. The
nice things of earth are not made
commoi. or easy of Na-
ture seems to say: "Tilings worth
I tying are worth striving for." There
is knowledge growing en bushes, but
it take.; patient toil to acquire it. It
is not lodged upon tliem like berries
to be gathered, 'but like the crystalline
character of the rocks, it has to bo
found out. Nature produces knowledge
in a million forms, and it lias to be
interpreted and tested and put into
words before it is ready for general
acquirement.

RUMANIA'S POSITION.
Rumania has played a waiting

game throughout the entire European
war. There hve bc-- influences
brought to bear to win It over to both
sides but without success and the
only thing that appears to have been
accomplished is the effort which has
been made to keep it neutral. That
has thus far succeeded and Rumania
has not become involved in the strug-
gle even though there has been rea-
sons why it was expected to and in-

dications that it would cast its lot
first with the one and then with the
other.

Rumania has apparently been wait-
ing to see where victory is going to
perch permanentls'. It wants to be
allied with the side which dictates
peace and the tide of battle has wa-
vered so that it has not been able
to satisfy itself as to whether the cen-
tral .powers or the allied nations are
going to be the victors in the end.
Consequently it ha3 stuck to the mid-
dle of the road and remained neutral.

That country nevertheless has am-
bitions. It would like a portion of
Austro-Hungar- y which is well popu-
lated now by Rumanians and in or-

der to maintain its neutrality and
prevent it from taking sides with the
allies Germany is now credited with
offering to satisfy Rumania's desire
in this respect if it will remain neu-
tral. That means that Austria would
have to make the sacrifice if the
promise is kept, but from the present
success of the Russians Germany and
Austria may have little to say about
the disposition cf Transylvania, re-
gardless of its promises and that is
a matter Which Rumania is doubtless
considering. It is a question at the
present time whether it can afford to
agree to remain neutral.

A SERIOUS CONFESSION.
That New York has as clever violators

of the law as there are authorities for
seeing that it is enforced is revealed
by the arrest of a middle aged man in
that city on the charge of white slav-
ers'. In connection with his arrest and
confession, it is brought to light that
he has been engaged in this business
for the past 27 years and has not
been taught the lesson which would
cause him to change his methods.

It is to the credit of the metropoli-
tan police that he has been run down
and that he has given information
which will lead to the arrest of a gang
of criminals who have been operating
with him, but from the very state-
ments of the man himself it is like-
wise discreditable that it was possible
to have established such a criminal
record. Apparently he has not suf-
fered from interruption in his ne-
farious business. He has no con-
science. His ambition was to get "easy
money" and this he had succeeded in
doing wi'hout giving the least con-
sideration to the effects it was hav-
ing upon the community or humanity.

That he was a part of a cleverly op-
erated vice ring seems probable.
That he was aided in his operations
through protection given by those who
were supposed to discourage and cor-
rect such evils is likely to be proved
