Norwich and Taftville People Thrown
from Seats When Air Line Express
Ran Into Open Switch.

Seven Norwich people and three
Taftville people, delegates to the Hi-

bernian convention in Middletow nthis
week, narrowly escaped serious if not
fatal injuries when the Air Line
train, Middletown to Willimantic, on
which they were returning home
Thursday night, ran into an open
switch a few miles out of Willimantic
and crashed into a freight car, wreck-
ing the engine.

Sarah Kelly, Mrs. Mary L. Sliney and
Miss Anna Sliney, while those from
Taftville were 'Mrs. William Malone,
Miss Kate Malone and Miss Anna
Loeffier.

When the crash came all were
thrown violently from their seats, land-
ing in a confused heap on the car
floor. The locomotive was quite badly
wrecked and the passengers had to
wait on the siding until another loco-
motive could be secured from Willi-
mantic to tow them into that city.
They arrived in Willimantic several
hours late and it was 11.15 before they
got to Norwich.

All of the Norwich and Taftville peo-
ple were more or less injured and re
quired medical attention. Miss Dunn
will be confined to the house for a
day or two at least, and so will Mrs.

COLCHESTER TW3NS HAVE
DREAD INFANTILE PARALYSIS

Four New Cases Reported In One
Family on Friday.

The continuing spread of infantile
paralysis in Colchester was indicated
in four vow cases reported on Friday
by Dr. Edward J. Howland, oil occur-
ring in one family, two of the cases
being serious and the other two mild-
er. These are the children of the
Brown family, on the West Road about
a mile from the village. A pair of
twins two months old have the dis-
ease, one of them Allan IT. Brown be-
ing a very sick child on Friday. Win-
ifred Bown. 3 years old was feverish
Friday night and Lawrence Brown,
two years old is also sick. They of
course have not been out of town and
the means by which they caught the
disease is by no means clear to the
doctors. Dr. John T. Black was in
Colchester Friday looking over the sit-
uation.

Thursday Dr. Howland was called
to Exeter, at the edge of the town of
Lebanon and he found a New York
girl, Viola Aaron, about three years
old coming down with infantile par-
alysis. Her parents, whose name is
Aaron, had brought her to the coun-
try about a month ago, they said.
Friday when Dr. Howland went back
to visit the child, he found that the
lieoide had taken a train and gone
back to New York with their sick
child. The Lebanon authorities were
notified of the breach of quarantine.

Norwich people are congratulating
themselves on the early and strict
quarantine which Health Officer Bro-ph- y

put into effect even when it
seemed somewhat too stringent, but
now it is seen to have been the best
kind of a preventive measure, for in
Colchester, New Haven. Bridgeport
and other places in the state the cases
that are developing now are not those
of New York people but of children
resident in these places who have been
infected bv the carriers from the ci
ties who were let in during the en fly
days before a. sufficiently rigid exclu-
sion was put into effect.

ZABRISKIE ON AUTOMOBILE
MARKET AT ST. THOMAS

Former Norwich Man Says There Are
Only Fifteen Miles of Improved
Road There.

Vice Consul Luther K. Zabrlskie at
St. Thomas, Danish AVest Indies, for-
merly of Norwich, writes interestingly
in the Commerce Rxports concerning
the market for automobiles in those
islands:

The recent introduction into St.
Thomas, Danish West Indies, of two
low-price- d American automobiles,
which are the first seen on the island,
except at two or three brief exhibi
tions in years past, appears to have
a roused interest in the project of ex-
tending and improving the roads here.
The total length of the St. Thomas
ro-td- does not exceed 15 miles, and
consequently any idea of adding to
the present small number of motor
cars is quite out of the question for
the time being. Both of the machines
mentioned are hired from time to time
by local residents or by tourists, and
one of them, owned by the St. Thomas
Ship Brokers' Association, is employ-
ed by its owners in connection with
large shipping interests.

Jn the neighboring island of St.
John there are hardly any good car-
riage roads. In St.. Croix, however,
the carriage and automobile roads are
said to to'al about one hundred miles
in length, and there are nineteen au-
tomobiles on that island. The first of
these .was imported four and one-ha- lf

years ago. One large motor truck in
St. Croix is employed in carting su-
gar from a sugar factory to the wharf
at Fredericksted.

The customs duty on automobiles
imported into St. Thomas is 6 per
cent, ad valorem, while the duty levied
in St. Croix on automobiles and their
accessories amounts to 12 1- -2 per cent,
ad valorem.
- The St. Croix roads are not espec-
ially good for automoblling, and the
machines usually desired are those of

me pmniers anu otners
uukiil uecome purcnasers can not

ue sij tea weanny, anu cheapness isanother important consideration.
There should be an opportunity in thenear future to increase the number of
automobiles in St. Croix to a limitedfigure, provided the present high .prices
paid for sugar continue until the en-
tire crop is sold.
