In consequence very few children are
on the streets of Westerlv. The order
of Dr. C. F. Congdon, health officer of
the town of Stonington. in this respect
is being strictly enforced in the village
of Pawcatuck. All children under 16
are now barred from entering or leav-
ing Pawcatuck. Dr. Congdon says
there was a case of infantile paralysis
in Stonington borough several weeks
figo, the victim being a Sheffield child
from Pawcatuck, who was visiting ;,
the borough. This case was given the
most careful attention and made as
good recovery ps possible. There has
been no spread of the disease from
that case. Dr. Congdon attributes this
to the strict way in which the people
of the borough complied with the or-
ders of the health officer.
