Votes to Dissolve Corporate Existence and Form New Organ-
ization With Chamber of Commerce—Recommendations
Were Submitted by Joint Committee at Meeting in
Buckingham Memorial Tuesday Night—Committee £:-
pointed to Draft New Charter, Constitution and By-Laws.

It was unanimously voted to dis=
solve the corporate body of the Nore
wich Board of Traf at a meeting
held in the Buckingham Memoriil on
Tuesday evening, ard to form a4 new
organjzation with the Chamber
Comimerce to be known as the Chamber
of Commerce of Norwich, Connecticut,

Tho meefing was called to order
shortly after & o'clock by the presi-
doent, F. J. K‘[ns Secretary Henry W.
Tibbits read the ecall of the mesting
and then Fresident Eing addrossed the
meeting, laying much stress upon the
nocomplishments of the civie body
since its organization and alsd of the
honorable record achieved. President
Hing said:

As president of the Board of Trade
