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TEUTONIC ALLIES IN ===
PURSUIT OF RUSSIANS

Germans and Austro-Hungarians Have Taken Of-
fensive Along the Stokhod River

HAVE CAPTURED 31 OFFICERS AND 2,509 MEN

In the Ludowa Region of the Carpathians the Russians Have
Gained Some New Positions—A Reverse for the Ru-
manians in Transylvania is Reported From Berlin, Sofia
and Vienna—Hard Fighting is in Progress in Macedonia,
With No Apparent Changes—In France and Belgium
There Has Been Violent Artillery Activity on the Somme
and Verdun Fronts and Around Dixmude—Word Comes
From Athens That the Austrians Are Preparing to Evac-

uate Triest.

Although there is a pause in the
viplent infantry fighting in the Somme
region of Franece, due fo the inclement

weather, heavy battles are in progzress
on the eustern front in Russia, Galleisn,
Transylvania end Rumania and on the
southern front in Macedonia.

Along the Stokhod river in Russia
the Germans and Austro-Hungarians
hove taken the offensive against the
Russian= and, according to Berlin, near
Zarocre have crossed the river in pur-
puit of their retreating foc and cap-
tured thirty-one officers and 2,511 men
and 17 machine guns. Hera four lines
of Russian trenches were penetrated
by the Teutonle allies, says Vienna.

In Gallela counter-attack by the
forces of the centrial powers along the
Namyuvka river, southeast of m-
berg, brought » further sueccess to theil
arms and resulted in the capture of
an additional 400 men. In the Luaowa
region of the Carpathians the Russians
have gained some new positlons mn the
fizhting among the snow-clad penks.

The, war chancelleries at Berlin, So-
fin and Vienna record victories ror tha
Teutonle allies over the Rumanlians
in Transyivania and Dobrudje. In
Houthern Transylvania, near Hatszef,
according to Berlin, the invading Ru-
menians have beon repulsed and ‘are
being pursucd by the A astro-Germans,
whila in Dwobridia the new line form-
ed by the Rususians south of the Con-

-

stanza rallway and running from the
Black sea to the Danube has been
penetrated at points and several vil-
lages captured.

In Macedonla hard fighting continues
at various polints, but with no impaor-
tant changes in positions reported.
Two counter-attacks by the Buligar-
inns against the Serbinns on the lsft
wing were unsuccessful, according to
Parie, while Sofia reports that attacks
by Ruesian, French nnd Serbian troops
on DBulgzarian positlons around Florina

| were repulsed, as likewise was an of-

fensive west of Lake Ostrova. Artl-
lery engagements for the most part
are going on along both 'the British
and French sectors of the front.

In France the Belgium there has
heen violent artillery activity on the
Somme and Verdun fronts and arcund
Dixmude. A loeal German attack on
British trenches east of Martinpuleh,
north of the Somme, wiis repulsed.
Berlin admits the relinquishment to
the entente forees of trenches east of
Ginchy and near Combles whieh had
been previously demolished by the en-
tente artillery.

The Infantry fghiing between the
Tialians and Austrians on the Carso
hizhlands has mnoticeably ' diminished,
although the artillery of bhoth sides
continues active. A report :

REFORM IN MEXICAN
BANKING SYSTEM

Outlined to American Members of the
Joint Commission,

New London, Conn., Sept. 19.—A plan
for a Mexican national banking sys-
tem to taks the place of the suspend-
ed natfonal bank ahd the Bank
London and Mexica, in Mexico, was
outlined to the American members of
the jolnt Mexican-American commis-
sion here today by Louls Cabrero
chairman of the Mexlcan members,

Mr, Cabrera explained that a mone-
tary commission has been created

which will have supervision of a chaln !

of government benks, and it is hoped
to obtain financial backing, chietfly
from Mexiean sources, to support the
scheme.

This explanation was given after the
American members had asked to be
enlightened on the order suspending
the two institutions. AUMr. Cabrern
fsald the two banksz had issued hani
notes far in excess of thelr metallic
reserve and recently had refused to
scll to the government exchange on
forelgn banks ar rates demanded by
the government. The institutions had
been ordered to show a metallle re-
serve equivalent to thelr issue of paper
money, he sald,

Mr. Cabrera added that
was largely retaliatory, ae the banks
of Mexico, chiefly the itwe in ques-
tlon, were responsible for the depre-
clation of Carranzn money.

Both the president and Mr. McCor-
mick expressed indignation over stor-
ies printed today to the effect that as
a result of uneasinesg over the repub-
lican campalign Mr, Wilson had chang-
ed his plans sand would stump the
country. Chairman McCormick dis-
cussed with the president many invi-
tations received from different parts
of the country urging Mr. Wilson to
malke speeches, but afterwards it was
said officially that the places and dates
had not been decided upon. It was
understocd that zome of thesa spaeches
will be in Ilinols, Indlana, Missourl
and New York.

When asked whether the prestdent
would go as far west as the Paclfic
coast, Mr. MeCormick repliea:

“Hardly that far.”

SANCTION DIRECTORS' ACTION

In Assenting to Receivership of the
Road—Meeting Held in Boston.

Boston, Sept. 19 —Ratification of the
action of the directors of the Boston
and Maine rallroad in sassenting to
receivership for the road was voted
at a special meeting of stockholders
today. The meeting had been called
at the request of minority interests,
counsel for whom objected to what
they termed “the unseemly haste with
which the directors hurtled the cor-
poration into receivership at the point
of its greatest prosperity,” ang who
stated that they “found the doors of
the courts closed agalnst it, at least
temporarily,” in efforts to intervene in

opposition to the appointment of a
receiver,
The vote of approval was over-

whelmingly in favor of the recolution
of ¢ndorsement introduced by R. “H.
Icng of Frumingham. Conrad W.
Crocker, coupsel for the Eoston and
Maine Minority Stockholders' Protec-
tive associniion, protested in vain that
proxies had been fraudulently tricked
by post-dating to effect an unbeatable
majorlty combination. while Aza P.
French, representing the Lawrence es-
tate of Medford, asserted that the 51
per cent. stochholdings owned by the
New York, New Haven and Hartford
rallroad were voted f{llegally by the
trustees who are acting under the ap-
pointment of the federal court.

Attorney French proposed a resolu-
tion calling for the appointment of a
commitiee to report two weelks honce
on various features of the receivership
proveedings and to delve inte the rea-
song "why the directors have made no
move toward settlement of the suit
involving claims of the Hampden rall-
road, which has tied up $4.000,000 of
Boston nnd Maine property tarough at-
tachments."

NAVAL CONSULTING BOARD
NOW A LEGALIZED BUREAU

Impressive Ceremonies in the Office of
Secretary Daniels,
Washington, Sept. 19.—The navy ci-
villan consulting board, composed of
twenty-four of the nation’s most emi-
nent scientists and engineers, took its
place today as a legalized bureau of
the navy department and the names
of its members, headed by Thomas A.
Edison as chairman, were placed on
the rolls under a recent act of con-
gress as “officers of the United States

government.”

The board’s inaugurat! in was at-
tended by impressive ¢ remonies in
the office of Secretary oOaniels. The
highest ranking officers of the depart-
ment welcomed their new comrades to
the naval service. Secretarv Danlels
declared that the occaslon signified a
great strengthening for the nation's
first line of defense and gave renewed
promise for the restoration of Ameri-
can prestige on the seas.

Immediately on taking the oath of
office, the board members effecied a
permanent official organization.

ONLY HOPE OF AVERTING SYMP-
ATHETIC STRIKE IN NEW YORK

PRESIDENT SHONTS FIRM

Declares That the 11,000 Employes
Who Remain at Work Threatened to
Strike if Strikers' Union is Recog-
nized—Walkout Set for Friday.

New York, Sept. 18.—After a eoiti-
zens' commlittee had falled to effect a
basis of setilement between the strik-
ing union carmen and their employers
here, it was announced tonight that
apparently the only hope of averting a
threatened sympathetic walkout of
700,004 workers, set for Friday, now
Hes In a finnl appeal to be made to
the labor leaders Thursday. The citl-
zens' committee probably will confer
tomorrow with Mayor Mitchel and
Oscar S. Straus, chairman of the pub-
He searvice commission, In an effort to
find some solution of the problem.

Citizens' Committee Visits Shonts.

Mr, Shonts tuld
the committee that even if he were
disposed to treat with the sirikers,
ha could not do so because the 11,000
loyal employea of his companies, who
mnke possible the continuation of
trafflc on the subways and elevated
ronds, had threatened to strike if the
Interborough recognized the strikers'
union.

RIOTING IN VARIOUS
PARTS OF MANHATTAN.

Mobs of Strikers Stormed Two Car
' ~Barns and Overpowered the Polica.

==
F"Now York, Sept. 19.—The most sori.
ous rioting since the transit strike in
this city bezan two weeks ago occur-
red tonight in various parts of Man-
hattan, when attempts were made to
run _ecars on  the Forty-second and
Fifthy-ninth street crossto +n surface
lines, Mobs of strikers and sympa-
thizers stormed two car barns, overs-
powering the pollee and putting to
flight all railway employves in the vi-
cinitles. Savera! motormen and con-
tuctors who had not joined the sirike
were beaten. Calls were sent to police
headquarters for reserves, but before
they arrived much gdamage had been
done, ; .

The police assert that the strikers
took advantage of the fact that many
policemen who had been detailed to
strike duty were relieved to go to the
polling booths In today's primary elec-
tion here. The strikers apparently
planned their attacks, [t was =aid, as
disorders occurred in many places at
t hesame time,

At Forty-zecond street and Broad-
way, one of the bhusiest spots in the
eity, a mreat crowd bombarded a ear
with stones they had gathered from a
subwa yexcavption. Passengers fled in
terror.

The police reported late tonight that
all surface ¢rrs had been ordered to
the barns for the rest of the nisght.

Numerous arresis were made and
many of the rioters were clubbed by
the pollce. Several passengers were
hurt by fiying missiles. Many women
fainted awwhen mobs of strikers boarded
cars and fought with the motormen
and conductors.

After the cars had been driven frrm
tha streets the strikers attacked ele-
vated trains, showering bottles and
hricks from housetops. Palicemen
then were stationed on roofs of houses
along elevated stractures.

174 GUARDSMEN QUIT

Only a fraction of the 45,000
enrolled progressives in the state went
to the polls and the averaze of their
votes was only about four to a dls-
triet,

Interest in Progressive Vote.

The progressive vote aroused more
interést among state and natlonal
Jeaders than any other feature of the
primary, for it was rezarded as giv-
Ing some lizht onn how Lbe strength of
the party would be divided in the nao-
tiona! election. A majority of the pro-
gressive leaders of the state zupported
Mr. Whitman's candidacy. The lead-
ers of the so-called insurgent wing of
the party who gave their aid to Judge
Seabury professed to be mors than
satisfied with the result.

McCombs leads Conway 2 to 1.

Willlam F. McCombs, former chair-
man of the democratic national com-
mittes, who was desizned for the sep-
atorial nomination by the unofficial
weinocratic state convention, was lemd-
ing his oepponent, Thomas F. Conway,
& former leu'snant-governor, by more
then 2 to 1 at midnleht.

State Senator Willlam Bennett, who
opposed Governor Whitman for the
rapublican nomination, had recelved
only 15,671 votes compared with 87.6%9%
for Whitman,
