To be Dedicated October 14—One of
the Greatest Irrigation Projects in
the World.

Lazs Cruces, N. M., Sept. 22.—The
crowning event of virtually twelve
years' construction of what is regard-
ed as one of the greatest irrigation
projects in the world will tike place
when President Wilson comes to New
Mexico to dedleate the grent Klephant
Butte dam, on the Rio Grande, north
of Rincon, on Oct. 14. The dedication
is to be cpincident with the holding of
the International Irrigation Congress
on October 14 to 19, the International
Farm Congress and the International
Soil Products Exposition, all at Ei FPa-
50, Texas,

The Elephant Butte Dam is the
largest and most important of the ir-
rigationn projects that the United
States has undertaken in efforts to re-
claim the desert Jlands of several
western states and make them produc-
tive. The work was begun in 1504
when the first borings for the founda-
tions of the monster dam wers made,
Acotual construction was commenced
in July, 1910, so that the dedication
by President Wilson will be the final
formal event of six years’ work on
the project.

Actuzal completion of the construc-
tion occurred on May 12, last, The
dam is the largzest piece of masonry
for the storpge of water in the world.
It contains 608,000 cublc yards of re-
enforced concrete. It is of the gravity
type, steaight in plan, 1,318.7 feet long
at the top which is 205 feet above the
origina] level of El Rio Grande. From
the deepest excavation the top ia 306
feer high. ©On the top there s an 15-
foot roadway. The cost of the struc-
ture alone was $5,000,000 with an ad-
ditional $5.000,000 for the many ca-
nals and other work necessary for the
distribution of the stored water. All
of this work is not yet completed.

The total capacity of the dam is 2,-
642 202 pere feet of water, or suffi-
cient to cover this number of acres
to the depth of one foot. Putting it in
another way, the reservolr behind the
dam when full, will contain 862,200,000
gallons, which, if spread out one foot
deep, would cover 4,285 siyunre miles,
an aren over twice that of the state of
Delaware.

The reservoir, pronounced the larg-
est artificlal body of water in the
world, and known as Lake B. M. Hall,
has a shore line of mora than 200
miles, and an average width of two
miles. Mexican towns and villages,
many of which have stood for a cen-
tury or more, already are submerged
or will be when the lake i= filled.
Owners of this property were compen-
sated by the government as were the
propristors of wvast stretches of graz-
ing land also submerged.

The spillway is of the combination
weair and tunnel type. The weir (s 273
feet long, divided inte fve sections,
with an elevation at the crest of 193
feet above the original river bed. There
are four tunnel outiets, 10 feet in dia-
meter, with a eapacity permitting the
safe discharge of 8,000 cubic feet of
water per second. The discharge is
controlled by 10-feet diameter cylinder
gates,

The dam Is a solid wall of masonry
and concrete with a width of 215 feet
at the base, tapering (o a thickness
of about twenty feet at the top. It
is bullt to withstand anything but the
most severe earthquake shock and is
said te be practically indestructable.

cated in Slerra county, will irrigate
320,000 aecres of land in  the Rio
Grande valley, In New Mexico, Texas

and the Mexlcan state of Chihuahua,
extending 130 miles below the dam.

Ey a treaty with Mexico the United
States agrees to deliver to Mexico 20,-
00n  feet of water annually without
cost. In return Mexico waives all
rights to the waters of the Rlo Grande
from the New Mexico-Chihuahua line
to Fort Quitman, Tex. approximately
75 miles.

When arrangements for the dam
were first made, farmers owning land
to be irrigated came to an a=sreement
to pay the government §$407 per acre
of land on which the water was used,
and it was estimated that this would
reimburse the government for the en-
tire cost of the project. Put the cost
greatly exceeded the original estimate,
ond it was finally determined that the
cost the farmers would be 365 an
acre. Protest against the Increase
followed with the result that Senator
Fall, of New Mexico, introduced a
b1l In the senate, limiting the cost of
the project to the farmer at $20 per
acre, the balance to be borne by the
genernl government.
