The fourth day of the trial of Engi-
neer Charles H Mansfield, on two
charges of manslaughter - in causing
the deaths of Mass Janet Clark and
Mrs. Olivia Martell, in connection with
the railroad wreck at Bradford, on
the night of April 17. last, brought, out
some important, and at times con-
flicting testimony; The case is' being
tried before Judge i Elmer Rathburi
and a jurj

When court - opened Wednesday
morning, . John E. "McClusky, who was
on the witness stand when adjourn-
ment was reached Tuesday, resumed
his testimony, on cross examination
by Attorney John J. Fitzgerald. Just
before coming into court he had not
talked with the prosecuting officers.
He had sixteen years' experience in
the block signal. The home signal
and distant signal cannot be changed,
without an unlock: from Westerly, The
rails are banded and cannot be un-
locked without release, by the plung-
er, but that is not the gTavity boxes,
which ha.ve nothing to do with the
plunger. The gravity boxes are an
extra precaution, and they are re-
leased when the train is in the block.
They have nothing to do with the
block system. Until the plunger at
Bradford is pushed in Wood River
Junction cannot give the unlock, anda live wire controls th plnnger. In
order to open the siding switch fol
633 train, all signals must be nor-
mal, and the switch could not be
worked otherwise. It would sunorise
him to know that the next morning
after the collision a freight train did
go on the siding, without the signals
being in the position as stated by
the witness. He was at Bradford that
morning in order to get the train at
Bradford for Xew London, where he
has been for two months, but his
home is in Bradford. He was there
when the jury took a view of the
scene. lie would be surprised to know
that, when the jury was present, afreight train was put on the siding
with the home and distant signals
set at clear, as it was a mechanically
impossibility. This could be doneprovided no train was between the
distant signal and the switch. Before
the locks on the switch can be work-
ed the signals must be at danger.

Then witness said to the attorney:
"Proceed with your cuestior.ing!" Mr:
Fitzgerald complimented him on themanagement of the trial. Before thedistant signal can be changed all othersignals must he at normal. AVith dis-
tant signal clear all others-.mus- t be
clear. In order to release the first
and second home sigrnals, the others
could be changed by unlock from
AVood iver Junction. After passing
the distant block, the towerman couldchange the signals, after first home
if! passfd. After unlock from Wood
iver Junction, . could operate theblocks and throw out the red cr green,
if no train was in the block. He knew
there were relay wires between the
distant and home. When anything
the matter with the signal the back-loc- i:

at the first home is used as an
additional precaution. In his testi-mony Tuesday, witness said the i ever
must be pushed three-qinrte- rs over,

release of the latch does not mak"
the contact, but he knew contac was
marie by the movement of the boardsignals. .

He could see the distant signal from
the tower, because he had good eyes,
but there was no indicator in the tow-
er for that signal. AU signals ex-
cept the distant, are worked mechan-
ically and electrically, but they must
work in unison. The signals proper
are worked directly by the use of the
lever in the: tower, by wire connec-
tion. The distant signal may be atdanger when the lever is at safety?
was the question of Mr. Fitzgerr.id,
and he witness said he could not say
on that poirt from experience. He
had seen such conditions exist. When
Mr. Fitzgerald asked' why the change
in answer, and the witness declared
tthe questions were 'not put intelli-
gently and the attorney said he bow-
ed to the superior intelligence of thewitness, who evidently considered
himself the most intelligent man in
the world.

Witness testified that when in thetower that night he did not look to
see the first home signal, but he could
see it if he looked for it. He saw thesignal last Wednesday night, but did
not see it on the night of the collis-
ion, that is the west-boun- d home sig-
nal. He had previously testified that
he saw train 25 come by the home,
and said that he did not see the sig-
nal. He first saw train 23 at thebridge which was about 1.000 feet
from the tower. The rear of 633 was
about 100 feet from the tower. When
he first saw 25 it was 1100 feet from
633 and was going at the rate of 50
miles an hour and he could not tell
how long it would take the train to
go ll'JO feet. AVhen he saw 2a. witness told Towerman McManus that 25
was on the board and then McManus
swung the red light. Witness told
McManus, after he swung the lan
tern, that if a steel car was on the end
or 633 that the engine of 25 would
buckle, and that there was danger to
remain in the tower. The crash didno; come at that time but came be
fore they could, get ' out .of the tower,

Mr. McClusky said he could have
seen the home signal when he went
into the tower, but not four minutes
later when 25 came along. After the
wreck he went to the rear of 25 train
and saw the light was burning at the
home signal, as . directed by the book
ot rules when an engineer runs by
signals. Nothing could be the matter
with signal and he saw the light from
the rear of the board. Bells at the
Bradford grade crossing: are set rlner
ing when train passes distant sig-
nal and heard the bells. The " train
should have stopped at the distantsignal and on the approach of the
train the bells are rung continuously,
and it could be told by the bells the
speed of the train. He took special
precaution as he : expected . train 25
to stop at home; and: did nothing un- -

The crossing bells were ringing all
the time while train 633 was stand-
ing at the tower, and also heard the
crossing bell which denoted the com-
ing of 633. He could have seen theheadlight of 25 when, train . came
around the curve beyond the distantsignal, but could not tell whether he
did see it there, but he did see the
train Jbetween the distant and the first
home signal. If he looked he could
have seen 25 rounding the curve, and
did not want to revise his testimony
that the train was going at 50 miles
an hour when he first saw the head-
light, and when reaching the home
signal.

Mr. McClusky testified that he knew
the emergency was applied when train
25 broke apart, but did not know it
until he came out of the towerbut
before that he saw the sparks fly on
the track and part of it standing in
front of the tower. With a train go-
ing fifty miles an hour, he saw the
train break in two, and after the train
had proceeded 500 feet. The witness
said the distant signal was ignored,
and for that reason he went out to
inspect, but did not go to the dis-
tant tower.

Just before the noon recess Tower-
man McCluskey testified that if the
caution signal was at clear it would
indicate, that an approaching train
had a clear way, and farther that a
train after passing the distant signal
at clear, could have the danger sig-
nal set against it, by the operation of
levers in the tower house. In (previ-
ous testimony this was said to be a
mechanical impossibility. Air. Mc-
Clusky, continuing his testimony,
stated that he had read the testimony
he gave before the coroner and made
changes before he affixed his signa-
ture to his type-writt- testimony. He
read this testimony three or four days
after he testified and affixed his sig-
nature to each page. Before the col-
lision he saw the train break in two
by application of emergency brakes
and flying sparks from the train
wheels. The application of brakes at
high speed caused the train to break,
but he did not know the effect at low
speed. The brakes were applied about
400 east of the tower. The wit-
ness stated that when he was before
the coroner he was in no condition to
eive testimony. :

Witness kept record of time given
for the unlock of the signal system,
and no unlock was given for train No.
25. The tower sheet showed that train
633 arrived at 7.24. Train 25 is not on
the sheet at all. He did not get an
unlock from AA'esterly for tram 63;S, but
the indications that there was an un-
lock from AVesterlv was evident before
he entered the tower. Witness gave
the unlock for the engine of 633, after
the wreck, from the adjoining siding,
and gave a clear for Westerly.

By Mr. Phillips: Witness said he did
not consider himself an expert on
brakes, and he could riot see the emer-
gency brakes applied, but judged that
they were from the sparks from the
wheels. It was noticed that Mr. Mc-Cl- u

sky's general tone and manner on
the stand was changed. The sparks
were flying from the engine wheels
and all along, the train, but he looked
particularly at- the engine. He could
not tell where the train broke apart,
but only where it stopped. Xo unlock
was received for train 633 until after
he left the tower and prior to his re-
turn to the tower and just before the
collision. The unlock to be effective
must be by the of all the
towers before a train can go from one
block into another.

Mr. McClusky testified that' he had
nothing to do with the electrical de-
partment of the railroad, but that his
business at that time was towerman.
Xo levers were locked in t'ae tower
after the wreck except the first home
and distant signals, and they were
sealed.

From the time 633 left Wood River
there was a clear unlock to Westerly.
He could have a train stand at the
home signal and does not extend 500
feet west from the second home signal,
he could let in another train in the
Bradford block on a clear signal at
Wood River. The block signal, the ad-
vance, must be at normal, and sc must
the distant, before an unlock could be
had from Westerly, and the other sig-
nals were not required. Train 25 after
tho accident was in the Westerly block
and witness permitted the locomotive
of 633 out from the siding on the mainline and with a clear signal for West-erly. There is a method of announce-
ment, one tower to the other, whentrain passes by the home at the ad-
vance block, but did not know what
the book says on that point, or can
wait until the train goes by the blocksignal, that depends upon the men. Itmeans pull the signals for a train is
in the block. The Gilt Edge is a fastthrough train, and locals are sided to
let it go by, but both trains are first
class.

It was 4.15 when McClusky left thestand.
Herman P. Haley, station agent atpresent, and on night of wreck wastram despatcher at New London. He

testified that a train sheet was kept
daily, and one in use on the night of
wreck was identified and . introduced.Train 623 arrived at Bradford at 7 anddeparted at 7.01. The record does not
show departure of 633, but arrived at
7.26, and record showed in wreck at
Bradford. Train 25 passed Wood Riverat 7.27 and arrived at Bradford at 7.32.
The train, sheet was marked for iden-
tification. He instructed Bradford that
633 go to station at Bradford, go on
Biding and transfer to 25, by reason ofengine not steaming. He also instruct-ed that 25 be stopped at Bradford topick up passengers. The messages forboth trains" were of equal importance,
and they were instructions, and not
orders. This movement would not comeunaer the head of train orders. The
instructions to both trains were undertne same heading and the rules require
that orders should be in writing and
delivered to parties interested, but therule is not applied in all emergency

ises. te received a tpsoTom fmm
the towerman asking for instructions,
and they were given. The written mes-sage intended for 25 was in the same
form as that sent to 633. He receivedthe arrival Of 25 at hnr
could not tell whether he received . thetime before or after the wreck, or
whether he recorded 1 later- - Ttvnrrtot wreck is made in office but doesnot give the time report of wreck was
received by the train despatcher.
