Average
assets of the two petitions amounted
to $2,494 and average Habilities $4,055
against average assels of §5,48%9 and
lHabllities of $7,975, for six petitions
for the lnst week of September, 1915,

Time to Harvest Them—Hints as to
Best Methods to Employ in S=cur-
ing the Crop.

This is the time of year when all
who have one or more apple trees In
their yard or en the faurm are won-
dering just when the apples should
be harvested. There je always & ques-
tiop ‘as to just when the apples should
be picked so that they will have the
largest size and the highest color and
guality and yet not run dapnger of be-
ing blown from the trees by seéverc
winds: The time of picking will vary
aceording to the soll, its mois:Ure con-
tent, the veriety of apple, the stock,
the exposure and the purpcse for
which the fruoit is =old, Experience s
necessary to determine tlhis point, but

there is less danger of picking too
early than too Ilnre. A fair test of
ripeness Is to lift the apple gently

and twist it slightly. It if parts read-
fly from the spur, the apple is rlpe
enough to plek. If the apples are to
be placed in ordinary stdarnge  they
should be picked early than if they
are to be put into cold storage.

In picking apples handle thermn as
carefully as cggs. Employ men who
can pick with two hands. Great care
should he exercised not to detach the
stems, because when a stem is pulled
out it breaks the skin; thiz allows
the bacteriz to enter the apple, result-
ing in rot and diseasse in an otherwise
sound apple. Many markets refuse
apnples with per cent of the stems
missing. BEqual care should be ex-
ercised In picking apples to leave ail
fruit spurs unbroken upon the limhbs
Fach broken spur means that several
apples are deducted from the next
three or four-years' crops, This is
an absclutely unnecessary loss, If due
care 1§ exercised. Men should never
be allowed to climb Into the treecs
while pleking, especially young trees,
because broken branches and bruised
limbs are bound to result from such a
procedure. Wounds and bruises upon
the limbs ceonstitute fdeal conditions
under which canker diseases start and
flourleh. Light, strong stepladders
abould be uged for low trees; for tall-
er trees, light polnted' laders, which
will fit into crotches in the limbs, are
better than straight or round laders.
Extenslon laders are hnecessary for
very tall trees.

There are many kinds of picking
bags, buckets, and baskets upon the
market. Most growe prefer the
oak, split, half-bushel basket which
has a'swinging bale, allowing the bas-

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ket to be lowered into tha barvel or
other receptacle and the contenis

potred out without any danger of
bruising the fruit. The baskers should
fira: be oiled, thus making them more
durnbie; they should then be padded
with canvas or burlap. Pleking re-
ceptacles that open from the bottom
are not entirely satisfactory at pres-
ent, and plcking bags tend to biulse
the apples more or less. Heavy wire
bent in the form of the letter 8, with
the upper part large enough to put
over limb2 and the lower part to fit
the handle of the basiket, are very
eseful, This will emable the plokers
Lo use both hands, Tt is guite es-
sential that practically all the pick-
ing be done by hand, as up to the
present time, the patent pickers have
not been so perfected as not to bruise
the frulf, or else they are deficlent in
other ways, Patent plekers may be
used for stray scattered apples.

CLEAN MILK.

The Use of the Small Mouthed Pail
important In Producing [t.

Thal milk I8 no place for dirt is a
foregone conslusion. It looks badly in
the milk, it makes the millk taste bad-
Iy, it Introduces bacteria of an unde-
sirable nature into the milk and hence
helps to make for milk of very poor
fuality that you and I do not desire
to drink.

Unless a cow's udder, flanks: and
abdamen are cleaned to such a dezvee
as is impractical under ordinary con-
ditions, there is always present a cer-
tain nmount of dirt and currie, some
of which fall into the milk pail during
the milking process. Obviously less
dirt will fall into milk drawn into a
amall mouthed paid than into a pail
entirely incovered. This certainly lis
reason enough to warrant the use of
the small mouthed pail.

To use a small mouthed milking pail
is to take advantage of one of the
most potent factors which help in pro-
ducing a high grads milk. The officlal
government score card which Is used
in rating dairies on.the basis of equip-
ment and mathods, allows o polnts out
of 40 which are allotted to equipment,
if the small mouthed pail !s used and
0 points if the ordinary wide mouthed
pail is used. At the Storrs Conpecti-
cut Experiment Station and at the
Geneva, New York Experiment Sta-

tion, it was found that the use of tha|

small mouthed pail resulted in = 50
to 70 per cent reduction in the num-
bers of bacteria present In the milk,
the more dirty the cows and stable the
greater the per cent reducuog.—.ﬂbl:g‘.

SEED AND SHOW CORN.

Time to Think About Secuping It and
How, To Do It
b

The time is ripe, If not the corn, for
thinking of seced for next vear. A
simple and eflective method is 10 go
through the field before it Ix dut and
Ppick off about twite s many ears
a3 you will need for seed. Take only
the hest ears and only afrom good
stniks where the etand Is normal. This
insures gomewhat better seed tHan
when taken from the erib. Also it is
passible to store this ed In a dry
plice where it will neither mold nor
freeze. Sometume during the winter
lay the corn out and go over It dis-
carding the poorer ears. That lIs the
time also for the germination test

For exhibltion purposes o¢ofn
be sclected from the JTarge lot  first
saved. Pick out the best fifty ears,
lay them on a bench or floor and be-
gin by disearding the poorest The
important polnts of the score card are
as Tullowe

Uniformity.—All ears
should be uniform
kernel and color.

Maturity-—Ears ehould be hard and
firm, the kernels free from blisters,
wrinkles or cracks.

Stratehitness of Rows.—Rows should
he stralghit and even from hutt to tip
wilh no spice berween the rows

Butts and Tips—Thess should be
smooth and rezular, and the abank of
stem small

Unfortunately, none of these points,
except maturity, have much to do with
ithe vielding capacity of the ¢orn. But
since these are :he aceepled show
points we must, for the present, con-
form to them.

When sending corn to a show wrap
each ear in paper and pack the box so
that they will not shake about. Ee
sure that your name and entry num-
her are both inside and outside the
box.—W. L. Slate, Jr. Agronomy De-
partment, Connecticut Agricultural
Collage.

FEED PULLETS FOR EGGS.

Corn and Wheat Expensive Now, but
Barley and Oats are Cheaper.

Afl pullets of the Leghorn broed
that sre filve monihs old or over
should be in the laying houses at this
geason and be in condltlon to produce
egpgs. The Rhode Island reds Wyan-
dottes or Plymouth Rocks which were
hatched in  March. or early Apri
should be receiving the same treat-
ment as laying hens in order that they
may be brought w0 laying as soon as
possible.

After birds have been placed In
canfinement their rations should he
changed from the wide ration which
has been Ted on the range to one con-
talning more animal protein which
will force production. This change,

however, should not be too rapid, be-
canse it 18 not at all difficult to bring
e ]

two T
“Cne of

ths in their production. ]
the most important feeds for

pullets that have been taken from the

range s a succulent green good., Many
poultry keepers are careless in this

regard, and because of lack of green
food or lack of time to procure it they

fall to provide their pullets wWith any

conslderable amount. If the:. pullets
hdave been accustomed to a large
amount of green food on the range
they will develop very slowly and lay
very few ezs unless it is continued
in large dquantities. Any form that is
palatable will glve good resulis.

The poultry keepers' problem this
year will be more serious than ever
because of the unusual hizgh prices of
both corn and wheat. When corn is
hizh it is wise to feed as much mash
a3 the hens will efand, becalse the
by-products of both corn and wheat
do not Increasce In cosr as rapidly as
the whole grains, A dry mush caon-
tainine considerable animal protein in
the form of meat scraps or other sim-
flar feeds can be fed In large quanti-
ties without danger of digestive trou=
ble. Tt will be a good plan this fall
to feed a marh containing not more
than 15 to & per cent meat scraps
and make the hens eat as much of it
as they eat of whole grains.

At vresent arices even corn is an
expensive fecd., Bartley and oals seem
to be the cheapest for the maount of
protein they contain, and a ration
consisting of four parts corn, one part
oats, one part barley and one-half
part of whea: should give gond resulis
and cost as 1Htle as any graln ra-
tion that can be obfained at the pres-
cnt time, Plenty of fresh water should
be supplied at this season, and it is
especially important that shells and
zrit be awvailible. A  zreat deal of
this material Is necessary, especially
their zrowth ns weall as to store up
mnterial for the construction of ege-
shells,

1t is not wise to feed & wet mash
nless absolitlely necessary. If. afrer
a few wecks the pullets refuse to eat
onough mash and apear to  stand
still in thelr development, it i3 safe
to feed shortly after noon a lght
ration of mash, slightly moistened. It
Is more palatable in this form and
the hens will eat just as much dry
mash in addition. Manv poultrymen
follow the practice of cooking oats 4
few hours until they are thoroughly
softened and then mixing them swith
a dry mash, making a very excellent
addition to the regular laying mash.

WYNDOTTES GOING STRONG
ON HOME STRETCH

They Had the Two Bast
Storrs Last Week.

The Wyandottes are ranning strong
in the home streteh of the laying com-
petition at Storrs; they =ot the two
best pens in the forty-eighth  week
ending Oet. I, and four pens out of thie
first live. J. E. Watson's White Wyn-
dottes from Marbledale, Conn., and
Dr. N, W. Sanborr’s Builfs from Hold-
en, Miss., tied for first place with 50
egEs ench.

_The Agricultural College pen  of
Darred Rocks from Corvallis,
were in second place for the week with
a score off 46 egzs, The two leading
pens, both White Wyandottes, ontered
by Ohed G. Knight of Bridzeton, R. L
and Tom Barron of Catforth, England
tind fur third place with 45 eggs each,
All the peng taken together laid a to-
tal of 2611 ezzs as comparcd with 2508
lor the corresponding werk last year.

There was a total of nineteen pens
including White and Barred Rocks,
Wkhite and Buff Wyandottes, Rhode
Ietand Reds, White Leghorns, and
Oregons that made a 60 per cent vield
or better for the week. There were on
the other hand fifteen pens that made
less than a 20 per cent wield which
mearns less than an ecg and a nalf
apigee for these 150 birds,

In the two preeceding competitlons
involving a total of 182 pens of ten
birds each tlere were seven pens that
lald 2000 ezs or better, The man-
dgamnent now predicts that there will
be at lenst seven 2,000 egg pens in the
present competition. Not only  this
buit these high producing pens will
represent more varieties than ever he-
fore. Two years ago aonly two breods,
namel; Wyandottes and Leghorns were
able to toue hthis hizh water mark.
Last year three breods got into the
2000 egz class, the two already men-
tioned and FRhode Island Reds. It
oW seems safe to say that at least
two other breeds, namely; PBarred
Ttocks aad Oregons will be added to
the list when the contest closes the
last of Ocuober.

MASH FOR LAYING HENS.

Hints for Poultrymen as to Aids for
Egg Production,

All poultry keepers recognize that
in order to g¢t good egg production
at any season of the wyear it is nec-
essary to supply a large percentage
of the hens rations in the form of an
casily digested poultry mash, which
may be fed either dry or wet. There
are a great many different combina-
tions of grains which go to make up
poultry mashes and hardly two poul-
iry men feed the same ration, but
there are certain fundamental prin-
elpals pertaining to the suceessful
combination of gralns that are trye
in any poultry mash such as a proper
amount of digestible protein and its
food content, the amount of ash and
mineral mafter which it contains and
the amount of erude fiber, It is also
important that the poultry mash
along with the grain raten which is
fed daily should make a nutritive ra-
tion of about one of proteln to 45
of carbohydrates, “

Because of the present high prices
of graing it is especially dsirable that
the hens eat a very large percentage
of mash because the by-products of
grains are much chegper than the
whole feed, For this reason the dry
mash must be so palatable that the
hens will relish it and eat large quan-
tities every day.

The basic ingredients of all poultry

eat : s, and as protein is the
most desirable Content ‘of the maah,
whent middlings and wheat bran are
used in very large iuantities, Wheat
middlings are most desirable because
they contain the most protein and in
the most digestible form, but wheat
bran is rich in mineral matter and
more palatable, so that also may be
made ap art of the ration. Either comn
meal er hominy may be used to the
amount of two-thirds of all the wheat
by-product. When prices are eqgual,
hominy is the cheapest and s the best
for mof corn by-product for the hens,
because It ls richiest in proteln, high-
est In quality and contains less wa-
ter, j

Onts are recognized as a good egg-
preducing grain, and 10 or 15 per
cent of ground oats in the ilry mash
maKes 1 very deosirable adition if
the oats ground are of high quallty.

Thera is sométimes a tendency on the
part of the feed man to grind up the
light oats and secll the heavy oats

whole. It is therefore wise for the
pouitry keeper to buy the whole oats
and have them ground.

Ingurder to provide an increased
amount of vegetable protein there are
several forms of grains whick are
used extensively by dalrymen that
can also be used with good resuls in
the poultry mash. Among these are
‘gluten fesd and gluten meal, brewer'a
grains, cottonseed meal and linseed
meal, Linseed and gluten are the mos:
desirable griins for the poultry mash
because they are the most palatable
and contain food clements that are
very helpful in egg prodoction. Mansg
poultry keepers feed 10 or 15 per cent
of zluten with good results. Five per
cent of linseed oil meal may be added
regularly or al Intervals during the
season because of its medicinal value
and its high protein’ content, Even
the highest protein grains would not
furnish a sufficient amount of that
element to make the mash fully et-,
ficient. It I1s therefore necessary o
feed some form of animal protein to
provide dbout 15 or 20 per cent by
weight of the total "mash. This may
be in the form: of meat seraps, fish
sernps, dried milk by-products or ani-
maie meils. The erude fibre and In-

digestible material which must  be
fed in all kinds of rations go n cer-
tdin extent stiould be kept at a min-

imum.

There will be 100 yard
dash, running and standing broad
Jump, and staff throw.

Ten minutes limit,
Thorough and correct treatment first
consideration. Clothing neced not he
removed. It Is assumed that tourni-
quet need not be applied unless men-
tion of cut artery s made.

Morse slgnalling—Reader, Serfler,
Receiver and Writer. Tlasgs to be at
least two feet square on poles at least
fiva feet long, Writer when finished
will raise hand holdlng message. Five
seconds added for each error, Time
taken as of perfect message. Speed
event.

Eemaphore signallilng—®ame as the
Morsa (smaller flags),

Stretcher Making—Two men and pa-
tient. Run thirty yards, make coat
stretcher, bring patient back. Scouts
must use thelr own coats. Coats en-
tirely buttoned except pockets and not
hooked, before and after event. Sleeves
must be inside of coat at finlsh, Speed
event, but stretcher must be proper-
1y made.

Pacing—One man. Start with both
heels on line. Twenty vards in twen-
ty paces. Start with left foot and end
with right foot, Scouts moving feet
%t finish or ending with wrong foot
will be disgualified. Accurncy event.

Staff throw—One man, Stafl to fall
front end downward and to he meas-
ured to this peinf. When It falls flat
or rear end downward the rear ead to
be marked. When staff revolves end
for end man Is disquallfied. Secouts
own staff to be used. A run may he
taken, but only one throw. Stepping
over the line will be penalized the dis-
tance of the step-over. Distance event.

Fire lighting race—One contestant,
the best man from each troop. Have
materinl on hand; build the conleal
form of fire, light it with at most two
matches, and keep going until Sames
are 8 inches high.

Patro] centipede race—Form single
flle, each scout clasping hands in front
of the scout ashead of him. Patrol
races in lock-step the required dis-.
tance. If a scout unclasps his hands
the patrol is disqualified. Speed event.
