Dr. Howuépﬂ Johnson of Stam-
ford dellghted his llsteners with a

Ftalk on The Christian Woman's Com-
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misston and Equipment. He said:

“No nation can arise above the level
of its womanhood. All history has
been a constant confirmation of this
fact. Some years ago Rudyard Kip-
ling was commenting on the Inferior
character of the people of the masses
of India and added, 'But I have seen
the mothers of these men and this
explains thelr condition.! I am asked
to speak upon the Christian woman's
commission and eguipment, TLet me
say without hesiiation that the com-
mission of a Christlan woman is ex-
actly that of Christian man. Her
point of contact may bas different, her
distinctive gualities and endowments
may give a different character to the
influence that she will exert: but the
same fundamentsl prineciples of al-
leglence to Jesus Christ and obedience
to His will must dominate her life
exactly as it mmust dominate the Hves
of men. The great commission Is
that the followers of Christ should be
his witnesses. We are t{o accomplish
this work by exerting s two Tfold in-
fluence, first the influence that radl-
ates from & consistent Christian life
and second by a faithful testimony
for the Master. Such Influence will be
exerted in a general way In activitles
that bear upon the development of the
various Interests In a Christian com-
munity and by personal contact with
individual souls,

Let me suggest then three essentlals
to a Christian woman's equipment
which may be mentioned among the
most important. First she must cul-
tivate the prayer life, This means to
take God into the account. Two great
cxperiences will mark the rtue Chris-
tian: TFirst, reanlizing od: second,
vitalizing men. We all récognize the
fact that In our limitations of power
wo betray our utter insufficiency for
the tasks that are imposed upon us.
Our dependence s upon our God
Sometimes this dependence is not suf-
ficlently emphasized. Consider one
fact in the realm of pur dally bread.
If sced time and harvest were to fall
once all around the globe, one half
the race would die befare another
harvest time could come. And if seed
time and harvest time should fall
twice in sueccession there would be no
man left alive to tell the tale. How
strikingly does this simple fact em-
nhasize our dependence upon God,
not simply in the things material but
even more so in spiritual things, for
in the realm of the spiritual we ab-
solutely discover our utter nothing-
nege anart from Him., The praved life
lives up inte His fellowship and draws
evermore from Him as a source of
our rescources, the power that en-
dables us to accomplish His work in
lhe spirit of the Master,

The second essential 15 the cultiva-
tion of the love of Christ in iis two-
fold direction, first In the loye for
Christ and then in the revelation of
the spirit of His love toward others.
Fivery Christian should have a two-
fold aspiration, first so te llve that all

those who know him or her best
would recognize something of the
irit of Christ awaiting to be devel-

oped in thelr Hves and to cultivate
th kind of relation to them as would
help Christ to have His full place in
their lives,

The third essential Is the spirit of
sarrificial aervice, This inevitably

comes from the spirit of love already
mentioned ITntil there is some act-
il plan of sacrifice, wservice never
reaches a point of very great effHcien-
oy, and it cannot have in it 1tihe
quality of the spirlt of the Master.
