through the campaign comparatively
free from serious injuries. The
youngsters are well coached by paid
instructors so that when they enter
college they have an excellent idea of
the intricacies of the game. It is
their ambition to ehine as varsity
men . and naturally a majority of
them are eager to become students at
the "big" institutions. As a result
some of the scholastic elevens com-
prise players of unusual quality who
are bound to become famous on col-
lege gridirons. Varsity coaches this
year say that the freshmen who have
just left the scholastic ranks possess
more than ordinary football ability,
which means that the big elevens will
have many valuable recruits next
year.

Hostility to the gridiron game has
been greatly diminished. Lrrute
strength, which was an .important
factor in former years, has given way
to speed and quick thinking. The
open game, produced largely by the
forward pas3, has become Immensely
popular. Punting and drop kicking
are features that are doubly import-
ant in obtaining results. When til 3

Intercollegiate football will involve
a greater number of players and will
draw larger crowds this fall than ever
before. The popularity ofl the grid-Iro- n

sport has been growing steadily
since the rule makers eliminated
brutality until the present interest
exceeds the fondest hopes of the men
who have helped to save the game,
It is estimated that more than 20,-0- 00

young men are members of col-
lege and scholastic elevens through-
out the United States. More than
B9 colleges and probably 1,000
schools are playing the game In cities
and towns from the Atlantic to the
Pacific. At least 3,000 games are
scheduled, including the battles be-
tween obscure teams and it is figured
that more than 5,000,000 persons will
attend as spectators.

Harvard, Yale, Princeton, Cornell,
Pennsylvania, and the universities in
Chicago and other Western cities will
enjoy enormous profits. Harvard,
for example, will take in nearly
$200,000 for tho games played in the
Cambridge Stadium. Harvard's strug-
gle with Cornell a week from Satur-
day will probably draw $60,000, while
$80,000 will be paid to see the Crim-
son's game with the Princeton Tigers.
Harvard's battle with Tale in the
Bowl on November 25, is expected to
attract 70,000 persons at $2 each,
this gate money to be equally divided.
Yale will play to at least $70,000 at
Princeton on November 18, while the
receipts at the Polo grounds in New
York, when the Army and Navy
clash there on November 25 will
reach $50,000, exclusive of 30,000
seats which will be distributed by the
rival academies.

Football in the schools has been
rapidly developed. The players are

BALL PLAYERS WILL
GET SALARY CUTS.

Club Owners Set on Reducing Salaries
Before Next Year.

No one likes to be under fire, but
some of the far-seei- baseball men
are frank enough to admit that the
criticism of cert7iin features cf the
recent world's championship games,
while rather severe, will help to bring
about some much needed baseball re-
forms.

For one thing, it is almost certain
now that there will be a general cut-
ting down of salaries this winter. The
mercenary spirit the players showed
in the world's series, when they made
thinly veiled charges that the na-
tional commission and the clu'b own-
ers were not giving them a square
deal on the ticket sale, served to
crystalize sentiment for a reduction all
along the line. It wili be a hard blow
for the athletes, but it was sure to
come.

As one club owner put it recently:
"The ball players are letting money
madness carry them away. Of course,
they are in the game for money, but
there was a time when they appeared
to make it a secondary consideration
arid showed some love for the sport
itself.

"But big purses and big money in
every department of the game have
tended to ruin the spirit of tho play-
ers, just as it has got the best of
some of the club owners. It has
simply got to be stopped."

Everyone wants to see the players
get their share. The players in the
world's series probably thought they
had a just complaint, but they chose
a bad time to make a complaint on
money matters, when every move of
the series was being closely watched.
Their charges left a bad odor to the
series.

But the incident merely served to
crystalize sentiment. The club own-
ers have been set on reducing eai-nrie- s.

They merely wanted an excuse,
and the world's series incident suf-
ficed to put the plan in motion.

As a matter of fact, baseball is in
a condition that frequently exists in
the stock market, its values are high-
ly inflated. Particularly the salary
lists are too big, for while one or two
clu!s in each league can m.'ike
money, the others must go on losing
from year to year. The magnates
must squeeze some of the water out
of their stocks, as it were.

FOOTBALL CHAMPIONSHIP

Fans Perplexed Over the Season's
Outlook.

Football fans are somewhat per-
plexed over the championship outlookjust now. The recent comeback to
earth of the University of Pennsyl-
vania, the slow start of Harvard, andthe wonderful consistency displayed
by both Yale and Princeton has made
some mighty interesting reading for
the dopesters who make it a point to
view their observations year in andyear out in the papers of the country.
Early predictions last year had Har
vard crowned with the championship
honors. It didn't take long to find
out that the Johnny Caiwbridge lads
were the class of the field, but this
season it's an entirely different mat-
ter. The Tigers, Bulldogs and Quak-
ers are all in the reckoning class and
will have to be contended with.

After a veil' discouraging start due
maybe to the absence of Coach Percy
Haughton, Harvard is now dispatch-
ing wrireless messages to its cohorts
of the great improvement shown in
the team lately. What looked like
somewhat of a hopeless task a few
weeks ago, looms up now like a real
fighting team. This is due co the
fact that in Haughton, the Cambridge
eleven has the game's greatest plug-ge- r,

the hardest coach in the universe,
to work under. There's no chance to
shirk, or loll around a field while
Haughton is on the job, and further-
more he has no favorites.

Haughton Working Hard.
Haughtonized Harvard expects big

things of the famous coach again this
year. Haughton knows this and is
working harder than he ever has since
assuming the responsibilities as foot-
ball coach. For the last few years
Haughton has ha& his Brickley and
Malum to build his team around. This
made his job a much easier one. This
season he is without either and it
means a lot of deep, study and careful
coaching. There's no doubt "but what
Harvard will continue as a high pow-
ered machine, but one thing is cer-
tain, the team has lost considerable
prestige among the followers of the
game this season.

Coach 'ISpeedy" Rush of Princeton
is just sawing wood these days. Ow-
ing to the fact that many of the mem-
bers of the Tiger eleven worked tinder
him last season, tho team is thorough-
ly acquainted with his style of play,
which means that his job of tuning
up tlxe Jungaleers for the. big cam-
paign for the championship which
starts Saturday in the game with
Dartmouth will be a much easier one
this season. Princeton has a wonder-
fully well balanced aggregation, and
will give both Yale and Harvard a
much closer rub for the honors than
it did last season.

Pennsy Fully Recovered
It is evident that the University of

Pennsylvania players have fully re-
covered from the eventful slump they
were in last season, when the team
went to (pieces completely long before
the season was over. The Quakers
have practically the same talent on
hand as it had last year, the only dif-
ference in the team's makeup being
that there is more friendliness be-
tween the players and coaches. The
Quakers also have Berry, the crack

athlete, who just returned
from the border afrer four months'
duty. Berry when handled properly
is a team in himself. He doesn't know
when he is licked, and will make his
presence felt with the PhiladelpbifiSis
this season. Judging from the easy
manner in which the Quaker team
cleaned up Penn State last week,
Pennsylvania is once more ready to
take its place among the big ones in
the football world.

Yale Returns to Its Own.
Yale has gone far beyond expecta-

tions in its game to date. Coming
back from such a discouraging year as
the Elis had last season is no easy
