USE OF THE TRAP NEST.

An Absolute Necessity for Accurate
. ; Breeding Work Takes an Hour a

Day.;' .

A great majority of the farmers and
commercial poultrymen do not use
trap nests m their poultry houses be-
cause they feed that the time re
quired to operate them is so great that
they cannot afford to use them. This
is undoubtedly true in the case of the
farmer during the spring and summer
months when he is planting his crops
and caring for them. It is also true
for the poultry keeper who hatches
and raises several hundred chickens
during1 the spring. It would . not bepractical for either of these people" to
take ' an hour or more each day to
handle the trap nests no matter how
much information they might gain as
to the individual performance of their
hens.

In order to do accurate breeding it
is absolutely necessary to have a com
plete yearly record of every hen that
comes into the breeding pen. It is
also necessary to know absolutely the
number of eggs produced by the moth
er and grandmother of the male birds
which are used in the breeding pens.
Obviously1 this kind of, breeding work
can only be carried on bv a few spe
cialists who can charge enough for
their breeding stock, eggs and day-ol- d

chicks; to pay for their time and
book work." ' It requires a considerable
amount of ability to carry out a series
of trap nest records on a long-tim- e

schedule which will 'work out satis
factorily by, increasing the laying
power of tne fowls, at the same time
maintaining their constitutional vigor.

There is a place for the trap nest on
every poultry plant and on every
rarm where hens are kept for a pro-
fit. They may be used during the
season of the year when there is a less
amount of necessary work to do. and
with specially good results during the
months of October, November, De-
cember, and January. The farmer has
one or two hours each day which he
could devote to his poultry during
tnese months, which would bring him
excellent . results. The commercial
poultry keeper should plan his year's
work so that ne can arange to trap- -
nest his entire flock of pullets during
tnese rour months--

Getting the actual performance of
every individual during its first four
months or laying and noting the time
tne following faill that these Individ
uals molt, gives a fairly accurate
recora or their laying power and en
ables any poultry keeper to pick out
from a flock of .500 the 100 or the
200 which are most desirable to keep
me secona year to breed from.

Unless the pullets are trap nested
when they first begin to lay there is
no means of the poultryman knowing
wnicn Diras win lay a rew weeks and
then stop for several months, and
which birds will lay spasmodically
tnrough the winter time. A poultry
man has to operate trap nests but a
rew weeks to learn some interesting
facts about his birds. There are al-
ways a certain percentage that start
to lay in the fall and continue through
tne winter, and there are always near-
ly as many in some flocks which be
gin to lay as soon, but at the end of
a given period have produced only
one-na- or or one-rour- th as many eres.
This is the strongest argument for
tne trap nest, and it would seem a
good business investment for all per
sons who are desirous of increasing
the production of their flocks to put
trap nests in tneir nouses ana use
them during the season when they can
nest afford the time.

There are several kinds of trap
nests which can be built cheaply and
ny; anyone wno is nanoy with tools.
Among the best known and most prac-
tical are those recommended by the
Connecticut, Massachusetts and New
York state agricultural colleges and
by the United States department of
agriculture. A bulletin can - be ob
tained from any of these sources
which .will describe them most minute-
ly and If desired the nests may be ob-
tained by contract.

hay, paper wrappers and sand have
been used. Shrinkage and decay
losses have been determined, and es-
timates made as to appearance and
flavor. Only the mill sawdust and
cork sawdust seem to posses value.
AH the media kept the apples cooler
than when no media were used; but
shrinkage, decay and flavor impair-
ment were more fatal than the ther
mometer. Mill sawdust from resinous
woods impart an undesirable flavor to
apples, but hardwood sawdust does
not injure their flavor.

"Four kinds of protective dips were
employed to determine-thei- r influence
on the preservation of apples, copper
sulphate," bordeaux mixture, lime-wat- er

and paraffin being used as im-
mersion fluids preliminary to storage.
Bordeaux was most effective in re-
tarding decay and preserving the
flavor. .

"Apples keep best by first immersing
them in bordeaux and then packing
them in hardwogd sawdust, yet ap-
ples that are merely dipped in bor-
deaux .keep nearly as long as those
treated, and subsequently packed in
sawdust, and their flavor is if any-
thing better. The structure of the
flesh and skin of an apple have much
to do with its keeping qualities. The
best keeping varieties have a firm
flesh, compact tissue and a thick and
highly Impervious skin."

WORK ON THE FARM.

Ways In Which Men and Horses Can
Be Kept Busy at Productive Work
In Slack Months.

In these days of scarce and high
priced labor inability to make every
man's time count for the most is
bringing failure to many farmers.
Efficient management of labor has al-
ways been an important factor in suc-
cessful farming. Now it has become
indispensable if profits are to be ex-
pected. ...

On our Connecticut dairy farms the
summer and early fall is a period of
almost continuous activity. There
are crops to plant and care for, hay-
ing to do. silos to fill, and on some
farms apples and other crops to har-
vest. ruring ihe late fall and winter
work is slack on many farms. The
ability of the farmer to plan his bus-
iness so that he will have productive
work for his men to do during the
slack period may mean success where
failure would otherwise result.

On forty-eig- ht farms in Meriden
Cheshire and "Wallingford, fourteen
farmers who planned their business so
that' each man did three hundred'days of productive work per year
made profits averaging $1,610 each,
while fourteen others who managed
themselves and their help so that
each man did less than two hundred
days productive work a. year made, an
average profit of $105 each.

There aro various ways in Which
horses and men can be kept busy at
productive work during these slack
months. As much of the plowing as
possible should be done at this time.
This may mean the saving of hiring
the next spring. It may de-
laying the whole of the' next year's
work. Apple trees may be pruned in
the fall, building repairs made, ma-
chinery overhauled and put in shaDe
for next year. Manure should be
hauled out and spread on the land in
the fall rather than be left till spring.

Those farmers who have raisedmoney crops which they can market
during- - the fail and winter are fortu-
nate indeed. There Is no better way
of keeping men and horses at produc-
tive work.

On ttvo' 'hundred and eighty-si- x

Connecticut farms studied in the year
J915i labor constituted 49 per cent or
almost one-ha- lf of all the expense on
the 'farms. "With competition with
other lines of business keen, and theprice of labor rising, to succeed the
farmer .must . plan the expenditure of
farm labor more carefully than ever.
