Former Resident, Charles Cleveland,
Recalled by Boston Paper—Rev.
George H. Ewing Gives Illlustrated
Address—Charles Vergason Injured.

A recent Boston paper describing
the 100th anniversary of the City Mis-
sionary society states that it was or-
ganized at the home of Charles
Cleveland an eminent banker, and edn-

tinues, “Mr. Cleveland was a noted
personality who left his home in Nor-
wich, Conn., at the age of thirteen,

rode on horsehack 6n a billlon be-
hind his uncle to Saleth; ahd became
deputy collector 6f that port. When
engaged in the brfokerage business in
Boston he published a2 #et of ex-
change tables, giving the exchange of
dollsrs and cénfs from one penny to
five thousand po#h@s. ‘These tables
are still in wuse, both in this country
and in Enpgland, and a copy 6f them
is preserved in the Britlsh Museufn.
One of his sisters’ was the mother of
Bishop Arthur Clcvehn%_l oxe, an-
other was the mother of ilam Earl
Dodge, the fioted philantfiropist -of
