before the Christian era probably. The
oldest manuscript music is a song in
one of Shakespeare's place. Much of
it being dance music it has in such
pieces no especial ending as it was
originally played on and on and only
stopped as people gave out. It often
had a certain note harped upon con-
tinuously in place of a keynote and
often contained a secondary melody,
thereby being much enriched and it
frequently repeated certain figures
again and again.

In modern music the major and
minor scales only aro used but an-
cient Irish folk music was written in
modes and played and sung in vali-
ent,, according a sit was given in one
country or apother and often varied ny
the singer's mood. There were vari-
ous scales; the penta tonic, dorian,
frigian, lydian, mixolydian and aeoli-a- n,

and these gave very different ef-

fects from our modern scales.'
The lecture vas very comprehensive

but so entertaining that one scarcely
realized it until afterwards.

The program ended with two very
characteristic Irish songs quite diff-
erent from each other: My Love's
An Arbutus and Off to Philadelphia,

Henry Johnson, Barg Hand, ia Now
Serving Sentence in County- - Jail.

Henry Johnson, employed on a barge
now tied up at the Marine Iron works
wharf in New London, appeared be-
fore Judge Colt in police court Wed
nesday morning charged with the theft
of a brass collar from the T. A. Scott
company. He pleaded guilty to the
charge and was sentenced to pay a fine
of $7 and costs and committed to the
county Jait for ten days.

Johnson told the court that he took
the metal because he wanted .to re-
cover the amount of damages incurred
by one of Scott's employes when he
knocked down the stovepipe attached
to the cooking range on the barge.

Accused said that a pound and a
half of pork chops, a quantity of grid-- ;
die cake flour and a pound of butter
were spoiled so that they could not be
eaten and that the damage to the
stovepipe .cost him 75 cents to repair.

He asked an official of the Scott
company to make good his loss, and
the latter assured him the matter
would be straightened out. When he
tired of waiting for an adjustment of
his claim, he tooK tne orass collar.

Johnson lives on the barge with his
wife, who is left in a pitiable state of
poverty. She is without friends or
relatives in New London. Probation
Officer Mansfield was Investigating her
case Wednesday and It is probable
that her meals during the incarceration
of her husband will be provided or her
railroad fare to Quincy, where her rel-
atives are located, be' paid.

ANOTHER EMBARGO PLACED
ON FREIGHT SHIPMENTS

Affects All Carloads Or j Less Than
Carloads Coming From the West.

The New Haven road has declared
a new embargo on freight to be receiv-
ed by i' effective at midnight tonight.
The embargo is set upon all carload
or less than carload lots coming from
the west with the exception of per- -
shable and live stock, freight for the

United States government, freight for
the railroad's own service, news and
book print paper and coal and fuel
oil. Another embargo on all less than
carload lots intended to be transferred
at Bridgeport, New Haven, Water-bur- y,

Plainville and Hartfd, except
the same things minus coal, and fuel
oil. An embargo is also placed on all
freight for export originating at sta-
tions on the New Haven or Central
New England consigned for move-
ment via the New England Steamship
o., except where specsned steamship
space has been contracted for.

There is a total of 49,068 cars on
the line, an increase of 2,77 cars
since Oct. 15. and notwithstanding
the excellent unloading and the cur-
rent daily movement of between
13.000 and 14,000 cars through the
different gateways and terminals, the
New Haven road has at the present
time 975 cars under demurrage, aver-
aging about rive days per car. is hold-
ing 558 cars of destination ready to
place when the unloading tracks are
relieved of cars ahead, is holding 1,915
car"? set at intermediate stations and
terminals and is confronted by an
accumulation on connecting lines of
2.921 cars. This represents a total of
6,269 standing cars, which are of no
DffnWt to shippers or consignees and
which deprive other industries of that
number of cars.

HENRY W. RANGER
DIES SUDDENLY

Noted Artist, With Summer Home at
Noank, Expires in New York Studio

Henry Ward Ranger, 58, dean of
American landscape painters, died sud-
denly in his studio at 27 West Sixty-seven- th

stdeet. New York, at 3:30
O'clock Tuesday afternoon.

Cardiac trouble was the cause of Mr.
Ranger's death. He returned to New
York from a sanitarium at Watkin's
Glen, N. Y., last Thursday, and was in
cheerful spirits up to early afternoon
as he was about to go for a walk. He
Tuesday, when he felt a slight nausea
lay down on his bed and in a few
moments was dead.

Mr. Ranger's pictures hang in many
of the public art galleries of the coun- -'
try .including the Metropolitan Art Mu-
seum and the Carnegie Institute in
Pittsburgh, as well in many private
galleries. His work was greatly ad-
mired by the late J. P. Morgan, who
had respect for Mr. Ranger's'
powers. as a judge of art.

Born in Syracuse. N. Y., Mr. Ranger
received his education in the public
schools of that city and in Syracuse
University. He was self-taug- ht in art.
He assimiliated various forms of land-
scape painting by travel and study in
France, England and Holland.

Mr. Ranger ;;ud a summer home in
Noank and tre shores and hills
of Connecticut were the subjects of
many of his paintings. While the critics
said that the first of the Ranger paint-
ing was untrue to nature, this criti-
cism was not often heard after his ma-
turity. His work was generally known
for portraying the force rather than
the delicacy of nature.
