Year Than Last.

Thursday afternoon that there are
now 5,384 children enrolled in the

public schools, oy compared with 6,-
225 enrolled last vear, Then state-
ment was made at the regular month-
Iy meeting of the bonrd, held in ita
rooms in the Municipal bullding.

A feature of the session was the
report of Supervisor of Kinder-
gartens Miss Gertrude Stadunuller.
Miss Stadtmuellgr reported that the
result of the work in this department
of the schools has been gratifyving
thus far. She iiberally ewremended
the teachers of Kindergartens in the
=chools in New London and praised
them for their carnest and faithful
efforts. Referring to the equipment
of the kindergarien grades In New
London, Miss Stadtmueller =aid it was
nverage to its variety and amount.

The supervigor went into detafll
and explained In an interesting man-
ner the methods which she is putting
Into effect with the children, and said
she iz trying by sympathy and con-
gtructive criticism to attain her ends
Miss Stadtmueller defined a kinder-
garden as a “place where young chil-
dren serlously begin the business of
living."”

After the supervigor’s report, Treas-
urer Carlos BEarry read his report of
the expenditues for the month of c-
tober.

The varlous supervisors then pre-
sented their bills. When the bill for
Enumerator Thomas E. Donochue came
up, Mr. Jennings stated that another
vear the board may have to engage
an assistant for the enumerator. He
sald that on order to properly gather
the statistics which are required by
law, Mr. Donohue often had to
the same family twice. He said that
on 15 different occasions Mr. Donohus
had to visit a famlily three times.
More trouble was experienced this
vear than ever before, and it is quite
likely, Mr. Jannings thought, an as-
sistant will be required next year to
properly gether the census of children
of school age.

Superintendent of Schools Jennings
