AMERICANS ON COLUMBIAN
HAVE ARRIVED AT CAMURINAS

Brought There on Sailing Vessels With
Men Rescued From Other Ships.

Parles, Nov, 13, 5:30 p. m.—A wire-
less despatch from Madrid says that
106 persons from the American steam-
ship Columbian, which was reported to
have boen torpedoed on November 8,
arrived vesterday on salling vessels at
the smuall port of Camurinas, Twenty-
five men from the Norweglan steam-
ghip Balte and 25 from the Norwogian
steamship Fordalen, also were taken to
Camurinas on the salling boats, of
which there were four.
