" DURING YEAR 1918,

Two-thirds Traceable to Heart ‘Disease,
Tuberculosis and Pneumonia,

the “registration area,” which contain-
ed approximately 67 per ceni of the
population of the entire United States,

‘|were due to three ceuses—ineart dis-

ease, tuberculosis and pneumonia--and
nearly two-thirds were charged to 12
causes—the three just named, together
with Brights' and nephritis.
cancer, apoplexy, diarrhea and enter-
itis, art eﬂai diseasus, dlabetes, influ-
enza, diphtheria nad typhoid fever.

The deaths from hear: diseases (or-
ganic diseases of the heart and endo-
carditis) In the registration area in
1915 numbered 105,200, or 156.2 per
100,000 population. The death rate
from this cavse shows a marked in-
crease as compared with 1900, when {t
was only 123.1 per 100,000. The in-
creagse has not heen continuous, the
rate having fluctuated frofi year to
year,

Tuberculosis in its wvarious forms
ecleaimed 98,194 victims In 1915, of whom
§5,993 died from tuberculosls of the
lungs. The progress made in the pre-
vention of this drcaded malady during
recent years hag becn most gratifying.

Prneumonla (including broacho-pneu-
monia) was responsible for 39,326
déaths in the registration area In 1915,
or 132.7 per 100,000. This rate, al-
though lower than for most of the
years from 1900 to 1811, inclusive, is
higher than for 1912, 1913 and 1914.

The only remaining death rate high-
er than 100 per 100,000 in 1915 was that
for Bright's disease and acute ne-
phritis, 104.7. The total number of
deaths due to these maladies in 1315,
was 70,500; of this number, 64,4580 were
caused by PBright's disesse and 6,020
by acute nephritis,

Next In order of deadliness come
cancer and other malignant tumors,
which caused 54,684 deaths in 1915, Of
these, 21,221, or naarly 39 per cent. re-
sulted frotn cancers of the stomach
and llver. The death rate from can-
cer has risen from 63 per 109,000 in
1800 to 81.1 in 1915. The increase has
heen almost continuous, thera having
been but two years, 1904 and 1811,
which showed a decline as compared

with the years Immediately preced-
ing.
Apoplexy was the cause of 53.397

deaths, of 79%.3 per 100,000. The rate
from this disease has increased grad-
ually, with ocecasional slight Adeclines,
gince 1900, when Tt stood at 67.5.

The number of suicldes reported for
1915 was 11,216, or 18.7 per 100,000
population. The suleide rate has not
varted very greatly during the past
10 years.

The census fizures birin gout the as-
tonishing fact that durinz the year
1815 firearms caveed Tmmore deaths
than railroad accidents, more than five
times as many as street car accidents,
nearly as many 2s raflroad and street
car accidents combined, and more than
twice as many as automaobile acci-
dents, The total number onf deaths
due to the use of firearms in the reg-
istration aren in 1810 was 7,094, cor-
responding to a rate of 11.9 per 109,.-
000, Of these deaths 3,693 were sui-
cides, 2,8%: were homicldes, and 1,501
were accidental,

Servants Indicates Simplicty in Liv-
ing.

Berlin. Nov. 13—The demand for
female labor is constantly on the in-
crense, according to reports from the
ageneies that supply nesp. This in-
creasged demand is nocompanied by in.
creased demands for pay on the ga.rt
of the women, so that many of t
now insist on at least 50 pfennings
an hour (some'siing under ten cents,
according to present rates of ex-
change.)

The greatest demand for unskilled
female labor has come from the leath-
er and metal trades that already em-
ploy thousands if not hundreds of
thousands of men whose presence In
the army is more and more desired.
