700 yards away. The port for several
minutes resambled a burning volcano
and pleces of glowing iron fell. All
the port establishments were endan-
gered (deleted Dby Russlan censor).

TO MAKE GIGANTIC
LOAN WITHOUT INTEREST

To Place Jews of Europe Beyond Suf-
fering After War is Over.

New York, Nov. 17.—Plans to pro-
vide a glgantic loan described as “one
of the largest in the history of the
world, without interest” to piace Jews
in Hurope definitely boyond the reach
of suffering after the war were an-
nounced here tonight by Dr. Judah L.
Magnes, who returned recently from a
tour of investigation abroad as the of-
ficial representative of the folntdis-
tribution commitiee of funds for Jew-
ish war sufferers.

The proposal already has the en-
dorsement of the most prominent Jews
in New York ecity, Dr. Magnes stated.
Ho wthe loan is to be obtained will be
left to the judgment of thoss who dlll
undertake to raise the money. It was
explained that the proposed luan is
distinct from the fund of $10.060,000
now being raised for Immediate succor
of starving Jews in Europe. Further
details of the plan will be revealed by
Dr. Magnes at & mass meeting her
on Decemebr 21 which wil be attend-
ed by representative men from all
parts of the country.

SELF-GOVERNMENT IS
GIVEN POLISH JEWS

Order lssued by Governor-General of
Russian Poland.

Berlin, Nov. 17.—(By Wireless to
Sayville). General Von Benseler, gov-
ernor-general of Russian Poland, has
issued an order at Warsaw in regard
to the organization of a Jewish relig-
ious body in Poland, by which self-
government is given to the Peolish
Jews.

“Under Russian rule the Jews in
Poland, as in all Russia, lived almost
without n meligious organization,”
says the Overseas Newe Agency in de-
scribing the new order. “The hostil-
ity of the Russlang against the Jews
found expression in well known laws
and in uninterrupted persecutions and
oppression of the Jewish community,
as well as in the fact that a religious
body to which 14 per cent. of the pop-
ulation of Poland belongs, was de-
prived of ali uniform organization.
Only the formation of organizations
of isolated parishes was allowed and
the union of parishesr ints a larger
organization was forbidden.

“By the present order of the gov-
ernor-general the members of the
Jewish church are re-organized as a
religious body aeccording to public
right. Local Jewish eommunities {n
the counties, according to the new
order, are united to county organiza-
tions. The heads of these county or-
ganizations are administrative coun-
cils which are made up from the
boards of the smaller communities
and selected according to the prinei-
ples of proportional representation.

“The administrative councll will be
composed of eleven membears, of whom
three must be rabbls. At the head
of the Jewish religious body will be
a supreme .Jewish council, provision-
ally ecomposed accarding to propor-
tional representation. The supreme
councll, aeccording to the order, has
21 members, of whom fourteen must
be laymen and seven rabbis™
