The State Civil Service Commission

will hold competitive tests at tho state
capitol, Hartford, Conn., Friday, Dee.
IS, 1618, beginning at 1 o'clock, to es-
tablish eligible lists of male and fe-
male stenographer clerks for state civil
service.

Candidates should bo at" least IS
years of age, with at least twoyeara
in high school, or equivalent education
and some actual working experience
in shorthand and tyipewrltlng.

Eligible lists are maintained in
three grades: A, those who take dic-
tation satisfactorily at 140 words per
minute; B, 116 words; C, 30 words.
Certification for positions paying over
$75 per month will be made from
Grade A: $53 to $7B, Grade B; $58 or
less. Grade C, highest eligibles In low-
er grades may be certified for. higher
grade positions if there are no higher
grade candidates available for such
places. There are frequent calls for
Grade C eligibles who .are looking for
advancement, and for Grade B can-
didates.
