The mois-
ture which remains on the ball after
it Is hit from the bat often cuuscs the
flelders to throw it wildly, and more
than one manager is in favor of ahol-

Ishing the wel toss. The use of slip-
pery «2im and licorice mnkesz it even
more dangerous for the (flelders to

handle. Rosin {5 apother substance
generally used by pitchers which may
also be prohibited. There is a strong
tendency among the rule makers to
put a stop to all sharp practices in
pitehing and make the pitchers work
solely on their own merits.

The molst ball hns caused Innumer-
able freak throws by flelders, Tn a
game at the Polo Grounds last sprine
between the Glants and Brooklyns,
Brookiyn had the tieing run on third
base in the ninth inning The next
batter hit to Fletcher, who drew his
arm back to make a throw. The wet
ball slipped from the fielder's fingers
and dropped at his feet and the run-
ner scored, Brooklyn afterw win-
ning the game.

The Pass Puts More Respeonsibility
on Center—Cause of Bad Fumbles

Coaches throughont the east seom
to be coming gradually to a belief
that the usa of the direct pass in cer-
hases of play is a danzerous
method of attack, dangerous to the
attacking team.

‘When the rule was introduced which
permitted the use of the direct pass
coaches were qguick to develop play
with the guarter free from handling
the ball, and a great variety of mdves
were manufactured. A few were
sound. Many were radically wrong,
and the teams using them suffered.

Each year some of these plays have

been dropped and others, with the
quartsr handling the ball, substituted.
The pass naturally adds s

to the attack at its start, but it opens
the way for bad fumbles and puts too
much responsibility upon the centre,
Those direct passes which carry no
risk are ones well protected from
fumbles.
