Supplies for the prison are noft pur-
chased at any stated intbrvals, except
that coal, when it t8 needed, is adver-
tized fur. wholesalars bemg asked to
give prices. When an opportunity to
secure a large quantity of any product
at cheap or exceptionally reasonable
rates presents itself. advantage is at
once taken of the siwpation and sup-
plles are secured to he put in cold
storage at the prisorn. Flour, which
was formerly bought for $4 or a little
more a barsel this year cost over §8.
Coal has nearly doubled, and potatoes
have skyrocketed.

The prisoners are still allowed their
tobacco, too, though the directcrs of
the Connecticut reformatory at Ches-
hirea have put the ban on the use of
tobacco by the prisoncrs in that insti-
tutlon. Whilae this action of the Chis-
hire directors was not prompted hy
any increase In the cost of tobaceo,
but purely because the physical wel-
fare .of- the prisone-s was suffering
from smoking an chewing, It is
doubtful if the state prison inmates
will lose their one luxury in the im-
mediate future.
