TWO MINERS KILLED
BY GAS EXPLOSION

In the Olphant-Johnso- n Mine Near
Bruceville, Ind.

Bruceville, Ind., Dec. 19. Two miner?
are dead and fifteen injured as the re-

sult of a gas explosion in the Oliphant-Johnso- n
mine near here today. One

hundred and fifty men were entombed
by the-blast- but first aid crews from
nearby mines gave early assistance
and the workings were cleared in
about four hours.

William Bailey and Thomas Patter-Bo- n,

both of Bruceville, were so badly
injured that they died a short time af-
ter being brought to the surface. Pul-moto- rs

revived more than fifty who
had been overcome by gas. The fifteen
Injured are expected to recover. State

An Interview With Capt. John Hay
Beith of the Argyll and Sutherland

.Highlanders.
(Special to The Bulletin.)

Washington, D. C, Dec. 19. On the
occasion of his recent visit to wasn
ingtoii, where he spoke before the Na
tional Geographic Society on the "Hu
maji Side, of Trench Warfare," Cap
tain John Hay Beith, of the Argyll
and Sutherland Highlanders and
widely known in the United States as
Ian Iiay, author of "The First Hundred
Thousand," in answer to numerous
questions, threw interesting sidelights
on phases of the .European war which
are not touched upon, customarily, in
the despatches from the front. The
Geographic Society has issued in the
form of the following war geography
bulletin the substance of an interview
with Sapt. Beith:

"The widely heralded British tanks'
have served their purpose, and I doubt
very much whether they will play any-furth-

important role In the war,"
declares Capt. Beith, who was one of
the machine gun officers having charge
of the training of the gun crews for
the "tanks."

"The 'tanks' are a weap-
on of surprise They made their ad-
vent on the firing line at the supreme
psychological moment. Our troops
had virtually reached an impasse in
the Thiepvai Woods, which the Ger-
mans had fortified 'and refortified un-
til it seemed humanly impossible to
make any further headway. Then
came the 'tanks', secretly made, piece
by piece, all over England and shipped
to a point of assembly, on tho Somme
front. Not even the men whom I was
training as a gun crew for one of these
ponderous but astonishingly flexible
death dealers knew the kind of a
juggernaut in which they were to op-
erate until they were ready for the
terror-spreadi- assault. The sur-
prise to the Germans was complete
and Thiepvai was ours. But now that
the limitations of the 'tank' are known
to the enemy its usefulness is no
longer excepticnal.

"While ' there must still be a vast
amount of important fighting on the
West Front, it is the general belief of
many of our officers that the war will
be won from the southeast. Firm in
this belief, the British, French, and
Italians are making phenomenal pre-
parations at Saloniifi and in the sprine.
the world will be amazed by the gi-
gantic stroke which will be delivered
from this quarter. Of course, if Ru-
mania's situation were to Income gen-
uinely critical the AlMes' push through
the Balkans would be hastened, for
everything possible will be done to
preserve the national integrity of our
latest ally.

"It is interesting to note that while
our 'tanks' spread terror among sea-
soned soldiers, the. "iipps', upon which
the Germans, so confidently relied as
a means of overwhelming: England's
civilian population with uncontrollable
fear, have proved to be i complete
failure, except that their comparative-
ly inconsequential lvitln have reacted
a"nnst tho would-l;- e terrorists and
hava been trie most effective recruiting
ag?nts that the Kngiih army has had.
Indeed, it would have boon a profitable
venture if Unjrlanrt had constructed a
'Zep' and sevt it, .lying enemy colors,
on a tou: of our islands, for wherever
tho .'.irslups have appeared, dropping
their comparatively ineffective b;;n:iis,
thee has Mlow.Yi a remarkable in-

flux cf raw rm ferial from which firrht- -
int? men could bo male to avenge
thea-- i raiJs upon r helpless civilian
clas-e- s.

Day-
break found fully inn.OOO'of these cur-
ious ones lost in the byways and
hedges on the outskirts of the city,
and only a small percentage of the
number ever reached the wreckage 12
miles distant, in an open field.

"Very exaggerated reports of theprotest against according the mem-
bers of the Zeppelin's crew a military
burial reached America. I believe
there was a single instance of a wo-
man, distrait over the loss of a rela-
tive, who hurled a stone or a potato
at the funeral cortege, but no other
untoward incident Occurred while the
Germans wore being interred near
the spot where their airship fell. The
bodies were all carried to their graves
by members of the British Royal Fly-
ing Corps.

"To the British subject one of the
most notable achievements of this war
has been the fact that England, nobly
aided by her colonies, has succeededduring the short space of two years
in laising her effective fighting
strength from a pitiful 130,000 (the
size of the British regular army at
the beginning of the struggle in Au-
gust, 1914) to 4,000,000 men. Earl
Kitchener declared at the beginning
of hostilities that he could not tell
how long the war would last but thathe did know England would reach ef-
ficiency in three years. The war
lord's hopes were anticipated by a fullyear in July, 1916. we were ready to
fight, and actually began to fight withour fully developed army of national-manhoo- d-

strength.
"And not only has Great Britain

trained and fully equipped 4,000,000
men, but she has undertaken the taskof supplying all her allies, except
France, with the munitions whichthey so sorely needed at tho begin-
ning of the struggle.

France has mobilized her own re-
sources so admirably that she Is able
to handle her munitions promblems
unassisted. One o the great prob-
lems of supplying Russia has been toget the material to the Czar's men
after it is manufactured. Much of it.
of course, has been sent through
Archangel, which Is now connected by
a double-trac- k railway with Petro-gra- d.
