AVIATORS OF WARRING
NATIONS HAVE BUSY DAY.

Present a Spectacie That Cannot Be
Imagined,

With the British Armies in France,
Dec. 24, via London—(From a Stadl
Correspondent of The  Associated
Press).—A day of sunshine—a rarity in
December on the British front—recent-

Out of the distance there came early
in the day a series of black specks
which gradually grew until they Ptguk
he form of German aeroplanes. m
points of telescopic observation their
approach had been signalled long Le-
fore even the first tiny dots were
visible to the naked eye. British guns
were ready and British aeropianes
were already climbing above the rulns
of the shell-torn Flemish town to
challenge the invaders.

While the German machines wera
still over their own lines, the British
anti-aircraft cannon, known as
“Archies,"” began to speak, There was
a sharp, angry crack A moment later
a shrapnel shell burst into & white
pufiball just in the path of the on-
coming alrplanes. At first the white
fleck of powder smoke seemed no
larger than a pinhead, but it soon
spread until it appeared as an exag-
gerated toy balloon and floated as 'azi-
ly against the sky. Then there was
another puff, and then another, until
it seemed that half a hundred
“Archies"” must be going, and t;lﬁ sky
became a fretwork of white olke-
ballsc, each '‘one marking a spot
where g breaking shell had showered
its leaden bullets upon the fast travel.
ing

Plunging in and out among the ex-
ploding shrapnel, the approaching air-
planes left a trail of these flecks and
powder puffs in thelr wake. Up and
up: through the danger zone of their
own guns, tHe Eritish aviators climp-
er ecgerly to the flight. The distant
hum of the hostile motors could now
be heard, mingled with the louder,
bee-liffe drone of the English ma-
chine. and between the scarcely per-
ceptible intervals of the “Archies”
fire ,came the staccato notes of the
machine guns, The British airmen had
opened fire before reaching the level
of their adversarien

Now the British machines began to
close in from varlous directions and
the invaders turned suddenly sand
started for their own lines. ‘Thair
somewhat precipitate retreat was
marked by the same trail ofs shelliire

as had heen their approach. The
British aviators pursued, but having
in this the distinct advaniage

of height and a diving start for home,
the Germans temporarily got away.
This was the first phase of the day's
battles in the air—a prelude to ttu
later fighting, when two German ma.
crashing to earth in tpln-

The latter-day machines have suca
wonderful stability that they can only
be brought down by direct higs, Kill-
ing the pilot or piercing the petrol
tank, In which Iatter event the air-
plane generally catches fire and fails
in a blazing spiral. “Archie"” shells
often blow alirplanes out of the line by
making punctures in their wings, but
the machines thus damoaged genera.'l}‘
are brought safely hompg.

When the history of ®viation in .he
present war s written It will contain
some of the most thrilling chapters of
the strange world conflict. The Brit-
ish fiving corps, which grew from al-
most nothing at the beginning of the
war, has already established records
of daring and attainment which even
in the colorless official reports of the
corps read like fictign. Recently thore
have been fights on the Dritish front
in which from 0 to 80 machines were
engaged. Buch battles begin with in-
dividusl fights and gradually develap
into what the aviators term a “ged-
eral melee,” ag reinforcements arrive
frem both sides.

There have been as high as 96 sep-
arate and distinct fights in a single
day on this front alone. Near the
point where the British and Mrench
lines Jjoin there have been fights in
which the French have come to the
aassistnnce of the English and the Eng-
lish have gone to the assiztance of
the French teo help defeat the Qer-
mans. There have been numerous efn-
gagements in which British aviators
have clogsed within 20 yards of their
adversary, firing point blank into nim.
There have been both English and
French Instances of aviators, as a
last resort, delliberately crashing into
a German and sending him down. Af-
ter one instance of that sort a British
aviator brought his machine down
with only one wing. He could only
effect a landing with his engine going
and had deliberately to colllde with a
tree, seriously injuring himself.

There was one memorable occasion
when three British machines dellber-
ately dived Into a formation of 17
German machines, destroying two of
the hostile planes and themselves ea-
eaping unhurt. Anotther time {wo
British aviators attacked 11 Germans
and once a second lleutenant of the
British corps attacked five hostile ma-
chines. He in turn was attacked from
behind but turned and got in the rear
of the hostile craft and, keeping “on
ite tall" drove it down.

The British aviators take great sat-
Isfaction at the result of a recant
fight when they attacked a Germaon
bombing sauadron which was trying
to cross the PEritish lines. In ‘he
heat of the aerial combat the Germans
let go bombs which fell into their own
