GERMAN IMPRESSION
; . oF entenTe® ResLy

Dr. Hammann Says the Reply Was
lssued From a Jud.go's Chair.

Berlin, Jan. 2. —(By Wireless to
Sayville). The German impression of
[the entente’s reply to the peace pro-
posais of the ceatral powers was re-
flected today In a statement made to
the semi-officinl Overseas News ugen-
€y by Dr. Hammann, who until the
turn of the year wags direstor of the
intelligence department of the foreizn
office. Thiz comment was not bas-d
on the official text of the sentsnta's
note, a8 thus far only the version sop-
plied By the Havas News Agzency from
Paris has been reccived hers,

Dr. Hammann, who colleiorated in
the Important work of the forsizn of-
fice last month, sald that considern-
tlon by Germany and her allles of a
peace offer dated back as far as Oc-
lober. At that time the intention was
entertained of mnaking nn hones=st and
sincere attempt to prevent further
‘useless bioodahed. PBeing asked as to
the ge=neral impression crsated by the
entente's reply, he said:

“If I am to express an opinion in a
few words, it Is thig: Instead of tak-
ing place around a peace tzble, the
entente's deliberutions took place on
a juige's chalr. Apparently the entente
forgot nothing that could possibly in-
fluence neutrals azainst us.

e point of the accusation, how-
ever, to which the largost spacs s
aliotted in the entente note, is ‘the
martyrdom of Belgium,” one must
speak beforshand regarding neutral
and loval Belglum, and this Belgium
had . ceased to exist lonzg before jhe
war. I do not want to speak about
the documents which we found in
Erussels and which have been pub-
lished. They can be read by every-
body. 1 only wish to sinzle out one
point which up to now has not been
sufficiently considered — the report
made by Baron Greindl, Belgian min-
ister at Berlin, dated December 23,
1911.

*This clear-sighted statesman then
explained foreibly that already nt
that time the entente wias lasphed
by nothing but the one theought of
encirgling Germany the north.
As proof of this, Baron Greindl quot-
ed the outcry startad In Paris and
London a short time bhefore, when the
Dutch plan to fortify Flushing had
become known. Haron Griendl then
said:

“"The reason why we wished that
the Scheldt remain without defense
was not concealed. In this thewy ad-
mitted their purpose to be able to
transport an English garrison to Ant-
werp without hindrance, thus creating
in Belsium n basis for overations in

“Bayon Greindl repoerted that the
plan was then changed In such a
manner that the English auxiliary ar-
my Wwaa not to be landed on the Bel-
glan coast, but in the adjoininz French
porte. Thiz same plan of an English
landing in order to threatsn Germany
w25 equally hinted at as imminent by
Lord Roberts during the Iast Moroc-
can crisis. In _such circumstances it
mast eertainly would have been an
easy thinz for Belgium, after the Ger-
man question in 1814 (whether 1-
rium would permit the passage of the
German troops) to take her armies
back to Antwerp and then let the Ger-
mans ,under protest, march through
the country.”

It was autheritatively satated during
the day that President Wilson had not
decided, what, if any, further move in
the Interest of peace he might make,
but was keeping an open mind on the
subject while waiting for Lthe entente's
answer to his note proposing a dis-
cussion of terms by the bellizerents.
No officlal comment was forthcoming
on press reports from Parls indieating
that the reply to the president in ef-
fect would be the same as that given
the central powers.

Discussion of the advisability of leg-
tive action approving the course of
the president in sending his note or-
cupled the senate for morae than a2n
hour and will be resumed tomorrow.
