He proved to
be Oliver Brower, formerly of Utlca,
also associated with Thaw, but against
whom there was no indictment.
Thaw's Relations With . Young Gump.

The district attorney's men say they
found him valuable , in developing
their case, however, as Thaw had left
In his possession a number of docu-
ments and ' letters having an impor-
tant bearing on Thaw's relations with
young; Gump. Some of this evidence
was here today before the
grand jury and .it . was expected that
another indictment might result.

After the alleged assault or! Gump;
It was found, Brower had gone to a
New York hotel. There detectives
found a suitcase left by Brower, mark-
ed with the letter "T." This was
seized by the district attorney. It is
thought to belong to Thaw.

O'Byrnes' Has Disappeared.
Meanwhile the authorities here say,

"O'Byrnes" has disappeared. They
have no idea where he is.
. A visitor at the district attorney's
office was Captain John Lanyon, a
private detective employed by William
Travers Jerome when he conducted
the case on the state in the fight to
keep Thaw in Matteawan on the
ground that he was still insane. It
was Lanyon who obtained most of the
testimony alleging that Thaw induced
young girls to visit his rooms and

By a Mob at Murray, Ky, When Case
v Against a Negro Was Continued

Paducah, Ky," Jan. 10. The lives of
Circuit Judge Charles Bush and Com-
monwealth's ; Attorney Dennis Smith
were threatened by a mob at Murray,
Ky, today, when the case of Lube
Martin, a negro charged with killing
Guthrie Dufgiud, a white man, was
continued until the next term of court,according to reports reaching here.

Martin had been held at Hopklns-ville- ,.
Ky., for safe keeping and was

taken to Murray last night. Because
of a fear of mob violence he was held
in the courthouse all night guarded
by a large force of deputy sheriffs.

This morning when his case' was
called for trial counsel who had beenappointed to defend him asked for a
continuance because of the discovery
of new evidence which there had been
no opportunity to develop. This was
granted and ' the negro started back
to . Hopkinsville, his departure being
kept secret for a time.- When persons in the court room
learned of the continuance granted
Martin and of his removal, according
to the reports' reaching here, a large
crowd immediately surrounded thejudge and commonwealth's attorney,
threatening to lynch both unless thenegro was brought back for trial im-
mediately. Attorneys on both sides
are said to have agreed, in the face
of the situation which threatened to
have the negro brought back here in
the morning and placed on trial.

UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN
J. P. MORGAN AND M ELLEN

Showing Why $13,000,000 Steamship
Transaction Was Blocked.

Newark. N. J., Jan. 10. By taking
a seat at the left instead of the richt of
President Charles S. Mellen at a
meeting of the board of directors of
the New York, New Haven and Hart-
ford Railroad the late J. P. Morgan
blocked a $13,000,000 steamship trans-
action undertaken by Charles W.
Morse, according to evidence given by
Mr. Morse today In proceedings insti-
tuted bv his sister. Miss Jennie Morse,
for the appointment of a receiver for
the Metropolitan. Steamship company
of which she is a stockholder. Miss
Morse charges that the company is
being mismanaged.

Mr. Morse told of his offer to the
New Haven road of $13,000,000 for the
steamers Bunker Hill, Massachusetts,
Old Colony and several other vesselsoperated in Long Islarl sound, but said
Mr. Mellen demanded $20,000,000.

"I saw Mr. Morgan and he promised
to help me," said Mr. Morse.

"I heard no more about It, so I ask-
ed Mr. Mellen why the deal had not
been put over, in accordance with Mr.
Alorgan's wishes.

"The deal was not put over but Mr.
Morgan's wishes were carried out.' Mr.
Mellen told me. 'When we have a
meeting of directors I sit at the head
of the table. If Mr. Morgan wants
the matter before the meeting indors-
ed, he sits at my right. If he does not
want it indorsed, he sits at my left.
The vote always goes as Mr. Morgan
sits 'yes' if he is at my right, 'no,' if
he sits at my left... When the matter
of turning the steamship lines over to
yo'u came up, Mr. Morgan sat at my
left hand."

He
played with the Boston Americans
during 1901 and a part of 1902 and
finished the latter season with the
Athletics. He was with the Philadel-
phia Nationals in 1903 and 1904 and
with Brooklyn in 1905. The next sea-
son he went to Toronto and remained
there four years, while a member of
the Maple Leafs Mitchell gave up
pitching and became a catcher.

FINANCIAL AND

STOCK PRICES FELL.

Under Steady Pressure of a General
Character.

New York, Jan. 10. Steady pres-
sure of the same general character
which has been exerted with more or
less effect since last December was
the outstanding feature of today's mar-
ket. Active shares yielded 2 to 6
Doints. with declines of greater pro
portions ir issu.es... of the'lesg .rerre-- .
sentative clas3.

The selling, so far as it has any di-
rect cause, appeared to have its origin
in the increasing uncertainties and
apprehensions arising from the for-
eign situation. The condition was
accentuated by the delay in the re-
ply of the entente allies to the Wash-
ington government. Prices probably
fell, however, more from further ab-
stention of public interest than for any
more tangible reason.

Lowest prices were quoted in the
last hour, the only period in which
the list manifested any activity. In
several leading stocks, notably Mer-
cantile Marine preferred, which drop-
ped 6 3-- 4 points to 78. today's mini- -
mums were under the feverish sessions
of last month.

Sentiment was also adversely affect-
ed by another break of 14 1- -2 in Gener-
al Motors, representing a loss of 31
points in three days. Bethlehem Steel
also forfeited 20 points on very few
sales and the numerous low-pnc- ed

equipments and munitions and
specialties as a whole sagged propor-
tionately.

United States Steel held its ground
for a time, but was among the first
of the speculative favorites to recede,
closing at 110, its lowest price rf the
day and a net reversal of practically 4
points. Steel's December tonnage
statement, disclosing the largest
amount of unfilled orders ever report-
ed ineffective.

Rails were agan consistently heavy
on relatively light offerings. New Ha-
ven and St. Paul losing 2 points, with
one to two for Reading, the Pacifies
and many minor issues. Coppers were
firm during the forenoon, but kept pace
with the later downward trend. Total
sales amounted to 850.000 shares. -

Bonds were again featured by heavy
offerings of international or war is-
sues, railway issues being more steady.

Biographical Sketch.
Col. William F. Cody, "Buffalo Bill,"

hunter, soldier, scout and showman,
was for many years known to nearlyevery man. woman, boy and girl in
America through his wild west show
with which he toured this country andEurope. He was a picturesque type
of the pioneer frontiersman and lived
to see large cities built where he once
hunted the buffalo and fought Indians.

Col. William F. Cody was born in
Scott county, Iowa, Feb. 26, 1846. II Ut
ancestral stock was Spanish, Kngllsh
and Irish. His parents moved west
and took up a claim near Leavens-wort- h,

Kansas, then a frontier Indian,
post, when Cody was five years old.
At ten years of age he found him-
self tha head of the family owing to
the death of his father who was kill-
ed in an encounter growing out of a
dispute over the negro slave question.
Young Cody's first employment was as
a courier between the freight wagon
trains operated between the Missouri
river and the Rocky Mountains. In
turn he became wagon master, trap-
per, hunter, pony express rider andstage coach driver, all giving a var-
ied experience in a school, the grad-
uation from which left the scholar art
adept In every possible line of fron-
tier activity.

An exciting experience In the Union
army as a soldier and subsequently
as a confidant and scout of his com-
manders in the desultory and guerilla
warfare of the southwest left him at
Its finish well known as an all around
frontiersman, competent to advise, to
guide and to lead. These qualities
soon brought him to the attention of
such distinguished commanders as
Gen. W. T. Sherman, Lieut. Gen. Phil
Sheridan and Generals Crook, Custer.
Merritt, Carr, Royal, Miles, Dodge anj
others and secured his appointment aj
chief of scouts in the United States;
army during its numerous Indian cam
paigns in the west.

His career in this line Identifies!
him with the great fighting epoch
between the red man and the whinman waged by Gen. Sheridan after th
Civil war that temporarily ended la.
1876, but was effectively finished in
the Ghost Dance war in the decisive
battle of Wounded Knee in 1890-9- 1

campaign with the Northern' Sioux.
During the construction of the Unioij

Pacific railroad young Cody attached,
himself to a camp of United States:
troops protecting the laborers and
won his sobriquet of "Buffalo Bill" be-
taking a contract to supply the entlr
force with fresh Buffalo meat for a
certain period, killing under one con-
tract 4280 buffaloes. On one occasion
he killed the noted Cheyenne Chiet
Yellow Hand in the presence of In-

dians and troops.
He became known to juvenile Amer-

ica in the stories of western adven-
ture written by E. X. C. Judson who
wrote under the nom de plume of Ned
Uuntiline.

With the advance of civilization,
finding his occupation on the western
plains gone, he went on the stuga
where he remained several years
playing leading parts In dramas
picting life on the frontier. Lot.
association with Nate alsbury, h
ganized his wild west show w

which he toured this country for many
years and on one occasion visited the
principal cities of Europe, where he
was warmly received and entertained
by royalty.

He was elected to the Nebraska eg- -

Islature in 1872.

In Connection With the Indictment
Against Harry K. Thaw.

Philadelphia, Jan. 10. After his re-

lease on $1,200 bail today, the local au-
thorities received a telegram from As-
sistant District Attorney Black of
New York, requesting them to hold
Oliver P". Brower on 'the charge of
"conspiracy to kidnap" in connection
with the indictment against Harry K.
Thaw as the result of allegations
made by Fred Gump, Jr., of Kansas
City. Brower. who is , 88 years old
and lives in Pittsburgh, was arrested
here last night in mistake for George
O'Byrnes, charged with aiding and
abetting in the alleged kidnapping of
Gump.

Brower left the city hall as soon as
he secured his liberty and has not
been seen since. His attorneys say he
may have gone to Pittsburgh and that
he expected to see him again prior
to his hearing on Friday. Detectives
said tonight that Brower had told
them Thaw feared trouble from Cump
and had entrusted him with letters
and other papers. An unsigned paper,
which detectives say was written by
Gump at the instance of Thaw, was
found in the possession of Brower, ac-
cording to the detectives. It says In
part:
Letter From Gump in Brower's Pos- -

' session.
. "My Dear Master: I want to write

you how I feel when I am getting a
whipping. That fact in itself signifies
that I am entirely submissive to you
but only strengthens the risirc to do
better in the future.

"The possibility of not receiving
punishment even aftf--r I have pre-
pared for it is always thore. but I
shall always hold the thought of pun-
ishment if I do.

"If I do not tlo hotter and asaln
disobey your commands, I will receive
a much harder whipping.

"The whip does not look very prom-
ising as, it was made for punishment,
and it naturally fills rs--j with fear,
the same as in the course of training.
The whip on my back makes me feel
keenly the mistake I have made that
necessitates my being punished. The
whip makes me dread punishment, and
fills me with the desire to escape the
punishment. "

Two Letters Written by Thaw.

Brower's .papers 'her.' found two let-
ters written by Thaw. One was ad-
dressed to J. R. Warner, of Pittsburgh.
Its contents were not made public. The
other was addressed to John Martlev,
of Annapolis, and asked if he could
find a position for a boy friend.
