The Yali Quarterly for Januoary, de-
voted to the interests of Yale Collese
in China, at .Chingsha, has a numober
of notes of Norwich intersst. Sev-
eral times memtion is made of “the
Gages,” nnd of Mr. and Mrs. Dickson
H. Leavens (Henrietta Browning.)

For instance, Mr. Leavens writes of
a small fire on the compound, when a
surmmer house in the garden was saved
by the local fire department with its
primitive apparztus of hand-pump,
filled by a bucket line and operating a
zgarden hose. This directs attention to
the fact that In some parts of China,
in case of fire, not the owner but the
tenant pavs the loss, not alone on his
own possessions but on the permanent
property. In such regions it is neces-
sary accordingly for the tenant to
keep insured.

One note of the Quarterly reads:

Dickson H. Leavens succeeds Mr.
Guge as treasurer of the mission at
Changaha. As Mr. Leavens' father is
a Norwich bank president, the careful
and accurate spirit is heavy upon him.

TAKE MORE WALKS
AND BE HEALTHIER.

Latest Bulletin of State Health Board
Praises Cheap Recreation,

In the bailetin of the state board of
health for December its editor, Dr.
John. T. Black, secretary of the board,
directs attention to the efficacy of
walking in the open air as a promoter
of health, and he urges people to take
more outdoor walks than ithey have
been in the habit of deing. The bul-
latin contains a statement giving the
details of the organization of the
board as it will be when provision is
made. for proposed changes In the
statules.

The report on births is for the month
of November. The total for the month
was 2,279 living births and 105 infants
were still born. There were 1,559 mar-
riages for MNovember.

The total pumbe of deaths in the
state for December was 1838 This
represented a death rote of 17.8 per
L0600 of the population of the state.
The rate for the corresponding month
of Jast year was 13.8. There were
seven deaths from smalipox during
the month and 137 from tuberculosis of
the lungs. There were 304 deaths in
public institutions

The death rafe in towns of a popu-
lation of over 5,000 was 17.8, the high-
est being Souwthington, which had =a
rate of 28). und the lowest Stafford,
where it was 6.2. The death rate in
the towns 4of a population of under
5,100 was 17%6.
