' Trapshooting Teams
There Is but slight difference in the

ability of the professional and ama
teur trapshot.
; The 1916 averages compiled by the
Interstate Association fcr the Encour
agement of Trapshooting, and just is-
sued by Secretary Shancr, show there
is but a fraction of a target difference
in the percentage of the highest 20
trapshooters 10 amateur and 10 pro
cessionals.

The professionals have the edee
but it isn't much. The fellows who
make a living "busting" the blue roc's
broke 38 142 out of 3S.420 targets for
a combined average of Si6. The 10
leading amateurs the fellows who
combine trapshooting with their busi
ness DroKe z1 sn targets or tne io.-
975 targets and averaged The
20 trapshooters shot at 64,975 targets
and averaged .That is what you
call busting ' the targets with a ven
geance.

The fact that the professionals had
a slight advantage on the amateurs in
the averages doesn't necessarily .mean
ttiat the professionals would beat the
amateurs in a team match.. The ama-
teurs in the select 10 are a fine bunch
of trapshots. One of the amateurs
listed is the late A. B. Richardson, of
Dover, DeL The eleventh amateur on
the list is J. R. Jahn, of Davenport,
la who had an average of 9565 and
in winter league competition he would
have to be listed in the place of Rich
ardson. '

In the 1915 averages also the profes
sionals had a slight advantage on the
amateurs the figures being 9617 to
9604. The best professional shots vary
but little in their sheeting from year
to year. Only two of the men who
were in the first 10 in 1915 failed to
get in in 1916. Henderson, Richardson
and Graper are the only amateurs to
get in the select circle of amateurs in
1915 and 1916.
