EYES OF ALL EUROPE
FOCUSSED ON WASHINGTON.

Action of Other Neutral Nations Will
Be Influenced by President Wilson's
Course.

London, Feb. 1, 10.45 p. m. The eyes
of Great Britain and all Europe are to
day focussed on Washington. It is
recognized that the Question whether
the United States finally will be drawn
Into the European war is being decided
there. Not only the policy of the
United (States but of the neutral Euro-
pean nations is also being largely de-
termined In Washington. From Spain,
Holland and the 'Scandinavian coun-
tries, messages to the English papers
say . that they are . waiting tor the lead
which the United States will give be-
fore framing their replies to the Ger-
man announcement of unfettered mari-
time war against all cargo vessels ap-
proaching her enemies' coast.

Two theories are --current here and
are. being warmly discussed. ' .One is
that the central powers expect to starve
out Great Britain and her allies by un-
restricted sea warfare and that they
consider they have more to gain by
trying to shut off American supplies
of munitions and food than by contin-
uing friendly relations. The second is
that the central dynasties consider thatat the present moment they may best
serve their own interests with theirpeoples by bringing upon themselves
the hostility of the neutral nations and
saying that they cannot fight the whole
world.

The" break of over five cents a pound

on 'May contracts at Site opanbsg was
more than double that which toilowmd
the collapse of Daniel 3. Sully's bull
campaign of 1904, while the decline
precipitated by , the outbreak of the
European war, at the end of July,
1914,. amounted to only two oeats a
pound. The German announcement
obviously came as a complete swprise
to traders wtoo yesterday had been
buying on an optimistic view of peace
prospects.

All
margin calls sent out by the clearing
house were said to have been promptly
complied with.

.Cable from Liverpool.
For these reasons no action to Close

the exchange was expected, although
several southern markets failed to post
anything more than nominal quota-
tions. During the height of the early
excitement a private cable was re
ceived here from Liverpool asking what
tne matter was. The extreme sympa-
thetic break' in that market was equal
to 150 American points.

The announcement in the morningpapers that the port of New York had
been closed to stripping added to thegeneral apprehension, but this was re-
lieved when it became known that the
order was intended to apply only atnight, and advices were received fromNew Orleans that 7,000 bales bad been
cleared today from that port.

PRICES DROP ON THE
CHICAGO BOARD OF TRADE

Heavy Declines Made in Wheat, Corn,
Oats, Lard and Pork.

A SECOND' GERMAN NOTE
MADE PUBLIC YESTERDAY

Differs But Slightly From First Mem-
orandum.

Washington, Feb. 1. A second mem
orandum delivered yesterday with theuerman note was made public late
today by the state department. It dif-
fers in some respects from the sub-
stance of the note Itself. The under-
standing is that it was prepared at
tne uerman embassy on Instructions
from Berlin prior to President Wil
son's peace address to the senate and
witrheld on account of the address.
When Count von Bernstortf received
the note and memorandum yestermty
from Berlin, he decided to deliver
with them the original document pre-
pared by him. The memorandum fol-
lows:

Full Use of Submarine.
"After bluntly refusing Germany's

peace offer, the entente powers stated
in their note addrsesed to tho Ameri
can government that they are deter-
mined to continue the war In order to
deprive Germany of German provinces
in the west and east, t destroy Austria--

Hungary and to annihilate Tur-
key. In waging war with such aims.
the entente allies are violating all
rules of international law, aa they
prevent the legitimate trade ef neu-
trals with the central powers and of
the neutrals among themselves. Germany has, so fir, not made unrestrict-
ed use of the weapon which she pos-
sesses in her submarine. Since the
entente powers, nowevex, have made
it impossible to come to an understanding based upon equality of rights
of all nations, as proposed by the cen-
tral powers and have instead declared
only such a peace to be possible which
shall be dictated by the entente al-
lies, and j&all result in tho destruc
tion and the hurrflllatien of the cen
tral powers, Germany is unable fur
ther to forego the full use of her sub-
marines. -

Freedom ef Action.
"The imperial government. there

fore, does not doubt that the govern-
ment of the United States will under-
stand the situation - thus forced upon
Germany by the entente allies' brutal
methods of war. and by their deter-
mination, to destroy the central pow-
ers, and that the government of the
l luted States will further realise that
the iw openly disclosed Intention of
the United States will further real-
ize that the now openljr disclosed in-
tention of the entente allies gives
back to Germany the freedom of ac
tion which she reserves in her note ad- -

EXCITING SESSION
OF STOCK EXCHANGE

There appeared for some time to be
virtually no support and the volums
of offerings was materially increased
oy sales under "stop loss orders.urgent liquidation lessened after the
first hour, however, and was followed
by irregular rallies which were of mod
erate proportions compared with the
extent of the previous collapse.

These rallies were accelerated by- the
retirement of bearish contracts, ehort
sellers being quite willing, apparently.
to laxe some or the pronts which had
accrued to them over night. '

Moderate Buying.
There also was moderate buying by

Interests who seemed to feel that prices
had reached the . bargain level.
Nevertheless, the market continued ex-
tremely nervous and was subject to
many rapid changes of tone. In the
final hour eome stocks. made new low
prices for the day when reports reach
ed the financial district that actual
severance of diplomatic relations with
Germany was imminent.

Additional Margins Called For.
'Before the opening of the market and

throughout the day . brokers were en
deavoring to get into touch with clients
all over the country, calling on them
to supply heavy additional margins on
their lines of stocks. In cases where
this margin was not immediately forth
coming, the eecuritles were sold "at
the market. Selling of this character
was to a considerable extent responsi-
ble for drastic price readjustments In
the first year.

Some of the professional selling in
the stock market was attributed to
forced necessities growing out of heavy
losses incurred by operators in the
commodities markets, especially cot-
ton, in which the slump was most se-
vere.
Extensive Selling from New England.

The extraordinary activity of com
mission or wire houses indicated
very general and extensive selling from
out of town points. New England and
the middle west were Important fac-
tors, according to reports, in this
liquidation. Money rates were slight
ly firmer, but exerted no apparent In
fluence.

The uneasy condition of the interna
tional markets was exemplified by the
weakness displayed by all international
issues, notably the so-call- ed war flota
tions. City of Paris saxes fell 2 3-- 4
points, with 1 8-- 8 for American foreign
securities fives,, and material fractions
tor all other issues-- virtually all these
securities fell to lowest records, in-

United States Steel, which led the
list in volume of sales, with about
600,000 shares changing hands out of
a total of 2,100,000, opened at 105 to
100, an overnight loss of 12 points, at
the minimum, broke further to 9, re-
covered to J04 2, but closed at lfr2
3-- 4, showing 9 1- -4 points net loss for
the day. .

Shipping stocks were particularly in
fluenced by the international situation.
Mercantile Marines breaking 9 to 18
points, with 18 2 for Atlantic.

Steel and Iron Division.
Industrials' of the steel and iron di

vision were lower by 8 to 16 points,
