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An unsuccessful attempt was made
after closing time Thursday night to
blow open the safe in the office of the
Gulf Refining company in Pawcatuck.
Entrance was effected into the com-
pany's enclosure by tearing out a sec-

tion of the fence. Then entrance was
forced through the door to the store-
house and thence into the office. Bag-
ging and like material found on the
premises was placed on the floor in
front of the safe for the purpose of
deadening the sound, had the door of
the safe been freed from its fasten-
ings by the force of the explosion. The
door did not yield, but the knob and
the section containing the combination
jock were blown out. It is believed
that the safebreakers became fearful of
detection by reason of the sound from
the explosion and made their escape
without making a second attempt to
remove the door. The seams of the
safe door had been filled with soap, in
true expert style, before - the match
was applied to the fuse that led to the
explosive,-whic- h was not of sufficient
force to remove the door, and leave
bare the money sought by the intrud
ers- - The only loss to the coqxpany is
the damage to the rafe.

The break was discovered";when the
office was opened Friday morning. As
the sound of the explosion; was not
heard by the Pawcatuck patrolman, or
the night men at the railroad station,
or electric light station near by, it is
believed the explosion was timed to
occur while a freight train was pass-
ing, the office being located lust at
the foot of the railroad embankment.
The safebreakers left nothing behind
that mlgh lea to their identity ex-
cept a" railroad car cotipfins. Soon
after the break was discovered a re-
port wa3 made to the police authori-
ties of Pawcatuck.
