6TANDING BEHIND THE GOVERN
MENT.

The mannec in which the large man
ufacturing plants of the country, re
gardless of what their product is at
the present time, are being offered to
the government Indicates the resources
which this nation has at hand to sup
port the position which has been taken
by this government in connection with
Germany. While some of the largest
ordnance and steel manufacturing
concerns in the country are included
in the steadily growing list, they are
by no means confmed to. those lines of
production.

Conspicnous is the position taken
by Henry Ford who has offered in the
event of necessity to place his entire
factory a the disposal of the govern-
ment without a cent of personal pAfit,
and this in spite of the fact that Mr.
J'ord Is foremost in the ranks of pa
cifists. Bit Mr. Ford makes it plain
that there are limits beyond which his
peace Ideas will not go and he indi-
cates that that stage has been
reached.

Mr. Ford Is therefore in line with
the others who are ready to respond
to the nation's call. It represents theproper pint of Americanism, and
what has been offered by him and oth-
ers is only what the government had
a right to expect. It will take some
time to get such an array of manu
facturing establishments organized for
efficient production but it can be done
and should it be necessary to take
the step it would be found that this
country could produce the needed
supplies over and above those already
pn hand in a comparatively short time.

'.. THE NEUTRALS' DECISION.
There can be no great cause for

surprise - in the declination of those
neutral nations, which have answered,
to join with the United States in sev-
ering diplomatic relations with Ger-many because of the new policy it is
engaging in of unrestricted naval war-
fare. As has been pointed Out they
are in a different position than tho
United States, for, even though they
may not have , taken the same stand
In the past as this country and de-
clared that Germany would be held to
strict accountability, it must be real-
ized that they are situated in a, much
different manner geographically even
though their sentiments may be in en-
tire accord with the action of this
country. To. break relations would
simply mean to invite invasion and
bear the brunt of the results.

Thus the position of Switzerland can
be well appreciated when it declares
that it is a case of life and death
with it and decides that it must main-
tain its neutrality under the existing
circumstances. The situation is much
the same with Holland and Denmark.
While Sweden must needs give serious
consideration to any such step. Nor-
way and Spain are a litle more re-
moved but it would not be a very dif-
ficult problem for the central powers
to rush Into the first four and gather
In quantities of supplies which are so
greatly needed, but which the coun-
tries that now possess them must take
care to preserve for their own con-
sumption. These countries are there-
fore giying consideration to themselves
first, and under "the circumstances
their - course cannot be located . upon
otherwise ; than, beins a rational one.

LETTERS TO THE EDITOR
The Health Department of City and

Town.
Mr. Editor: It would seem to the

casual observer that while the osten-
sible purpose of the bill of Senator
Barnes now before the legislature
seeks to promote efficiency and econ-
omy in the administration of the
health department of town and city.
that this result could have easily been
accomplished had our representatives
in the general assemblyvof 191o kept
their ears closer to the ground and
heeded the voices of the people and
made at least an attempt to defeat the
passage of the law which forced med-
ical inspection on the schools of the
town. On three different occasions
our citizens in town meeting assembled
and voiced an emphatic protest against
the passage of such a measure, but
there is no evidence at hand that the
gentlemen who represented the town
of Norwich Vid our senatorial district
at the session of 1915 paid the slight-
est heed to the demands of the people
at that time. With the legitimate ap-
plication of the police power of the
state for the protection of the public
health by wise and humane measures,
with its sanitary regulation and con-
trol of epidemics and contagious - dis-
eases the citizens of Norwich have had
no controversy; but when as has been
the case in most towns throughout the
country, this power is prostituted to
base and selfish ends; when its
minions invade the domain of pri-
vate medical opinion and practice;
when it forces upon protecting citi-
zens medical measures that destroy
health and cause disease we feel en-
tirely justified in protesting. We
hold that the state has no more right
to invade the domain of theapentics
than it has to invade the domain of
religion. Both are necessarily and
inherently matters of personal and
private judgment. That, this school
legislation had for its purpose the
compulsory vaccination of the chil-
dren In our schools no one who has
watched the trend of events medical
for many years can doubt.- - As such
legislation was and still is unnecessary
many of us are led to conclude that
the animus was political rather than
altruistic . There has been no at-
tempt to show that the officials of
either town or city health departments
have failed to render go.od and efficient
service in the legitimate discharge of
their duties. However, in at much as
we ace to have an opportunity affordedus to talk over our affairs in town
meeting once more it looks as ' if we
could with perfect propriety ask a few
pointed questions for the purpose of
learning how expensive the medical
end of our educational system is. So
far as can be learned by the inquir-
ing citizen it does not appear to be
considered any of the public's business.
There is a lurking suspicion however,
that the sum to be expended is much
in excess of that voted at the annual
town meeting of 1915.

Npw, Mr. Editor, permit, us "a word
concerning the change from the form-
er district system of conducting our
schools to that now in vogue. When
this change was originally proposed
we were led to believe that its purpose
was to save excessive expense in ad-
ministration, to produce greater effi-
ciency in scholarship, and above allthings to keep our schools out of poli-
tics. Would It not be well to investi-gate this phase of our school affairs?
In short should we not do as all ef-
ficient business corporations do at thepresent day, take an inventory, so
that we may act intelligently on this
questionr which most votally concerns
us as a community? Should we thus
find it desirafoi! to revert to the district

STORIES OF THE WAR

Million Women at Work.
Almost a million women exactly

938,500 have entered all kinds of po-

sitions held by men before the war
began, and of this number nearly all
exactly 933,000 were actually substi-
tuted for men called to the front or
diverted to other war activities.

This is shown in a survey of the
whole movement toward woman labor
since the outbreak of the war, made
officially by the British labor depart-
ment with data down to the last two
months. It ehbws 3,231,000 women now
employed in all branches of industry
and commerce, or about a million more
than when the war began. It is this
new million of women workers one
sees at every turn, on the tramways
and motorbuses taking fares, in the
government offices taking the place of
the men clerks, in the hotels and res-
taurants as waiters and cashiers, in
banks and business houses, and run-
ning cinemas, theatres, public houses,
and the whole range of business ac-

tivities.
Just how far this has gone the gov-

ernment has now figured out to a
nicety. In banking and finance, for
instance, there were only 9,500 women
employed before the warr; now ' the
number has increased four-fol- d to 48,-60- 0.

In government departments, also
the women workers have Increased
from 6,000 to 133,000. displacing men
in all but 3,000 cases. In industrial
trades the increase of women has been
greatest, reaching 393,000, of which
314,000 replaced men. Another vcr;-larg-

e

increase of women is in the
Government ammunition works, where
there were 2,000 before the war and
117,000 now. The government ngures
give the entire 117,000 as directly re-
placing men.

In commercial occupations, clerks in
stores, offices, etc., the increase of
women is 568,000, of which 264,000 re-
placed men. In professional occupa-
tions, connected with the law, medi
cine, magazine ana newspaper worn,
etc. the increase of women is ,lar,000.
of which all have replaced men. A
curious fact is that each woman has
replaced about two men in hotels, pub-
lic houses, cinemas, theatres, etc., the
increase of women being 16,000 and
the displacement of men 30,000.

On buses, trams and various kinds
of transnprt service the women have
increased 4l,wuu, tne enure numoer re-
placing that number of men. Men
teachers are also largely replaced: al
so men on municipal transport work,
the total increase of women in this line
being 34,000, of which 31,000 replaced
men. In farm work many men have
been drawn off for the war, but few
women have replaced them. The men
on farms replaced by women is given
at 20,000 while the number of women
farm workers is 80,000,- and the in-
crease since the war only 500. Women
nurses have increased 34,000 since the
war.

Summing up the substitution of
women for men, the government state-
ment says there has been an increase
of 150.000 since last July in the num-
ber of women directly replacing men.
This shows a slight check in the rate
of replacement. In some trades, like
clothing and textiles, women workers
have decreased probably because they
were able to get better wages in the
many new fields now opening to them.
In October 40 per cent of the textile
firms reported they were unable to get
all the women they required so that
while the supply of women workers
has increased, the demand is also in

in branches. ..creasing many -

This replacement of men by women
is introducing new elements in econ
omic and social conditions which will
have to be worked out when peace
comes. The women are doing the
men's work quite as well as the men,
so tjiat a new element of competition
is introduced between, the' sexes. The
women hatve the advantage of posses-
sion of the million places, and it re
mains to be seen whether they will
hold them, or whether there will be
another displacement, of women ftrr
men, when the million men come back.Many commerciat,houses have prom-
ised to take back Vte men, but wheth-
er this means' diapering the women, or
keeping both, is still open. - The lab-
or unions' are aleo apprehensive over
the great swelling of woman labor, as
women workers are now about half the
total strength of the unions, which are
chiefly men's organizations strong in
politics and with representatives in
Parliament ind the Ministry. So that
the competition between the sexes isbeing extended all along- the economi-
cal, political and social lines. .

sail, have been seriously damaged by
their officers or members of the crews.
In some instances this has taken place
in spite of the fact that the vesseU
are in charge of civil officers in this
country because suits against them
art pending. Estimates of the dam
age which has been done to the ma-
chinery of the liners and freighters
reach the sum of $30,000,000, though
this is not all based upon actual in-

spections. '
But what is the meaning of this de-

structive work? Germany is (pointing
to the fact that the treaty between
the United States and, Prussia dated
1T99 and reaffirmed in 1S2S provides
for the protection of such property.
and it has been reported from "Wash-
ington that the administration has not
intended seizing the ships in any
event. It is certain, however, that
whatever was done "with, them would
not be done in excess of our rights.

It would appear therefore that, this
great damage, or whatever - damage
has actually been done on these ships,
has come as the result of Germany
Judging this country in accordance
with what would do itself. With
the action taken simultaneously there
is the best of reasons for believing
that it was done in accordance with
directions, and that gives further rea-
son for the belief that the interpreta-
tion which this country placed upon
the German note was just what was
expected regardless of the statement
of Berlin officials to the Contrary.

END THE PORK.
If reports which come from Wash-

ington are correct there is a growing
sentiment for the abandonment of the
pork barrel appropriations. And why
shouldn't here be? This country is
facing some large appropriations in
preparation for war even though it
may be hoping for peace. Those ap-
propriations will run up into figures
which are unusual even in congress
and it is but proper that all the avail-
able funds which are at command
should be turned to such use.

It is unreasonable to think that con-
gress will insist upon making appro-
priations for public . buildings in in-

significant hamlets throughout the
country, which are not entitled to such
structures even --. when - the United
States treasury is flush, or of fatten-
ing up the rivers and harbors appro-
priations just to get certain sections
taken care of, when the work can be
delayed as well as not and such delay
would cause no harm to the locality
or to the government.

It Is the time of all times for a re-
vision of opinion on the part of the
'pork advocates. There are greater
needs to be taken care of and the mil-
lions which would be put into need-
less projects "under normal condi-
tions better be utilized in some other
way.

Unjustified appropriations ought to
be vetoed by the president and they
undoubtedly would be, but congress
ought to be able to see the need of
putting the money into other channels
without waiting to have the sugges-
tion come through a refusal of the
president to approve their action.
