AMBASSADOR GERARD
STILL IS IN BERLIN

Date of Departure of American Diple-
mats Has Not Been Fixed.

“While the American residents ac-

breaking off of riations with Germ=any
without provocation. A number of

Amerfoans, among whom are severnl
newspaper correspondents, have decid-
ed to stay In Germany untll further
developments.™

GERARD'S ACTION IS
APPROVED IN WASHINGTON

In Refusing to Enter Into Negotiations
With German Fereign Office.

Washington, IFeh. 8 —Ambassador
Gernrd’s refusal to enter Into any ne-
gotiations with the German forelgn of -
fice is approved by the stale depari-
ment as the only possible course for
him to pursue in view of lis status of
n private citiven. Any communication
from the German government regard-
ing & treaty or any other subject would
have to be c¢arried oot through the
Spanish diplomatic representatives in
Berlin who are looking after the In-
terests of America In Germniny.

ago, That act terminnted all treaties
rontaining provisions In conflict with
the pew leginintion for the protection
of reasen, It was provided, however
that other sections of the treatles not
relating to the sallors might be con-
tinued in force If the governments wilh
whom thees treaties were made by Lthe
United States expresasd the willing-
ness to” the exclusion of the objectionn-
ble matter.
