BRITISH HAVE CAPTURED 600

YARDS OF TRENCHES

BATTLES IN RUSSIA
i

Teutons Took. Trenchea. But Were

Later Driven " Out Italians Have
Recaptured Positions Taken From
Them Last .Week in the Gorizia
Zone.

Considerable fighting between the
British and Germans in the Ancre re-
gion of France continues. Again the
British have attacked the Germans
north of the river in the vicinity of
the Beaucourt-Puisieu- x road and
captured about 600 yards of trenches.
At Serre. midway between Beaucourt
and Puisieux, the Germans delivered
an attack against the British but
were repulsed, according to the. Brit-
ish war office. .

Fighting in France.
Berlin, on the other band, says the

British in attacks against ' wrecked
German trenches from Serre to the
river were repulsed, suffering heavy
casualties. It is admitted, howevei,
that a trench southeast of Serre.
which had been rendered unservica-abl- e,

was evacuated, but before the
British offensive was launched. On
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the remainder of the front bombard-
ments and minor operations have
taken place.

On the Russian front the Germans
have attacked the Russian lines at
several points and ?ucceeded on two
sectors m entering Russian trenches,
only later to be driven out, according
to Petrograd. The Berlin war office
announces a successful encounter for
the Germans against the Russians
west of Lutsk.

Italians Recapture Positions.
The recapture by the Italians of po-

sitions taken- - from them last week
in the Gorizia zone by the Austrians,
is told in the Italian official commu-
nication. More than one hundred
men were made prisoner in the en-
gagement. On none of the other fronts
has there been any important fight.

Four British steamers and one
Greek steamer are reported to have
been sunk. The aggregate tonnage or
the vessels was 8,361.

Andrew Bonar Law, the British

MEXICO AS PEACEMAKER

Da Facto Government Has Sent an
Identic Note to All Neutrals Pro-

posing Cutting Off the Exports of
Munitions and Suppliea to Belliger-
ents, v

Washington, Feb. 12. Revolution-swe- pt

Mexico's defacto government en-
tered the lists as an international peace
maker today with an-- identio note to
all neutrals proposing a joint effort to
end. the European war to be followed,
in the event of failure, by the cutting
off of all exports of munitions and sup-
plies to belligerents.

. ' How the Note Was Received.
The communication was handed to

the state department by K. P. de Ne-
gri, charge of the Carranza embassy
here. It was received with exnres- -
sions of mingled amusement and gravi-
ty in official quarters. There had been
no decision tonight as to the Americangovernment's response but the prevail-
ing opinion was that Secretary Lans-
ing would reply promptly and briefly,
referring to the futile effort of Presi
dent Wilson to bring about peace, and

pointing out that under existing condi-tions an embargo oh exports would bea breach of nutrality.
Denounced by Entente 'Allies.

Among the entente diplomats Car-ranz- a's

action was denounced as an-
other evidence of German influence inMexico and as a further effort to be-
cloud the issue and erVarrass theUnited States in the situation resultingfrom Germany's new. submarine cam-
paign. Officials of the government
were not o outspoken in voicing theiropinions, but those who commented in-
formally frankiy expressed the same
view.

Was Previously Broached.
It became known tonight that pro-

posal to the one now brought forward
officially was made at one of the clos-ing sessions of the Mexican-America- n
joint commission, which recently at-
tempted to solve the border difficul-
ties. Luis Cabrera, minister of fiancem Carraiiza's cabinet and head of theMexican commissioners, suggested to
the Americans that he hoped the com-
mission not only would settle disputes
between the United States and Mexico,
but might bring peace to the world.
An embargo on exports was his plan.

Mexico's exports to Europe are con-
siderable and of vast importance tb
the entente allies. Enormous quan-
tities of oil for the British fleet are
drawn from the English -- owned oil
fields on the Mexican east coast.

ZEPPELIN TYPE AIRCRAFT
FOR ARMY AND NAVY

Manufacturers Promise to Cooperate
With Government.

Washington, Feb. 12. Promises of
-- operation with the government in

its efforts to develop satisfactory Zep-
pelin type aircraft for the armv and
navy was made by leading American
airplane a.nd rubber manufacturers at
a conference here today with Rear
Admiral David W. Taylor, chief con
structor of the navy and head of the
joint army-nav- y board Investigating
the dirigible problem.

A preliminary survey of the mater-
ials and plants available was begun
and the manufacturers expressed be
lief that great aircraft similar to the
German machines could be turned
ou t.

It is regarded as probable that some
method of centralizing the work will
be necessary so that the facilities" of
all plants, which can aid can be util-
ized. No definite plans were . made,
however, at today's preliminary dist

Stockholm, Jan. 20 (Staff Correspon-
dence of The Associated Press). Food
conditions in Germany have changed
greatly for the worse in the last five
months. The correspondent of The
Associated Press, who had been- away
from Germany since the first week In
August, has just returned from a stay
of three weeks in Berlin. He found
that many staples of food had alto-
gether disappeared from the markets,
others had grown so dear that they are
beyond the reach of any but the well-to-d- o,

the dally allowance of potatoes
had been reduced to ten ounces, and
that either a shortage of flour or a
disordered distribution of it among the
makers had resulted in long lines of
buyers standing for hours in front of
the bakeries.

Prices Are Low.
Maximum prices of the foodstuffa

controlled by the government are stillvery low for potatoes and bread and
comparatively low for meats. Potatoes
cost only 72 cents the standard bushel
of 60 pounds, and bread a littla enB
than 3 2 cents a pound. l!ut the po-
tato allowance is insufficient for people
who have iittle but bread and potatoes
to eat and has to be eked out with
turnips.

One Egg Every Five Weeks.
It had been hoped to allow one egg

per person each two weeks in Greater
Uerlin, but the last one-eg- g allowance
was made some five weeks ago and
another is not promised until Febru-
ary. When the correspondent left. Ber-
lin in August 11 was still possible to
buy cheese. Since the end of August
there has been no cheese on the mar-
ket. It is said that considerable quan
tities are being imported from Holland,
but it goes apparently to the front,
except for small quantities allowed the
restaurants and hotels.

Canned Vegetables Short,
Another serious reduction of avail-

able foodstuffs has been caused by the
expropriation for control by the gov-
ernment of all canned vegetables.
Four or five weeks ago the dealera were
permitted to sell a fractional part of
their stock, but only two cans on each
bread-car- d- Permission to sell a fur-
ther part is expected to be granted
again soon, but the dealers are to be
compelled to open each can before sell-
ing it, so as to force the buyers to con-
sume it at once and not hoard it.

The weekly allowance of meat of all
kinds in the greater Berlin municipal-
ities runs from u 4 to 8 3-- 4 ounces.
The cheapest varieties cost about 60
cents a pound; the dearest 72 cents.

Lack of Fata and Oila.
One of the most serious deprivations

continues to be the lack of fats and
oils. The weekly allowance of butter
and margarine together is a little less
than three ounces per head. Oil is so
expensive that it is out of the reach of
the great majority. The Associated
Press correspondent paid $3.12 for
about two-thir- ds of a pint of hazel nut
oil to be used for frying. Goose fat
costs $4.80 per can of 17 3-- 5 ounces,
and is the only fat, except vegetable
oils, that can be bought without a
card.

This insufficiency of fats in the daily
ration shows itself in an almost con-
tinuous feeling of hunger. The corre-
spondent, experiencing this himself in
the first days of his visit, remarked on
lU

"Hungry All the Time."
T feel hungry all the time," said the

person addressed.
Extending his investigations, the

correspondent heard similar expres-
sions from all sides. The most bitter
complaints come from soldiers at
home. When the writer last visited
the front, in July, the men's rations
were ample in every respect, and there
is no reason to believe the same la not
true today. The soldier at home thus
notices the difference more keenly than
do those who have had gradually to
accustom themselves to one depriva-
tion after another.

Deadly Monotony of Meala.
There is a deadly monotony about

the meals in the average household.
Breakfast generally consists of rolls,
marmalade (often made of pumpkins)
and a decoction of roasted acorns, rye,
chicory and what-n- ot that goes by the
name of coffee. There is no real cof- -.

fee left. Some tea at high prices is
still to be had, but the poorer people
drink a brew of linden blossoms, rasp-
berry leaves or leaves of other ehrubs
or trees. For the "second breakfast"
there is dry bread.

Meat Twice a Week.
Dinner generally consists of boiled

potatoes with salt, some kind of boiled
vegetable and, on perhaps two days of
the week, a tiny piece of meat. Fish
takes the place of meat on other days,
unless one can buy a goose.'at $l-- a
pound (they cost J2 a pound just be-
fore Christmas)), a duck at $1.44 a
pound, a turkey at $1.32 a pound, or a
hen at $1.08 to $1.20 a pound. Com-
paratively tittle game comes on the
market, apparently going to the hotels
and restaurants.

Supper is a Problem.
Supper is the problem in the average

household. Generally there are no po-

tatoes left over from noon and if there
are there is no fat in which to fry
them. The usual German supper be-

fore the war consisted of cold meats,
sausage, cheese, bread and butter and
beer. There Is no meat, no cheese, and
no sauHaxe. no InitU-- ou four or live.
days of tlx week, .no more bottled beer
and many eoioou keepers refused to
sell beer to b.e drunk off the premised,

The beer, moreover, is all but undrink-abl- e.

Only Bread and Fish.

GERMANY TO DETAIN
AMERICAN SAILORS

Until Asaured That Crewe of German
Veaaela Ars Allowed Freedom.

Washington, Feb. 12. Formal noti-
fication of the retention in German v
of the 72 American sailors brought in
as prisoners on the prize ship Yarrow-dal- e

was given to the state department
today by Dr. Paul Ritter, Swiss minis-
ter here, acting for the German gov-
ernment, together witH an inquiry as
to the status of the crews of the Her-
man war bound ships In American har-
bors.

Germany, Dr. Bitter said, had de-
cided, to hold the Yarrowdale prisoner
until she had had definite asnuranco
that German crews in American har-
bors would not be held or impriisoned.

This development, wholly unexpect-
ed, was amazing to the American gov-
ernments. Officials here had come to
the conclusion that the early report!
which misled the German government
as to the treatment of German crews
here had been effectively dinnelled bv
the forwarding of .complete details. As
this Included the presidential an-
nouncement that German ships would
not be seized now or in the event of
war and full information about ti
fair attitude of the government toward
German sllors, officials are wholly at

Washington, Feb. 12. The "United
States has flatly rejected Germany's
offer to discuss differences between the
two nations while the ruthless aubma
rine campaign is in progress. In s

note today to the Swiss minister, who
on Saturday presented orally the Ger-
man proposal. Secretary Lansing said
the United States "does not feci that it
can enter into any discussion with the
German government concerning the
policy of submarine warfare against
the German government concerning
the policy of submarine warfare
against neutrals which it is now pur-
suing, unless and until the German
government renews its assurances of
May fourth (the Sussex note) and acts
upon the assurances."

The state department made public
the secretary's reply, together with a
memorandum which at Mr. Lansing's
suggestion Mr. Ritter, the Swiii min-
ister, had prepared last night, setting
down in writing the suggestioi origin-
ally transmitted orally. Previously
officials had declined-- to toiiflrm the
announcement by The Associated Press
Saturday- - afternoon that- such a pro-
posal had been delivered by Dr.. Bit-
ter.

In view of the fact that the United
states has taken the. most vigorous
ourpe possible short of v,"ar to

the ruthless submarine war-fa- r,

officials of the government regard
the German proposal to negotiate wSile
the campaign is in progress as utter-
ly Insincere. From the first the move
has been looked upon and resented as
a piece of propaganda, designed to be-
cloud the issue and put the United
States in a falst position of belliger-
ency. .

The question whether navy guns
shall be provided for defence ugainst
submarines has been submitted to
President Wilson by the state and
navy departments. It is understood
that the state department, the govern-
ment's spokesman on international
problems, has recommended that the
guns be provided. -

There is said to be no authority un-
der whicbrfhe navy department can ac-
tually supply the guns, though there
are precedents for the loaning of wea-
pons under bond for their return. Un-
der existing law only condemned guns
and stores can "! sold by the navy.

Must Keep Pledges.
The American government has re-

plied that it cannot enter negotiations
unless Germany restores the Sussex
pledges and withdraws the proclama-
tion of unrestricted submarine war-
fare.

The state department made nubile
Germany's proposal .submitted in a
memorandunm by Dr. Paul Ritter. the
bwlss minister, and also the govern
ment's reply, thereby confirming fully
the announcement made by The As
eociated Press last Saturday.

Memorandum Submitted.
The state department's statement

follows :
"In view of the appearance in the

newspapers of February 11 of a re-
port that Germany was Initiating ne-
gotiations with the United States in
regard to submarine warfare, the de-
partment of state makes the following
statement:

"A suggestion was made orally to
the department of state last Saturday
afternoon by the minister or Switzer
land that the German government is
willing to negotiate with the United
States, provided that the commercial
blockade against England would not
be interfered with. At the request of
the secretary of state, this sugges-
tion was made in writing and present-
ed to him by the'Swiss minister Sun
day night.. The communication is as
follows:

"Memorandum The Swiss govern-
ment has been requested by the Ger-
man government to say that the latter
Is now, as before, willing to negoti-
ate, formally, or informally, with the
United .States, provided that the com-
mercial blockade against England will
not be broken thereby.

(Signed) "P. RITTER."
U. S. Government's Reply.

This memorandum was given im-
mediate consideration and the follow-
ing was dispatched tcday:

"My Dear Mr. Minister: I am re-
quested by the president to say to
you. in acknowledging the memoran-
dum which you were kind enough to
send to me on the 11th instant, that
the government of the United States
would gladly discuss with the German
government any question it might
propose for discussion were it to with-
draw its proclamation of the 81st of
January in which, suddenly and with-
out previous intimation of any kind.
It cancelled the assurances which it
had given this government on the
fourth of May last; but that it does
not feel that it can enter into any dis-
cussion with the German government
concerning the policy of submarine
warfare against neutrals which it ta
now pursuing, unless and until, the
German government renews its assur-
ances or the fourth of May a:.d uxiupon assurance." " "
