MARKET REMAINED DULL

Standard Stocks Drifted Slowly
Downward Speculative Issues Were

"
Variable.
New York, Feb. 15.-A- ll records for

dullness since the stagnant sessions
of last summer were surpassed to-
day, total dealings only aggregating
290,000 shares Of this amount about
ope-thi- rd occurred in the first hour,
the later periods being marked toy
frequent pauses.

Price movements wer in keeping
with this state of inertia, standard
stocks drifting slowly downward,
while speculative issues were more
variable. Leading industrials, includ-
ing U. S. Steel, yielded ne to two.
points; similar tendencies being man-
ifested by most 6f the equipments and
munitions, with a ten point break in
Bethlehem Steel (old stocK on a sin-
gle transaction.

Motors, metals and utilities made
extreme recession of one to three
points, gas shares once more showing
conspicuous weakness, with other is-

sues of less definite strength.
Intermittent strength in sugars, fer-

tilizers, Continental and American
Cans, Loose-Wil- es Biscuit and Acme
Tea, which registered irregular gains,
seemingl on support from pools and
cliques, failed to attract more than
passing .attention. Federal Minin
and smelting preferred rose 5 3-- 8

points on declaration of an increased
dividend, but in most other instances
specific causes were altogether lack
insr.

Such firmness as was shown by rails
at the outset was nullified later by
fresh selling or New Haven, which
feil to 87 1-- 8, the lowest' level yet re
corded. " Canadian Pacific. Lehigh
Valley and a tew other stocks of the
highest class were subject to further
moderate pressure.

Indications of another international
loan, probably in the form of com
mercial credits to French banking in
terests, were furnished by the visit or
a 'leading financier to wasningxon.
Seven million dollars more gold was
received from Canada and the weekly
statement , of the Bank of England
showed an appreciable recovery in re
serve liabilities.

It is estimated that they lost between
$6,000 and $8,000 on the match. ,

The Les Darcey-A- l McCoy affair isthe next bout slated for the big arenaand this looks to be still more disast-rous for the promoters, all of which
is likely to curb the bidding for thebig heavyweight attraction. TKe sen-
timent of New Tork fans in regard to
the Darcey-McC- oy thing was shown
when Darcey was introduced just be-
fore Fulton and Weinert began hos-
tilities. Darcey himself was cneered,
but the mention of his match 'withMcCoy drew forth storms of hootand hisses.

It is estimated that McCoy and Dar.cy will have to draw $40,000 in or-
der for the promoters to break even.
Darcey's contract calls for him to re-
ceive $20,060 and $10,000 for the in-
terest in the motion pictures. Mc-
Coy is to receive $10,000 for his end.
Other expenses of staging the matchat $10,000 by those who
have had experience in the promotion
of big bouts and who are familiar
with the present conditions at the big
arena. -

That Darcey will accept' a cut in hisguarantee Is unlikely. The Australian
has been flooded with big offers from
western clubs and he is not inclined
to listen to any offers that are not
around the $30,000 mark. According
to the articles of agreement he must
be paid in full 24 hours before thecontest, so it will be Interesting to
see what becomes of this match.

Only one bout has drawn over $30,-00- 0
in New York under the Frawley

law. That was the Willard-Mora- n

match, which drew $52,000. However,
this was a heavyweight battle in
which the title was at stake. Heavy-
weights always draw better than the
men of the - lighter classes. Moran
and Coffey attracted a $25,000 gate
for their first bout and $23,000 for the
second.

The biggest gate for any bout under
the heavyweight class was drawn by
Knockout Brown and Matt Wells,
which was one of the first bouts on-d- er

the Frawley law. A little over
$23,000 was taken in at the office. This
sum was not approached by men of
the lighter classes until the Welsh-Leona- rd

bout of last year, which drew
$2C,000.

In view of Darcey's demands since
he arrived here it is interesting to
note what he received in his own
country. According to Snowy Ba-
ker's figures and Darcey fought for
no other promoter the Australian
during his whole ring career received
but $48,485.

The biggest purse Darcey ever re-
ceived was $2,345, for his victory over
George Clipp. Darcey was then at
the height of his popularity, and he
was meeting the man who was sup-
posed to be the most formidable of
the Americans who had visited Aus-
tralia. 'For his last bout with Jimmy
C labor he was paid $3,875. He earn-
ed $2,130 by defeating Dave Smith
and $2.06 for his last match with
George Brown. For beating Les

Darceys end was only $fi.r0.
These bouts nil took place during the
last nix, months before he left the
country.

Even these comparatively small
sums were not all wiroflt by any
means. In Australia the boxers are
compelled to pay their own training
expenses, and it is estimated that this
accounted ror 30 per cent, or tne earn-
ings.

It is fortunate for Darcey that ha
did not have to split the proceeds of
hit fights with a manager. In Au-
stralia a manager is not needed, as
the boxers always receive F,0 percent,
of the gate receipts, and this sum is
evenly divide, between champion and
challenger. Tl is Promoter Baker's
rule, and as he is a fight trust in him-
self there is no appeal from his rul-
ings.
