FIRE LOSS $2,000

Barn of Frank FKoh at Versailles
Burned Owner Carried 8om. Insur-
ance.

About 9 o'clock Monday evening fire
was discovered in a large barn on the
farm owned by" Frank Fitch at
Branch's crossing, Versailles. The fire
was discovered by Mrs. Fitch, who
through heroic efforts succeeded in
saving the stock, consisting of horses
and cattle. She led the last animal
from Its stall through blinding smoke.
Mr. FHch had been in Norwich during
theevening on business and did not
leave the city until 8.43. Upon arriv
ing at Oceum he was notified of the
lire but was unaoie to reacn nome un-
til the flames had practically destroy-
ed the barn.

In the basement Mr. (Fitch had con-
ducted a cider-maki- ng business; this
with a large silo was also a total loss.

At the time of the fire the barn con-
tained about five or six tons of hay.
Sufficient help was not at hand and
the barn was burned to the ground.
