Secrecy Being. Observed Regarding ths
Project.

It ' is understood that Uncle Sam's
scheme of preparedness includes a de-
tention camp for Connecticut far
from the madding crowd, at Middle-tow- n.

Great secrecy is being observ-
ed regarding the project. While no
actual bids have been called for.

In. a finding announced Wednesday
afternoon Compensation Commissione
James J. Donohue baa awarded
Charles Blanehette, of Versailles, hus-
band of the late Amanda B. Blanehette,
compensation at the rate of 35 weekly
for a period not exceed 313 weeks.
Tho case Is a most interesting one as
the decedent, who had been injured
while at work in the Totokett Com
pany's mill and an agreement had been
approved and filed in the superior
court office. Developments necessitat-
ed a hearing on the claim for specific
injuries which was heid and on the
day following the hearing the woman
died before a finding could be arrived
at and signed by the commissioner.

Her husband then put In a claim for
compensation. The hearing held for
the. purpose of having the matter of
dependence passed upon took place In
the commissioners office on-- Wednes
day, March 14th. and the . finding waa
announced yesterday.

Voluntary Agreement Approved.
On January 8th. 117, a voluntary

ageement waa effected In regard to
compensation for an injury to the
thumb of the left hand received by the
said Amanda B. Blanehette of Decem
ber 7th. 1916., arising our of and in the
course of her- employment by the To.
tokett Mfg.. Co. ; By the terms of said
agreement Injured employe waa to re
ceive compensation at the rate of J5.ltper week during disability, and in ad.
dition the medical, surgical and . hos
pital services - provided by ; Sec. 7 of
the act as ' amenaea.

The agreement waa in all respects in
compliance with the requirements of
the act and was duly approved by the
commissioner on Jan. 26th, 1917. on
which date- the agreement in question
was presented for approval, and on the
same day was filed with the cleric of
the superior court.

At the first hearing the eye special.
1st testified that because of the blood
poisoning which had resulted from the
injury received by the decedent ' on
December 7th, 1916, she had lost the
sierit in one eye, and the attending
physician stated over the telephone
that she had also lost the terminal
phalanx of the thumb on the left hand.

It is found that the employe in ques-
tion died on: the day following said
hearing, namely on February 27th,
1917, before a finding and award could
be filed for 'specific Injuries. As the
compensation law does not deal with
estates but with dependents, no claim
could be allowed in the. present case
under the existing circumstances for
moneys which would h.ve been - due
the employe for specific Injuries If
she had lived, as we consider that dis-
ability ends with death:

Husband and Two Children Survive
The deceased left surviving her, her

husband. Charles Blanehette,. who is
named ir. the caption as the claimant
two minor children, Cora, aged IS
years and Frank, aged 13, and from the
testimony presented , at the .second
hearing it is found that said claim-
ants are the pole dependents in this
case. It found that the de-
cedent wss Jivinsr with her husband at
the time of her death and that she was
regularly contributing toward the sup-
port of the family. :

From the testimony given at the
hearing it is found that the decedent
was a spinner and that she had work-
ed off and on some sixteen or more
years during' her married life and that
during that time she had turned- - her
earnings in toward the family main-
tenance. --As her husband is also
worlclnjr and earning S4S a month at
the present time and has also been
contributirtpr to the support of the fam-V.- y.

the minimum amount is hereinafter
awarded as compensation.

At the second hearinpr the repre-

Injury Reported to Company.
The injury was seasonably reported

At tho first bearing it was prac-
tically .'agreed by both parties at In-
terest 'that compensation- - should be
paid for disability and for specific in-

would, refer to the case of Domln'.ck
Murphy's (dependent's) case. Mass.

"When she (meaning the dependent)
died the occasion, for making compen-
sation to her which the act as mat-
ter of justice required should be made,
came to an end. -

"To hold that the dependent's right
to compensation is a vested right.
whi5h passes to a legatee by will, and
in case of intestacy goea to the de-
pendent's next of kin, would be to nutupon the- - insurer a burden not called
for by the object which' the act waa
passed to 'attain.

Reason inr the dependen-t- y
in the Massachusetts case occupi-

er practically the same position which
the injuries employe died in the case
at bar.

The Finding.
In consideration of the foregoing

facts, awarded that the terms of the
voluntary agreement hereinbefore
mentioned shall be carried out in fullup to th tfene ef the death of said
Amanda E. Blanehette aa far as com-
pensation for disability and medical.
surgical and hospital services are con-
cerned; and that from February 27th,
1S',7, compensation at the rate of five
dollars weekly shall be paid to the
claimant. Charles Blanehette. at what-
ever address he may from time to time
indicate, said payments not to ex-
ceed the 312 weeks provided by the
statutes; said award being subject to
modification In case of the death or
remarriage of the husband of the

or the death of the children
who are also named in th caption as
claimants.

It is also awarded that accrued pay
ments on account of compensation shall
be paid to the claimant forthwith bv
the respondents, and that the sum of
one hundred dollars for funeral ex-
penses shall also forthwith be paid by
the respondents to the claimant
through his attorney.
