‘New York, March 22—The most ir-
regular tendencies manifested by to-
Aday's mmarket were traceable to ad-
ditional selling for profits, an In-
crease of operations for the short ac-
count and a .dimunition of public in-
ter=at. Dealings were again fairly
broad, but Individual! offerings were
in lighter volume, except in the more
popular issues.
