FISHING INDUSTRY AT
GLOUCESTER TIED UP.

Crews of Gill Netting Fleet Join hi
Fishermen's Strike.

Gloucecster. Mass., March 25. The
fishing industry at this port was com-
pletely tied up today as a result of
the vote Friday night of the crews of
the gill netting fleet to join in the fish-
ermen's strike. Two hundred and fifty
men operate the 20 boats of this 41et,
which bring in from 50,000 to 100,000
pounds of fish daily.

Between 40 and 50 vessels, employ-
ing 1,000 men, which usually leave in
the spring for the southern mackerel
fishing grounds, are also held up by
the strike. These boats ordinarily be-
gin operations off Cape Hatterae and
follow schools of mackerel toward
Nova Scotia, unloading their catches
along the coast.

The strikers, who work en a per-
centage basis and are demanding the
elimination of certain charges, are do-
ing picket duty ashore and afloat in
an effort to induce all fishermen to
suspend work until the demands have
been granted.

AMERICAN RELIEF WORKERS
ARE TO LEAVE BELGIUM.

Germane to Allow Them to Depart by
Way of Switzerland.

London, March 25, 12.47 p. m. The
London office of the American commis-
sion for relief in Belgium states that
an agreement was reached some time
ago with the Germans under' which
the American relief workers were to
be allowed to leave by way of Switzer-
land whenever it was decided that It
was impossible for them to remain
longer in the occupied territory. Off-
icials of the commission here say they
feel sure this agreement will be .ob-
served.
