A ‘telephone call to the Allen Hook
house brought that company. the Ni-
agaras and the Thomas Hose company
to the hotel after a pedestrian had «ls-
covered smoke gushing from the win-
dow of McCarthy's room,

McCarthy was stretched on the fivor
at the foot of the bed in the room. Ir
McCarthy had worn an yciothing when
he retired Thursday night it had been
consumed by the flames. The left shoe
was on the man’'s foot and burned to a
crlsp. It was the only article of woar-
g apparel on the body.

Three separate holes in  the floor
seemed to Indicate that the fire nad
been smouldering for some time te-
faore it burst Into flame. ¥ is believed
to have originated from a lighted cig-
srette carelessly dropped on the flour.

Richard Hayden,K night clerk at the
Nutmeg, told the police that McCar-
thy entered the hotel about 11.3%0
g'clock Thursday night. T{e paid for
a room and was escorted to the third
floor by Hayden. When they reached
the room the clerk happened to re-
member that his guest had not regis-
tered.

He left a
call for 7.30 o'clock.

NO INTERFERENCE WITH
GERMAN INSURANCE COMPANIES

Assurarfice Made in Proclamation ls-
sued by President Wilson.

Washington, April §—German In-
surance companies in  the United
States, doing millions of dollars worth
of business annually, and with thous-
and= of American policy helders, wer:s
assured today in a pn,gla.mﬂlon by
President Wilson that their business
would not be interfered with in any
WY,

The larger German companies, ever
since the break in relations, have heen
pressing for a definitlon of their
status in the event of war, and already
had been told informally that no difi-
culties would bhe placed In the wav of
their continued operation, their pay-
ment of policies or collection of pre-
minmsa. Tihe amount of business af-
fected was so great, however, and Its
ramifleations so extensive, especially
as afecting public and trust funds
that it was decided to issne a formal
proglamation guaranteeing agninst In-
terference.

A state department raling which re-
snlted in the presidential proclamation,
is based largely on the fact thai thourh
these companies are hranches of for-
eien concorne, they are to all intents
and purposes entirely separate in this
countiy and can conduct their busi-
ne=a without reference to Germany.
During the war, howover, they will not
transmit money to their German hom#a
offices, or have other relallons with
them.
