Low-lyi- ng clouds and the
thickly falling snow greatly impeded
the movement of the troops Wednes-
day.

British Repel Counter Attacks.
Early in the morning the village and

heights of Monchy le Preux, east of
Arras, fell into the hands of the Brit-
ish and were held despite two counter-a-

ttacks delivered by the Germans,
according to London. North of this
position Berlin reports the repulse
with heavy casualties of British infan-
try and cavalry attacks near Fam-pou- x

and Roeux.
German Counter Attacks Successful.
The London communication says

that in the neighborhood of Bullecourt,
west of Cambrai. Field Marshal Hsig's
men penetrated a German position; but
later were counter-attacke- d by super-
ior forces and compelled to return to
their former posltiofhs.

American Flag Flying.
The American flag is to fly imme-

diately over the front in France. The
Lafayette flying corps, composed
mainly of American airmen, is to
adopt the American uniform and carry
the Stars and Stripes during their in-
cursions into enemy territory and in
battles in the air with German avia--
tors

Engagements on Russian Front.
There have been several engage-

ments between the Russians and the
Teutonic allies on the Russian front,
but po important changes in positions
hav resulted. North tf Rojitche the
Germans occupied Russian- - first line
trenches but later were expelled from
them. Likewise near Terechkovez the
Teutons invaded Russian trenches but
were unable to maintain the gain.,

Austrian Bombarding Italians.
The Austrians on the western por-

tion of the Austro-Italia- n theatre are
actively bombarding the Italians in
the Lake Garda and Lagarina valley
sectors, and the Italian guns are shell-
ing the Austrian lines near Areo and
Rovereto. On the Carso plateau, in
the east, the Italians have pushed back
the Austrians at various points.

ARTHUR J. BALFOUR
COMING TO THIS COUNTRY

At the Head of - Commission of Brit-

ish International Experts.

Washington, Aprilll. Assembly in
Washington soon of a great interna-
tional war council was foreshadowed
by an announcement from the state
department today that a British com-
mission, headed by Arthur J. Balfour,
minister of foreign affairs, is expected
to arrive within ten days to discuss
with the government here questions
connected with the conduct of the war.
In addition to the foreign minister,
the commission will include Admiral
Dechair, of the British navyjGeneral
Bridges, of the army and gov-
ernor of the Bank of England.

It was learned authoritatively that
a French commission composed of off-
icials and offers equally as distinguish-
ed as the British representatives also
will be in Washington about the same
time. This commission will be head-
ed by M. Viviani, at present minister
of Justice in the French cabinet and
formerly premier.

The congress is stated to have been
sought by the allied leaders themselves
n order to discuss every phase of the

WfJne of the first questions to be
taken up will be the distribution of
the $3,000,000 loan to the allies, for
which President Wilson has asked
congress to provide.

The greatest problem before the con-

ference is stated to be the mainte-
nance of the flow of American muni-
tions and food supplies to Europe.
This will be sought first by naval co-

operation to fight the German subma-
rine, second b constructionof a huge
fleet of wooden merchantmen to nega-
tive its destructiveness, and third, by
ways and means to increase American
manufacture and the allies' ability to
pay for the products.

Naval is understood to
contemplate the policing of all North
and South American waters - by the
American navy, allowing the return
of the British and French vessels en-

gaged in that work and the safeguard-
ing by American ships of at least part
of the sea lane to Europe.

To Be Hurried to Completion. -

In announcing the selection tonight
Secretary Daniels said construction
work would begin at once and would
be hurried to completion. He also
made public the report of the board
which personally inspected facilities
of 29 cities chosen out of more than
100 which offered sites.

Sites Offered Free of Cost.
For the armor plant an appropriation

of $11,000,000 is available, but a great-
er sum my be asked of congress before
construction is finished. The initial
appropriation for the projectile plant
is $1,700,000. Charleston offered sever-
al acceptable sites free of cost to the
government and one of these will be
selected for the factories themselves
while one of the - protected gorges
nearby will be taken over as a prov-
ing field.

GOETHALS REQUESTED TO TAKE
CHARGE OF SHIPBUILDING

President Wilson Selects Him to Turn
Out 1,000 Wooden Ships.

Washington, April 11. 'Major Gen-
eral George Goethals, - builder 01 the
Panama canal, was formally requested
by President Wilson today to take
charge of the building of 1,000 wooden
ships for foreign commerce. -

Increase of overseas tonnage is re-
garded as an imperative need to de-
feat the German submarine campaign
and keep up the flow of supplies to
the entente allies, consequently the
greatest importance is attached to the
plans for the shipping board for
building wooden ships, which have
been- - approved by the president and
the council of national defense.

The entire resources of available
BhipbuildinJ yards are to be used for
the' purpose.

The president earnestly hopes that
General Goethals will undertake the
work and If he does- so, he will be
placed in general charge" with unlim-
ited authority to organize the building
facilities. Recently the genera ac-
cepted the position of state engineer
of New Jersey, but it is understood
that his contract allows him to give
up the work if called upon to perform
public duties.

The shipping board has
at its disposal for the construction
and purchase of vessels and it is es-
timated that beginning early in the
fall ships at the rate of 200,000 tons a
month can be turned out.

TELLS OF SCHEME TO
GAMBLE IN FOOD STOCKS.

Joseph Hartigan of New York Declares
Prompt Action is Necessary to Pre-
vent It
New York, April 11. Joseph Harti-

gan, city commissioner of'weights and
measures, issued a statement tonight
declaring that "only prompt action by
the United States government can
avoid serious complications in the food
supply situation in the United States."

Since the declaration of a state of
war between this country and the
German government, Mr. Hartigan as-
serted, prices on ail foodstuffs at
wholesale and retail in this city have
advanced. Reports received by him,
he added, showed the existence of
"speculative corners" in canned sal-
mon, canned tomatoes and yellow on-
ions.

"It is said in the trade," declared Mr.
Hartigan, "that capital is being fur-
nished to experienced food merchants
by persons outside of the trade to
gamble in food stocks. Such conduct
should be met by new laws making
Mich an act a crime. Anyone speculat-
ing in food products at this time should
be declared a public enemy."

Mr. Hartigan also asserted that buy-
ing by consumers in quantities is "un-
patriotic and will work immeasurable
injury to those least able to pay high
prices."

AUTOCRATIC POWER TO
DEAL WITH FOOD PROBLEM

Proposed to President Wilson by Rep-
resentative Lever.

Washington, April 11. Granting of
autocratic power to some branch of the
government to' deal with the food prob-
lem was proposed to President Wilson
today by Representative Lever of
South Carolina, chairman of the house
committee on agriculture.

Mr. Lever said drastic steps would
nave to be taken to meet the serious
world shortage of food supply if Amer-
ica Is to feed her own people and aid
the entente countries. He spoke of the
shortage of farm labor, declaring it
was a question for serious considera-
tion whether men for work on the
farms should not be drafted.

The National Agricultural society,
at a patriotic convention here yester-
day, formally approved a plan for the
creation of a federal bureau to control
food production and distribution and
fix prices. '

Among the possible ways of increas-
ing the food supply suggested by Mr.
Lever was to close down distilleries
using grain in the manufacture of
whiskey and other intoxicants. He saidover 600,000,000 bushels of grain are
used annually in this way.

Amazing Development.
This amazing development late to-

day spurred on the investigations ofthe catasthophe already under way
by federal, state, county, local officialsand officers of the company. Numer-ous suspects were rounded up here.In Philadelphia and Villa Nova, Pi.,and in Camden, N. J., and in eachcase the disposition of the prisonerswas placed in the hands of agents ofthe department of justice at Philadel-phia. The arrests so far have ap-
parently furnished nothing tangible tothe perpetrator of the alleged plot.

A Diabo'ical Plot.
The statement of the company's rep-

resentative, who declined to permit theuse of his nam?, raid the tragedy "wasthe result of a diabolical plot con-
ceived in the degenerate brain of - a
demon in human guise." and that thetriple explosion was due to a bomb
manufactured from a shell toy one of
the employes. Beyond this Informa-
tion the offlcial refused to disclose any
further details. '
. Federal Agents Investigating.

It is known that federal agents are
tonight basing their Investigation on
this explanation. Those familiar with
the explosives manufactured at theplant point out that a workman could
have carried on a ptotJn the midst of
nnsunect1ng tfIo' es, Vpart'ti'srly
the women enraged In the pacing of
time fuses in the .structure, which was
wrecked.

TJnless the bomb was timed, it was
explained, the plotter must have met
the same fate as the rest of the vic-
tims.

52 of Dead Identified.
The number of known dead an-

Wilhelm, vice president and general
manager of the company, after a fairly
complete canvass of the lists of em-
ployes and the victims was placed at
116 and of these 52 had been Identi-
fied. ' Unofflcia1 reports of missing to-
day placed the number at thirty-si- x.

Washington, April 11, President
Wilson, in a conference with Hpeaker
Champ Clark and Majority Lead- r
Kitchin at the capitol today, insisted
on the terms of th-- administration hill
for raising a large army on the prin-
ciple of selective draft. At the same

flime, however, it was learned that the
war department virtually had decided
on . plans under which opportunity
would be given for approximately 500,-10- 0

men to volunteer for service for
the term of the war.

The net result of the new plans
would be to make the total national
guard and regular force to be organ-
ized first lndependfntly of the selective
draft plan approximately 724.000 men,
making room for the absorption of
half a million volunteers. No attenv-- t

to enlist men to accomplish this will
be made, however, until congress has
acted, and authority is granted to en-

list such volunteers for the duration
of the war only.

ARGENTINA AND COSTA RICA
TO GIVE THEIR MORAL SUPPORT

To ths United States in ths War
Against Germany.

Washington, April 11, Without for-
mally announcing abandonment of
their neutrality, two more Latin-Americ- an

republics, Argentina and
Costa Rica, have given assurances of
their moral support for the United
States in the war against Germany.

Argentina, 'Shoosing a middle course
between those of Krazil and Chile, her
alster nations in the Influential A. Ti.
C. trio, has not 1 fled the state depart-
ment that she "recognizes the Jumice"
of this country's stand ag.i!nt Ger-
man aggression. The communication
contains no Intimation, however, that
the Argentine authorities contemplate
an actual break with Berlin.

Little Costa Rica, Just emerging
from the throes of a revolution, sent
word to her diplomatic representative
here today that she endorsed the
course of President Wilson and waa
"ready to prove it if necessary."

Two Weeks to Frame a Bill.
In evolving a new taxation plan for

Not only will much
trouble be experienced in getting re-
publicans and democrats together, but
each side is possessed of many dif-
ferent ideas that would be difficult to
reconcile. Mr. Kitchin said tonight
that he expected at least two weeks
would be reguired to frame a bill.

The first question is what amount of
revenue shall be raised by immediate
taxation. The generally accepted plan
has been to divide equally the cost of
the first year of the war, roughly es-
timated at from $3,750,000,000 to

between bonds and taxes,
