The
first school will open Monday, June 4,
and one-wee- k courses will be opened
each Monday morning after that dur
ing the month. The first week will be
especially for the garden supervisors
of the state and every person in charge
of garden work, whether paid or a vol-
unteer leader, is expected to attend.
These people will then return to their
home communities and spread the gos-
pel ot food conservation. The courses
of the following weeks in June will be
open to all who wish to attend.

A special school beginning July 9
will be held for the benefit of home
economics teachers and others who
will be unable to get away from their
work in time to attend the-Ju- ne ses-
sions.

The cost of taking a week's-- work In
canning at Storrs will be $7, to cover
the expense of board and room. Ma-
terial for canning will be furnished
free and all equipment will be provid-
ed except that the students must take
with them two aprons, two towels, two
dish cloths and two holders for han-
dling hot cans. At the end of the
week s work opportunity will be given
the visitors to buy at actual cost their
food canned by them if they so desire.

The object of these schools is pri- -
mari.y to teach the people the art of
canning so thoroughly that they will
be fitted to instruct people in their
home communities. It is of course
impossible for the college force to
reach through these schools ail thepeople who want instructin in can-
ning, 'but by making every one of
those who attend capable of instruct-ing others, the teaching of the collegte
will reach every part of the state.
This work is being done by the col-
lege in with the Connec-
ticut committee of food supply.

In addition to the schools he'.d at thecollege, demonstrations will be held in
all parts of the state. A demonstra-
tion may be arranged for in any com-
munity by applying to the extensionservice at Storrs.

Local canning schools of three days'
duration will be held in the cities in

with the chambers ofcommerce, the state college furnishing
the teachers and the local
nons furnishing the equipment andthe material to be canned. The datesfor these will be announced later. Spe-
cial instructors have been retained forthis work and members of the faculty
will be available for this work at ail
times.

Especial attention will be paid thisyear to the eanning of vegetables andthe canning of fruit with the minimumamount of sugar. The season for foodconservation has already begun. De-
mands are being received now for di-
rections as to the canning of aspara-gus, and other vegetables soon will beready for preservation.

Those in charge of this movementfor food conservation, emphasize thatevery community should send at leastone representative to the college togain knowledge which may, in turn,
be passed on to others.

CORN 13 THE CROP
TO GROW NOW.

Statement Says It Requires Little Ma-
chinery and is Practically Sure..

The following statement to the farm-
ers of Connecticut, made by TV. L.
Slate, Jr., professor of agronomy, Con-
necticut Agricultural college, has been
issued through the Connecticut com-
mittee of food supply:

Corn is the most sensible, econom-
ical and patriotic crop we can grow
in Connecticut this year. Sensible be.cause it fits our farm system, grows
on most soils, requires litle machinery
and is practically a sure crop. Eco-
nomical because the seed cost is small,
it responds well to farm manures, there
is no spraying expense, and the foodproduced is greater than asy othercrop we can grow. Patriotic becauseit will go farther toward helping feed
the world than any other crop we cangrow.

Corn, like other feeds, is so high
that we can't afford "to buy it. Whatwill we do for grain next fall? Feedhome grown corn ground with the cobit makes excellent feed.

will we do if flour goes to J20a barrel? Eat more cornmeal. Our
forefathers won the revolution on it.It will cost from 1125 to J150 togrow an acre of potatoes properly thisyear. For the same outlay two or threeacres of corn can be raised and atleast twice as much food produced.It is now too late in the season tochange or enlarge our plans greatly,but it is not too late to plant an extraacre fit corn. Do you realize that onebushel of corn on every farm in Con
necticut means 1,000.000 bushels of
enei.ea corn added to our supply?We must win the war by fighting andby farming. Corn is the crop we cangrow best. Plant another acre.
