During the first four months of
the present year, 43 fatal automobile
accidents orrurred in this State. In
the same period for 1916 the number
waa 20. Thia is an increase of 22 in
the neriod from Jan. 1 to April 10. It
in an Intereatins fact that the differ
ence. In the number of fatalities for
the first four months of 19H and
those of 1A1S was only one, the
number in 1915 belnjr one less than
In 1916.

There were 350 arrests In the state
during the four months for violations
of the automobile law. and the num-

Nearly all the cases of
reckless driving had their origin In
the fact that the operators were some
what under the. Influence cr li
quor. Their condition did not al
ways warrant a charge of intoxica
tion in tho court hence they were
seldom prosecuted for drunkenness.
A person' action may be influenced
by his intoxicated condition, but it is
quite another matter to prove to the
satisfaction of. a court that he wai
drunk.

DRAFT STATE GUARD
INTO FEDERAL 'SERVICE.

Orders Received to Recruit to War
Strength Immediately.

According to a" bulletin sent out
from the 'Boston headquarters, north-
eastern department, all coast artillery
organizations of the National guard
will be drafted into federal service
about July 15.

Captain W. G. Tar box of the Fifth
company and Captain William R. Den-iso- n

of the Third company, local coast
artillery companies, have received or
ders from the secretary of war to re-
cruit to war strength immediately.
During the past two weeks there has
been a lull in enlistments, and as the
married men in both companies will
be mustered out of the service, there
is a big demand for recruits.

The policy in reference to increasing
the regular army, drafting the Nation
al guard into the federaj service, and
drafting five hundred thuo&and men for
the national army, is briefly outlined
in the bulletin sent out from the Bos-
ton headquarters which follows:

The regular army will be increased
four remaining increments and raised
to maximum strength during the
months of May and. June. About July
loth one-thir- d of the National guard
already in service wiil be drafted into
federal service, July 25th the second
one-thir- d of the national guard will be
drafted into the federal service, and
the remaining one-thir- d will be draft
ed into federal service about Aug. 5th.
