COMPREHENSIVE STATEMENT
BY GENERAL GOETHALS

Why Stes! and Wood Should Be Used
in Construction of Ships.

New York, May 25 —Major General
George W. Goethals, spealkdng Inform-
ally tonight at the annual dinner here
of tha Iron and Steel Institute, declar-
&d that the proposal to bulld one thous-
and 8,000-ton wooden ships in elgh-
teren months “ls simply hopeless” for
that reason, he sald, it hiEd become
necessary to turn to steel as well as
wood,

“As I need assistance and co-oper-
ation in my work."” sald General Goe-
thals, “I concluded to tell you my
troubles and ask your help. On the
principle of the selective draft, 1T have
agrin been called to the government's
service and confronted with the pro-
position to turn out one thousand 2,000
ton wooden ships in eighteen months,
wood because It was not possible to get
#teel and becauss they could be con-
structed in Tesa time,

“] found that contracts for wooden
ships haa been let in all direction, but
wns unahle to find plans or snecifica-
tions. When you consider %*hat the
birdes ar» now nesting in the trees that
will go tn bulld thoss ships=—ships that
must attain o speed of 10 1-2 knots
and severnl additional knots to escape
submarines—why, the proposition 1is
simly hopeless.

“T ealled on Mpr. Farrell of the Unit-
ed States Stee]l Corporatlon and 1 ask-
ed him if It was not possible to turn
step]l, He assured me it would be pos-
gible. T announced it and T asked per-
missi%a to turn to stesl as well as to
woodd. I finally got permission. Fifty
milllon deollars were approprinted for
these ahips from the =ale of Panama
Canal bond=s but no effort has yet been
made to sell those bonds.

“Money is as necessary as anvthing
else. 1 begmn a campaien for money
and os T regard all boards an long. nar-
row and wooden, and being a firm be-

rever in absolute authority In all un-
ertakings T wanted money and au-
thority.

*“This is now hbeing discussed In the
house committee on appropriations and
I have been promised the money In
ten days or two wesks.

“T had a second conference with Mr,
Farrell and he promisad to see the
programme carried out if we turned to
steel, and he promised also to turn out
three milllon tons of steel ships In
efghteen months.

“Ax the shipping buollt will ultimately
Pp to the merchant marine, if they es-
cape the submarine, they should bs as
far as possible of steel construetion. I

Farrell and to enrry out the promise,

“The shipyards are full. T have
asked for legirlation ta prevent the
Iayving down of ships for anvone but
for us. I want to enlist the co-oper-
ation and assistance of the structual
steel people. I hpve got to hawve the
co-operation of manofacturers, makers
of machinery, chains, wire cables, in
fact evervthinz that goes to make the
completed ship, and if what Lloyvd
George sald is true, that ahips are go-
inz to win the war, evervbody who
help= build shipz will help win the
war.”
