Dr. Percy A. Senior, who came to
Westerly about nine years ago and
was employed as physician or sev-
eral fraternal societies, and styled a
'"contract doctor," is now at the Nor-
wich state farm of inebriates at Brew-ster- s

Neck, sentenced there for eight
months rom the Stonington town
court on the charge of being a com-
mon drunkard. Dr. Senior is hiehly
educated, was an officer in the Eng-
lish army, but his bright career was
prevented by the intervention of John
Barleycorn. Many times the doctor
has been haled into the Third dis-
trict court at Westerly for intoxica-
tion, and once on the more serious
charge of murder and abortion. H.s
conduct was so unbecoming a member
cf the medical profession that at the
request of the state association of phy-
sicians ha was prohibited to practice
medicine in Rhode Island. After br-
ing released from custody by the
state, Dr. Senior went to Waterbury,
leaving his family in Westerly. There
the doctor violated the law in re

gard to narcotics and served a jail
sentence. In due time he returned to
Westerly and a few months "ater,
with his family, moved to Stonington
borough.

He was arraigned in thn town court
Saturday for a fourth time within a
short period, and was charged with
being a common drunkard. He was
adjudged guilty and the sentence io
the inebriate farm resulted.

Five men from Pawcatuck were ar-
raigned in the Stonington town court.
Andrew Shea, Herbert Guthrie. Ter-
ence Gallagher, William A. Harty and
Oliver Brown, charged with failuda
to pay their personal tax. Brown was
discharged and tha others were ad- -

d , puIUv. Sentence was'SH.,, until July 7, to give the ac
cused time to settle for the tax or
take the legal consequences. In addi-
tion to the $2 tax they will be re-
quired to pay the costs of the court
in their cases.

Two mere residents of Pawcatuck,
Thomas Suqrue and Wiliiam Smith
wera before the court, charsed with
non-suppo- rt of their families. Both
were adjudged guilty and Judce
Hinckley ordered them to pay $4 a
week to their wives, or take a sen-
tence of thirty days in jail each. Su-pr- ue

wr.s required to furnish a bond
of $150, and Smith a bond of $200.
Suretv was supplied and both were
released.

For driving an automobile past a
trolley car ' which was at a standstill
to discharge passengers.- - AATilliam Gla-sie- r,

of Mystic, paid fine and costs
amounting to $12.0-5- .

"The spark from a passing loco-
motive" was not responsible for the
brush fire in Charlestown, in the
southeastern part of the town, but
was evidently caused by design or
from the innocent lighted cigarette
dropped on the roadside. The blaze
started near Rawson hill, on the Brad-
ford road, and burned over to th-- Post
road as far as the Henry Hoxie placs
on the Klondike road. A barn be-
longing to John Sands, of Brooklyn,
was burned with its contents, which
included a large quantity of hay and
several carriages. Seventy-fiv- e cords
of cut firewood, readv for delivery,
and owned by Stephen Peckham and
Palmer Pendleton. was destroyed.
Men. women, bovs and girls, turned
out in force and fought the fire as best
thoy could, but the force was all too
small to cope with the big fire, suc-
cessfully.
