BANS DRINKS FOR
MEN IN UNIFORM

Law Applies to Every Membar of the
Nutional Guard.

Believing that the law putting a
ban on drinks for men in uniform ap-
plied to soldiers only, some New Lon-
don saloonkespers have been serving
sailors, though refusing to serve any-
thing but msofl drinks to soldlers. The
majority of the galoonkeepers have
made a fast rule to serve nens but
civillans so as to be on the safe side,
but some of the proprietors of cafes
have taken a chance on serving jack-
ies, believing the law did not affect
them.

Newport saloonkespers this week
sought official interpretation of the
law and found that It Included any
man in uniform, whatever branch of
the service he represents, so they have
made g rule to esrve no men In uni-
form. Tt has made a great differsnce
in the business there, where the cafes
weére often Jfammed jwith soldlers,
sallors and marines, Thers have heen
a few arrests In Newport for viola-
tion of ths federal prokibition law.

According to o ruling of Atterney
Generel Gregory, the law applies to
every member of the National Guard
of every state, whether or not actual-
Iy mustersd into federal service, This
law nleo includes the naval and ma-
rine corps foreces as well as the army.

This ruling s made on seotion 12
of the army selective drafy act. re-
cantly enacted by congress, According
to tha interpretation of the Iaw, each
member of every fighting branch, lia-
ble to federal serviee, Is included un-
der the act, rezardless of whether or
net he has bean actually mustered in-
to the serviece,

The =attorney genaral holds that In
lorislation W this character where
the words “miilitary foreea™ are spe-
cificaily used they are meant to apply
to both the land and nava! forces of
the govermment. When the president
has been aothorized to employ the
military forces of the country to ecar-
ry on a war, the department of justice
contends that such forces include av-
ery fighting braneh of the nation—

has sent instructions to United States
attorneys and other officers to causs
the arrest o any one who shal] sell
to any soldler, sailor. maxhe or Na-
tional Guari.

PICK OUT NAMES
FROM STATE CENSUS,

Librarian Gedard Cempleting Lists|com

Distributed Into 8Six Classes.

State Librarian George 2. Godard, in
whose custody Is the state milltary
census material, has started delivery
of the complete lists by towns of the
men of draft age whose names have
been returned o the c¢ensus by the
enumerators. It s expected that be-
fore June 1 (Friday) a liet covering all
the towns will be in the hands of the
Bovernor.

“Something of the magnitude of the
task can be Imagined,” Mr. Godard
said, “"when it Is known that 302,480
cards have besn recelved. We have
kept continuousiy at work on this im-
mense number and find that the census
will be of high value te the atate. It
will be used not only for the draft
regletration but later for the recruit-
ing of the state guard. It will bhring
into the town treasuries Jarge sums
from men who have dodged payment
of the persomal tax.”

Six lste of names of men of draft
age are being made from the material.
The fArst three deal with citizens of
the state, the others with aliens,

The first class deals with men of the
draft age without dependents and phy-
sically Nt. The second has to do with
men of that age with dependents and
physically fit. The third has to do
with men of such age without depend-
dents and phyeically nnfit. The first is
already in use, as far as Hartford and
the home stations of the units of the
First Infantry ars concerned. by Col-
onel] Richard J. Goodman and the re-
cruiting officers of that regiment.

The fourth, fth and sixth classes,
dealing with aliens.  are small, com-
pared with the first three. They are
distributed as follows:

Fourth class, aliens who have taken
out the first papers; fifth cla=s. allens
who are friendly; sixth clas=, alleps
who are enemies. All classes are of
draft age.

In llme of actuyal or threatemed hos-
tilitiea the signal reserve corps may be
called into service by the president as
part of the regular army of the Unit-
ed States.

“Jeaves of absence will be granted
to such employes when ordered to
duty by the Fresident of the United
States In time of actual or thréatened
hostllities. Such lsawves of absence
will be subject to the following con-
ditlons:

The lvave will cover the period of
the employe's necessary absence on
such duty during the remainder of the
term of the commission or enlistment
under which he is serving at the time
he is ordered to duty, and during re-
newals thereof in time of war.

The employe will be allowed full
pay. at the normal rata In effect when
he is ordered te duty, until the end of
the calendar month in which he 18 thus
called Into service; thersafter, for the
period of the leave of absence, but not
exceeding twlve months, he will be
allowed full pay at such normal rate
leas the amount which he is entitled to
receive from the Government. If the
neceseary absence on duty continues
beyond such twelve months, further
consideration will ba given to the mat-
ter of payment.

The employe will retain hl.u eligi-
bhility to benefits under the “Plan for
Employes' Pensions, Disability Bene-
fite and Death Benefits’ during the
period of leave of absence, and! such
period of absence will not be dednoct-
ed in computing his term of employ-
ment for purposes of the plan.

Upon return from siuch duty (after
honorable discharge if the employe has
jeft the United States milftary ser-
vice) the employe will be given such
employment as the needs of the ser-
vice permit a.nd as he is able and fit-
ted to perform.”
