Our
farm comprises 65 acres; 45 boys work
it.

The boys are keen in intellect, good

earn their way through school.

As to food, we have rice for them
twice a day: breakfast is coffee, sugar,
and bread. Meat is from cold storage,
milk in cans, potatoes from Japan.

The sun rises at 6 and sets at 6,
with hardly a variation of half an
hour. The temperature is never be-
low 70 degrees, and never above 90
degrees in the shade, and always
there is a strong breeze from the
ocean.. The bright sun is more wear-
ing than the climate.

The Filipinos are fairly well civil-
ized, they have been for 300 years un-
der Spanish rule, and the church is
the Catholic church. Work there is
vastly easier than in some places

In use according to the islands are
eight dialects. We use English in all
our work; the country is being made
into an American republic. There are
about 50 'Americans in Ioilo, in our
part of the island are 20 missionaries,
men and women.

Washington, May 31. The .Prince
of Udine, head of the Italian war mis-
sion, on the floor of the senate today,
delivered a message to the American
people m the name of King Victor
Emmanuel, welcomine the entrance
of the United States into the war as
the final moral justification of the
cause for which the allies are fight
ing.

"Italy, ' said the prince, "wants the
safety of her boundaries and her coast
and she wants to secure herself
against new aggressions. But Italy
has not been and never will be an
element of discord in Europe, and as
she willed her own free national ex-
istence at the cost of any sacrifice.
she will contribute with all herstrength to the free existence and de
velopment of other nations. "

after the violent offences against right
naa oecome clear and the American
Das' nad been insulted, he said:

"Tou bring us the sacred recogni
tion of our right, you bring us moral
confidence and the conviction that our
cause is holy-- and that the great freedemocracy shares our feeling, our
spirit, and our hone."
