NEW ADVANCES EAST AND SOUTH OF MESSINES

The New Advances Menace From Both North and South the

Tha Rritish troops in the region of
Messines continue to make gains
msminst the Germans. Hoth east and
eouth of Messines fresh advances by
Fiald Marshal Halg's forces and the
capturs of important first line posi-
tions are reported. The new advanc-
e= in the nsighborhood of Gaspard,
which lles directly east of Messines
and betwsen the Hivers Lys and' st
Yvea and sast of Ploegsteert Wood
form a direct menace from both the
north and south to the important town
of Warneston and the road leading
eastward toward Comndnea

Tha artillery duels on various sec-
tnra In Belglam, particolariy near
Stesenstrasts, Lizerne and Boesinghe
continue pnabated and doubtieas the
regions snon will be the scenes of Im-
portant infantry engagements.

Ajong the front in Fussia and Gali-
rin quietude still prevalls, except that
now and then the Germans and Aus-
trigns are making reconnalszances wth
small pairo! partias, which generally
meet with hard usage at the hands
of the Rnssians In the Cancuasus
reglon the Kurds have dellvered strong

attacks against the Russians, but all
of them were repulsed.

With the abdication of King Con-
stantins of Greece and the departure
of the former monarch, the queen, tha
crown nprince and the royal entourage
from Athkens to embark on a Pritish

warship which will take them to a
point where they can proceed ta
Switzerland, the Macedonian theatre

holds forth nromises of early Import-
ant developments.

Meanwhile on the fighting front
glong the Greco-Serbian frontler, con-
siderable fighting is taking place, but
without amy Important results having
bean achieved.

The Austrians on the Tar=o platean
northeast of Gorizia In the Austro-
Itallan section have delivered attacks
against the Italians occupving posi-
tiong they recently captured. All the
attacks, however went for naught,
owing to the acrcuracy of the fire of the
Itallan artiflerymen. Likewlise, in the
Trentino sector a heavy offensa by
the Austrians was put down by the
Italians, the enemy being driven back
in disorder and with heavy losses.

Plain-
ly, then, our society s confronted
with the proposition of opcmlng up
recreation centers at all of the prin-
cipal concentration camps and of
furnishing moral and material ald,
and support to our soldiers.

“The supreme board of directors has
appropriated one million dollars for
the purpose and has Issued a nation-
wide appeal to our membership for
contributions to this war camp fund.”

BY PUTTING A PROHBITORY TAX
ON FOODSTUFS USED

$60 PER 100 POUNDS

New Rate Written Into the War Tax
Bill by the Senate Finance Commit-
tee—Prohibits Importation of Dis-
i‘rllau' Beverages.

Washington, June 14.—A prohibitory
tax on foodstuffs used in making
beverages, tentatively asreed to last
week by the scnate finance committee,
was still further Increased today and
then was formally written into the war
tax bill. The new rate Is $60 per
hundred pounds instead of $20 per
bushel and representatives of the dis-
tillers declare it unquestionably would
be effective in forcing suspension of
the distilling industry. The section as
approved also probibits importation
of dlistillers’ beverages.

Other Liquor Tax Increases.

Othel Hquor tax Increnses were ap-
proved by the committee today vir-
tually without change from the house
schedules, The manufacturers tax
of 6 per cent. on athletle goods, cam-
eras, patent medicines, perfumeries
and cosmeties was reduced to two per
cent. and a substitute tnx on scalpers’
siles of tickets was adopted making
the rmte from 3 to 30 per cent. instead
of 50 per cent fiat.

Troublesome Problems Today.

NOT TO OPPOSE REDUCTIONS
IN PASSENGER TRAIN SERVICE

Official Memorandum by Massachusetts
