By Irving Fisher, Proféssor of Econo-
mics at Yale University.

The only sound economy for the na-
tion 18 the saving of its citizens: the
good, old-fashioned, honest abstinence
from present induizence for the sake
of the war and the future. Tha house-
wife can be of enormous benefit to the
nation by reducing the wasts in the
kitchen by wise selection of foods, and
by rigidly Interdicoting expenditures
for luxurles, unnecessary clothing, ete.

The change should be radical., In-
terested parties who want our money
are deploring such advice, and are
thereby doing enormous harm to the
nation, If not to themselves in the end.
There Is no danger that the change
will ba any too sudden, but every dan-
ger that it wlill be too slow. Recently
n_ department store owner In a large
New England city took of
an invitation to speak before working
girls, to advise them to spend just as
freely on <othes and _other dngs (to
be purchased at department stores) as
in timesa of peace, While I have no
doubt that this man had eonvinced
himself that his interests wers those
of the nation, he was grossly mistaken
and his advice was lltﬂo short of
criminal, Buch advice wiH lead to ex-
travagance, borrowing, inflation, high-
er cost of living, and virtually leyvy-
ing the cost of the war upon the work-
ing man.

Don't waste a bit of fat! What can-
not be eaten ¢an be made Into nitro-
elycerine.
