8IX PRISON OFEENSES.

Substance of Strict Regulations in Ef-
fect July 1st—Receiving or Giving
Tips Forbidden. _

Briefly stated, Connecticut’s new
motor vehicie law, which weant Into
=ffect iunm contalns six prison of-
fenses. These ara for using motor
vehicles wlthm:'thger-uuon of owner
or tampering a motor vehicle;

operating car while intoxicated: im-
properly passing a street raliway car:
throwing stones or other objects nt a
mator vehicle, ete.. fallure to muke
known suspension when applying fﬂt
deense and refusal to give name, eic
to oMicer. For ail other violations fines
ranging from $5 to $200 are the pen-
alties.

All operators of motor vehicles must
have a license from the state, and it
must be in the on of the op-
erator while he is driving the car.
There is a fine of $50 for obtalning a
license on false preteénses. It is against
the law to receive or to give tips, a
fine of 350 for the first offense. The
penalty for faflure to stop and assist
after causing injury In a fine of not
