DUTIES OF REGISTRANTS.

Following Steps Should Be Taken in
. Connection With Draft.

Did you register on June 5? If
you did, it is incumbent on you to
take tha foHowing steps for your-
self in connection with the selec-
tive draft:

Find out the number of the ex-
emption district in which you live.

Find cut wtiere the headquarters
of the exemption board for that
district are located.

Find cut whether you have been
given a new . number by the local
board, and if so, what the num-
ber is.

Find out, as soon as the "draw-
ing" takes place in Washington,
whether your number was drawn.

Find cut where to present your-
self if your number was drawn, ir-
respective of whether you receive
notice by mail or not.

Present yourself cn the date spe-
cified to the local board, no matter
whether you think you are physi-
cally fit or not.

If you are going to claim exemp-
tion, make your preparations early
because your claim must be filed
with the loAl board within seven
days after you are called.

And remember: IT IS UP TO
YOU!

You are not exempt, no matter
who or what you are, until you
have been examined.

You cannot b.e exempted or dis-
charged until you have demanded
exemption or discharge.

You are not exempted automati-
cally because you are married, or
because of your occupation.

You may find yourself suddenly
ordered to a training camp or
branded as a deserter unless you
see to It that you comply with all
these, legal requirements.

BOTHERING EGG LAYERS

Leghorns Made Clean Sweep During
36th Week at Storra.

Storrs. Conn., July 13. Tre Leg-
horns made a clean sweep in the thlr-ty-sije- th

week of the laying contest at
Storrs. Two Connecticut pens, both
entered by Windsweep Farm of
Redding Ridge, got first and second
places with yields of 59 and 58 eggs
respectively. A. P. Robinson's pen
from Calverton, - N. T., were third with
a production of 57 eggs and F. M. Peas-ley- 's

pen from Cheshire, Conn., won
fourth position with a yield of 54 eggs.
All pens together laid a total of 3.S6S
for the week.

Some of the birds In the contest are
now molting and this means, of course,
that the egg production must continue
to fall off from this time on to the
end of the competition. As a rule
hens do not lay and molt simultane-
ously for like their owners hens seem
to do theic very best when they at-
tempt only one thing at a time. Trap-ne- st

records ha.ve demonstrated the
fact that in general the late layers
and late molters are the one"! that al-s- m

began first the previous autumn.
The hen that lays Into the nutumn is
therefore the hen that lays the most
eggs during the year. In general she
is the best hen to keep. The early
quitter is the poorest layer and thepoorest breeder.

LARGE INCREASE
IN FRANCHISE TAX

Amounts to $817,621.33 According to
Commissioner Corbin.

The franchise tax paid by stock in-
surance companies to the state in 1917,
amounts to $817,621.33. according to
figures announced by William H. Cor-
bin. state tax commissioner, an in-

crease of over $200,635 over last y :
This is the second year that stork in-
surance companies have been obliged
to pay a franchise tax to the state
and at the last session of the gen-
eral assembly an attempt was made
to have the tax paid on the income
rather than the market value of the
capital stock. - The attempt failed,
however, and the companies paid
their tax on the market value of
the capital stock this year.

According to the tax laws of thestate, every insurance company hav-
ing capital stock incorporated under
the laws of the state and doing busi-
ness in the state, on or before July
15 of each year, shall pay to the
state treasurer a tax on its corporate
franchise equal to one-ha- lf of 1
per cent, on the market value ' of
each share of its capital stock. Ifany company shall fail to pay the
tax required within a specified time,
it shall forfeit to-- the state twice the
amount of the tax.

The Travelers Insurance Co., was
the heaviest contributor to the state
treasury, paying S237.000. The
Aetna Life Insurance Co., paid $179.-75- 0,

these being the only two insur-
ance companies to pay over 100,000.

LETTER FROM THE NORWICH
SECRETARY IN CHINA.

Secretary Hill - Reeeivee - Report of
Paotingfu For Y, M. C. A. Annual
Meeting.

Through the kindness of a number
of friends in Norwich the local Y. M.
C. A. is able to support a general sec-
retary in the Young Men's Christian
Association in Paotingfut China, and
the following letter regarding the an-
nual meeting of that association has
been received Jy General ' Secretary
Edwin Hill on the local association
from the Norwich representative
which will be of unusual interest to
people in this city. The letter fol-
lows: .

The Paotingfu Young Men's Chris-
tian Association steppes! into the limelight on the occasion of the fourth an-
niversary meeting. It must be admit-
ted, however, 'that most of the lightwas glory reflected from - the person
of the American Minister to China, Dr.
Paul S. Reinsch, who was the person
of honor on that occasion. Something
of the character of this gentleman may-
be judged from the fact that he was
willing to leave the gay capital and
his busy office In order to help our
little association in winning thefriendship of the key men of this city.

When Dr. Reinsch, unattended, step-
ped unpretentiously from the train,
ths trumpets blared, drums boomed,
long lines of Chinese soldiers saluted,
and the leading officials of the city
stepped forward to be Introduced by
the association secretaries. After ex-
pressing to the Chinese In gracious
words his surprise and appreciation of
their courtesy, he was invited to takea cup of tea in the official waiting
room and then to ride In the military
governor's carriage to the association
building.

Through crowded streets lined with
soldiery, the minister and the some-
what abashed secretary- drove to the
association headquarters. These are in
the heart of the city. In the tallestbuilding on its broadest and busiest
street. .The association, which has
hitherto done an almost exclusive stu-
dent work, moved In February to thesenewer and better rooms with a view towinning the rupport of the officials,
the gentry, and the merchants, which
classes must back it if it is to support
the promised $25,000 building which
American mends are giving in mem-
ory of the martyred Horace Tracv
Pitkin.

The fourth anniversary meeting was
enthusiastic from the start. The size
of the auditorium limited the audience
to a very select grouri of about two
hundred. These Included the leading
military ana civn authorities. educators, gentry, merchants, bankers, andprominent residents of the city. The
chief of police loaned us his band
which rattled the panes rigiht royally.
It was evident from the first thatthere was to be no lp.-i-k of applause.
St. Luke's account of the Good Samar
itan brought forth the first rood
round of hand clapping, and what fol
lowed the prayer might, have been
taken for an tneore. When it came
to Minister Rein sen's speech, however,
his sentences were punetuatedf by en
thusiastic anoroval on the pert of th
Chinese. He spoke of the Old Chi-
na and the New, emphasizing the
value of the treasures handed down
from China's great past and the need
of conserving them through thebroadening social relations rid of ex-
pressing them through the new politi-
cal form-- of the present. He touch-
ed on the friendship between the Unit-
ed States and China and the desire
of his country to in secur
ing tho best in both old and new for
China. He referred to the Y. M. C.
A. as being a concrete expression of
this feeling of the United States as
well as being the expression of the
spirit of Jesus Christ, wishing- to help
to the utmost in the all around devel-opment of men. Dr. Reinseh's ad-
dress was well adapted to his audi-
ence and was highly appreciated by
them. At first the noise of passing
rickshas threatened to be disconcert
ing, but the chief of police was seen
to give an order and quiet was re-
stored as all the traffic was diverted
to a. side street.

Then, after a song by the ouartette,
opportunity was given for the audi-
ence to take the platform, and therewas no oppressive silence and pro
longed waiting. The chief of police
first strode forward and shouted his
approval of everything In general,
ending with "Ten thousand years to
Minister Reinsch! Ten thousand years
to the United States! Ten thousandyears to China! Ten thousand years to
the Y. M. C. A.!" He was followed by
the district magistrate, who, to thegreat satisfaction of the foreigners
present, pointed out the fact that the
association was not a foreign asso-
ciation, but a Chinese Y. M. C. A., and
furthermore that the local organlzaion
was the Paotingfu Y. M. C. A and
still further that it. was not limited toyoung men but that old men withyoung hearts might have an equal
share in it. He then spoke of thespirit of Jesus, who spent his life in
serving men and was nailed to the
cross for their sake; thjs spirit he
said we cannot but most heartily ap-
prove. The next volunteer speaker
was Gen. Wu P'ei Pu. who compared
Christianity with Confucianism and
Buddhism, calling: attention to points
in common, especially between the two
former.

There next . followed a brief report
of the four years of association work
in Paotingfu. aftef which the climax
of the evening was reached' when Gen.Fang Yu Hsiang. who is Juit moving
to Paotingfu, but who has been in
contact with the association else-
where, "announced that he would give
$200 for the local work. He was call-
ed upon for a speech and briefly andmodestly spoke of his approval of thetype of work done by the aesociaation
and of bis desire to help. He was
loudly applauded, though some of the
officials doubtless wished he had set
a little lower standard than his gift.
Tea and cake were then served and
an opportunity given to talk inform-
ally to Dr. Reinsch.

The following morning before train
time, the Tao Yin, or Prefect," our
leading civil official.

IReinsch. the association directors, the
secretaries, and the other-- male for-
eigners to a banquet at his yamen.
Associated with his name on the in-
vitation card were those of twenty
leading citizens of the town. On this
occasion much good feeling was ex-
pressed between Chinese and Ameri-
cans and many toasts were drunk, as
Dr. Reinsch put it, to "the two great
republics of industry and peace."

tory, of the council what the hoursare s won as . possible. The county'oinmi;tc chairmeti reported tbaat
the tor. n commitire chairmen hafl
been jiamed in every town in thesttte. but tii.it a!! of Llie commit-
tees were not complete vet. hence
the personnel of the committees
cou'd not he named at this time.

The council voted to add to the

with and for the aliens. the name
arid personnel of ;his committee to
be decided upon later. The county

were authorised to se-
cure offices and secretaries as soon
as possible. It is believed that vo-
lunteers will be fountl who will handle
the secretarial work for the county
committees, devotinsr a few hours
each week to the work and dividing
the work so that no one shall be
compelled to work more than an
hour or two each day.

census of all organizations in the

authorization and supervision of theConnecticut State Council of Defense.
